YHE CARLYON DISABTER.

Complaia List of the Dead and Rerlonaly Ta.
Jured—The Covoncr's Inquest,

KExowLesviLLe, N. Y., July 20.—Tho wrock
on the Rome, Watortown and Ogdensburg
Rallroad, at Carlyon, Orleana county, Friday
night, s fully aa torrible as was at first report-
od. The wreck was removed late last night
and the track is now clear. No mors bodios
bavs beon found. Mrs, Lafevre of Hay City,
Mieh,, who was badly Injured. died at 1 o'clock
this morning. Her busband arrived just (n
time to be recognized by her, The sufforings
of those who were Injured are great and
pititul indead. All those who ocould be
were romoved in sleepers, and the rest
woere taken to nelghboring houses and cared
for, Tha people are very kind, andall that
loving hearts and willing hands enn do Is being
done for thum. Conductor Garrlson of the
wreckod train says he never saw such kind
poople before, An Immonse throng has visited
the sceno of the disaster, it being estimnated
that fully 8,000 persons weroy prosont to-
dny, L. W. Perham arrived last night,
and the dead were placod in  cuskets
and shipped to the homes now desolate
thin aftarnoon. The rallrond company has
placed Dr. J. W, Eddy of Oawego, an experi-
enced physiolan, at the service of thoso Injured,
and the company has been prompt and ready
to do all thint could be done to relleve the sul-
fering and care tor the dead. It Is estimatod
that the company’s Joss will be $500,000, and
may reach a yot lnrger sum, as litigation In
visrlous ways will probably grow out of the se-

ONE THOUSAND LIVES LOST.
FIOLENT AHOCKS OF EARTHQUAKE ON

Destroyod-0Oue Thonsnnd Persens Supe
posed (o be Killed nud 800 Injured.

Roxy, July 20,.—The town of Casamicelola,
on tho Island of Ischin, noar Naples, was al-
most entirely dostroyed by an earthquako last
night. The nelghboring towns of Forlo and
Lacceamono wore groatly dimaged. One hun«
dred persons, more or loss soverely Injured,
have arrived at Naples by steamors. The Min-
istor of Publlc Works has gone to Casamlccloln
to orgnnize meoasuros of rellef, The shoocks
bognn at 95 o'clock Inat night, At that hour »
majority of the peopla of tho upper colnsses
woro at tho theatre. Neutly all of the houses
In the town collapsed. It is estimated thas
1,000 parsona woere killod and 800 injured, A
number of steamors have been brought Into
sorvico to earry the lnjured to Naples. Tho
Improssion vroduced by the disaster is inde-
soribable. Many of the vietims belong to good
familles.
