The Denth of Judge Binck.

JEREMIAN 8. Brack died at Brockie, his
rosidoneg, near York, Pennsylvania, oarly
yesterday morning, at the ago of seventy-
throa years, leaving o vold in the legal pro-
fessjon and In tho politice nnd life of the
eountry which cannot b i,

Judge Duack was o man of genius, & pro~
found lawyer, a brilliant advocate, & fear-
less defender of tha convictions of his
mind, Indifferent to the popularity of
the moment, his coneern wns for the
porformancs of his professional duties, and
for the defonea of the principles, political
and religlons, which ho had sdopted and ve-
vered aa truth., =

Among the striking qualities of Judge
Brack's mental coustitution, his wit aad
tmagioation were those porhnps which most
etrongly lmpressed tho cursory observ-
er. These gifts always added to his
foronsle arguments anod to his con-
vordation a racy and delightful fiavor,
that mode them momorable. In Eoglish
libopatura and history be wae deeply read,
and the lustrations which pointed his
reasoning or splced his talk, wero often
drawn from those sources; but he was
equally familiar with the anoals of his own
oountry, and of all lts parts, and with the
treasures of American humor aod anecdote;
and he used them all with surprising fresh-
pess and orlgloality.

A uative of Penusylvania, the life of this
distinguished man woas mainly passed In
that State. In 1851 he became Chief
Justice of the Penosylvanin Supromo
Qourt, which Js thero the ocourt of lust
resort; and he was agaln  elected
to that office in 1854 When Mr, BocaANas
became Presideut, be wis appolnted Attor-
pey-Genernl of the United States; and when
Gen, Cass resigned from the Cabinet in De-
cember, 1800, Judge Brack succeedod him as
Boerotary of State, and filled that post
until the aceession of M. LINCOLN.
During that part of Mr. BucHANAN'S Ad-
ministration when the agitations which
fnally culminated in the elvil war had al-
ready assumed the most stormy character,
Judge Brack, along with Mr, Dix, Mr,
Branroxn, and Mr. Horr, stood frmly
a8 o defonder of the Union; and thus
bo contributed hls full part toward presery-
log the Govermmont intact and handing it
over to tho new Republican Presldeat., At
the same time, he cherished all that hos-
tility toward the Abolitionists which be-
louged to a Peonsylyania Democrat of
the day;: and although he was not lnck-
Ing In any respect in the comploteness of
his duty as an officer of the Government, his
eriticisms agalnst the Republican party nod
agaliost the leadors who took chinrge of affnirs
after he and his collengues had withdrown,
were, Uka his criticlsms In  gen-
oral, sarcnstic, sharp, and unmerciful
It 18 this clreumstance, doubtless, that has
given rise Lo the impression that durlng that
trying perioll his loyalty to the Univn was
somoewhnt shaken; but this Impressivn 1s
entirely (ncorrect, .

Judga Brack wus a fervent Christian of
the Campbellite denomination, revercucing
the Bible ns o divine revelation, and holding
fast to the faith of orthodox Protestant-
Ism. He wns weoll acqueinted with the
polemieal litevature of Eoglish and Ameri-
can orthodoxy, such as It existed pre-
vions to the advent of modern ratlon-
alism; but of late years his occupations
wore much morve of o legal thao o theological
noture,  While Lis ardent feelings and
lively couvictions always readered him a
partlsan, his cordinl sympathies ofton made
bim the personal feiend of those whose public
position Le felt Lhmsell bound to assall,
Thus it was that, while o Demoerat of the old
school, e was on terms of friendship with
ponspicuous Republicans, and kept bright
bhe chaln of social good feeling amid the con-
Diets of parties nnd seots,

But now this great athletie figure disap-
poars from thoe stagge, and the wit, the
eloguonce, the passion of his voles will
not again bo heard among ue.  Ag wo said,
thoro I o geent vold which will not be filled,
and the hearts nearest him will be slow
In goiulng aoy comfort. Yet when in
the fuluess of yenrs such o man dies, the
event is not without its eonsolation. Hls
part has boen well performed.  Aftor a life
80 long nod so consistent, in purpose so high
and mnoly, in action so splendid, the laurel
that is lild upon his gravo ls well deserved,

The Boston Exhibitfon.

Two weeks from to-day n grent show of
prodiucts of arts and Induastries 18 to be
opened in Boston,  Thus far comparatively
littlo hins boon hieard of the Boston enter-
prise In other purts of the couutry, Forelgn
lands, Bowever, seem to regard 1L ng one of
tho evedits of the yoar in Amoerica.  From all
quartars of the globe we learn of the propa-
rations made for it.  Porls tells us that hor
Munloipal Coumeil bna deputed two of its
own members to reprosont her at this world's
falr; [taly aonounces that King Huoymenr
has sont to it a marble bust of himself,
and that the Amerkan Commissioner for
Italy, Mr. Jarves, has In return
nsked that the bust bo given outright* to
the Amerioan nation, In perpeatunl testimony
of your Majesty's good will toward the peo-
ple of the United Blates, where the name of
your Majesty and the august houso of Bavoy
are 50 much revered and admired;” Japan
says she las gatherad for the occasion one
of her worthicst displays, especinlly In tox-
tiles, sllks, and silk fabrics; while Salvador
hastens to acoredit as her ropresentative Mr.
Jacon Barz.

The contrast betweon the degroe of inter-
eat and amount of Informution generally
prevalling io this country as to Boston's
show and the amount of Interest and Infor-
mation of foreign lands ie rather remarka-
ble, It s due, howover, less to tho cvinci-
denco that Santa Fé, Denver, and Loutsville
have just beld, or are still holding, extonsive
expositions of thely own, than to the fuctthat
Bostou's {8 avowedly and expressly n forelgn
exhibitlon. This novel plan could hardly fall
to arrest the atteotlon and secure the ap-
proval of those couutries for whom it 1s de-
slgued ; and cortalnly it they failed o take
an Interest In the project, nobody else could
be expectid to do so. In tho forelgn com-
munications on this subject, we flod the
Boston exhibition frequently alluded tons a
World's Pair, as it may well claim to be,
from the exteut and variety of ita exhibits.
Porsin's contribution, for example, s sald to
surpass any that that country has ever made
to former exhibitions; it was proparcd by
authority of the Bhah's Government, and
will eventually be given to the Bmithsoninn
Institubion.

The inquiry, no doubt, will arise why Bos-
ton 15 taking all this trouble aud expoense for
the exclusive sake of introducing into this
country foreign arts and manufacturcs. But,
to say thoe truth, the foreign exhibition is not
to be the only one held In that elty. Simul-
taneously, and, in fact, opening with lmpres-
sive ceremonies only two days later in
Beplernber, there will be held In auother
bullding an exhibition of home products and
manufactures, The two disploys are on the
same avenue, and presumably each will help
the other. The domestio fair Is tho third an-
nual display held by the New England Manu-
facturers’ and Mochanlos' Institute, while the
forelgn exhibition ja to be In the bullding of
thoe Mechaulics' Charitable Assoclation. The
former will glve abundant opportunity both
for Massachusetts and other States, and the
two taken together ought to form a very at-
traotive show, and to illustrato tho method
of holding a world's falr at moderato cost
in existing bulldings,

A Relic of the Days of Frand.

The Republican ticket in Hamilton county,
Ohlo, I8 welghted with the name of Gen.
Tuomas L. Yousa, who 1s a candidate for
Awditor. Youna was Lieutenant-Governor
of Ohio when R, B. Haves was Governor.
The fraud that put Haves into thoe White
House made Youxnae Governor of the Btute,
Then Hayes's friend was clecled to Congress
from the Second distrlet of Oblo, aud he
sorved for two terms, dropplng out of sight
at the clection of lsst November,

Although the ofiee tor which Gen. Yousa
Is running 18 of loeal Importance ouly, his re-
apponranco us o Republican candldate sug-
gusls a vory Interesting question,

(Ke), mud shiall, moreover, by econvietlun therefur be
renidored forever therenflor incapable of holding auy
affice of honor, trust, or profit duder tbs Government of
the Vuited Blates."

Guans and Armors.

Tha costly struggle for suporiority between
guns and armor which has now béen golug
on In Europe with varylng fortunes for o
quarter of o century, Is one in which sue
Unitod States long age coased to tako part.
By the Inexponsive process of watching, we
have been able to noto most of the lessona
which nations that keep fully armed against
onch othoer only lenrn through leborious ox-
periment, What the latest of these |
are, the fortheomlng quartorly number of Ghe
Froveedings of the Naval Institute sots forth
inan acticls from the pen of Livut. E. W, VeRy,
to which the entire quarterly tssue s dovobod.

Lieut, Veny fluds that during the war of
tho rebellion o mistaken patriotism coosed
the big smoothbores and the Monitors to be
blindly worshipped oven in countrast with
forolgn ovduance and lrouciads which were
oonstructed om bettor prinoiples; and to tlhke
tondency he ascribes in great part the pres-
ont feriorily of our navy. “Thogroat error
of tho artillorlst In Amerlea was the neglect
to cultivate the ritle and develop Ita power;"
and on the other haud, * beewnse a publicity
of the faults of the Monitors would give en~
couragoment to the rebels, thoy were allowoed
to exist uncorvected."

There is some truth in this view, bacause
tho Guvernmeoent and the Inventors really com-
binod toexaggerate the merits and eoncenl the
dofects of the new war ships and their bat-
tevies; yet this is not the wholo of tho truth,
The big 11-inch and 13-inch Dahlgrens were
produced when theroe was a noed of heavier
ordnance for plerclng the lrou plates Inwhich
war ships were beginning te encase them-
selyos; and they wera in faef vastly more of-
ficlent than any ordoauco thon sfloat any-
where in the world. So tho original Mook
tors, with all thelr faults, which wore fully
sot forth In a joiut letter to the Navy De-
partment from the commanders of these
vessels In the blockeding squadron off
Charleston, were of Inestlmable value. The
first Moultor not only saved tho naval
station in Hnmpton Roads, but it may have
prosorved Now  York or other Northeran
¢lities from bombardment by the Merrimae.
Licut. Vexry himsall says that “as atype
the Mounitor is superb," though ho well adds,
in observing the eraft on which the ironclad
ving Lave squandered millons, that “its
present representation in our navy ls but s
siogle step short of fallure" A [uir stale-
ment of the case would seem to be that the
American paval devices, both of offance and
defence, were, in 1862, superivr to all othors—
the armament of their vessels most nearly
irresistible, and the avmor most nearly im-
penatrable; that sheor gratitude to the
inventors, as well 88 o nostural and
proper inference that men who bhad devised
80 well ought to be trusted to lmprove
tholr dovices as requl red, kept tho Govern-
ment. falthful to cast-irun  smoothbores
aud to the Monitor system, with its low free-
board; and that whon, noar the closo of the
war, forelgan improvements in guns and ar-
mor became apparent, they were too late
for our pwpuse. No Old World elation at
military prowess, taking tho form of desire
for continucd conquest, followed our eivil
war, aud the populnr desire wos for military
retreachment.  lenee, yowrs altorward,
while foreign countries were spending mil-
lions on new ships and batteries, Congress
thriftily sought to turn to account the huo-
dreds of parked cast-iron smootbhbores,
and to complete unfinished vessels, But
o most prominent element In the relro-
grade progress of our navy is ong that Lieut,
Very owits to set forth in its proper light.
This was o long reigun of chorlatanisin in
const rustion, producing seores upon scores
of war ghips thst eannot Hoat, or that rotted
bifore they could be used, or were driven by
machipery costing millions upon millions
thnt proved useless and went to thesorap
bheap; and this relgn of charintanism was fol-
lowed Ly one of mopstrous fraud and rob-
bery, which muade it Impossible to do say-
thing for the veal Improvement of the navy,
80 quickly wero its anousl appropriotions
seized by o thieving ring.

The advance meanwhile effected in forelgn
navies hns been astonlshing, When, for the
Britlsh 6s-pounder, with its charge of 16
pounds of powder, the largest gun then
afloat, Ameorlea substituted the 20-ton
smoathbore, with its charge of 100 pounds,
it advanced from a muzzle energy of 1,145
foot tons to an encrgy of 7,278 foot tons. No
wWonder that this great leap caused the new
Eunglish vifled heavy orduauee, with the com-
paratively small callbres reached o 1862 and
1863, to be looked down upon, especially as n
85-ton Amorlean smoothbore was under-
taken after the sucoess of the 20-ton. But
to-day the 100-ton Armstrong rifle secures an
lnitinl energy of 35,004 foot tons, or nearly
fivo times that of the American 15-Inch gun,
and in smallor callbres rifling hus shown its
superlority.

Again, the dovices of chambering, soaled
vents, Improved gunpowder, and so op, have
glven additional advantagos to modern guns.
Besides having such great original energy,
the Armstrong monster loses in proportion
only one-fourth as much energy asthe Ameri-
can 15-inch at 600 yards, andbut a lttle more
than a third at 1,200, As for armor, " the
Moultor, born In battle fo tho United States,
never passod the sge of swaddiing clothes
have, while in Europe it developed into the
Inflexible and Duillo of to-day.” Floally, in
the recent triuls ut Bpecin, the superiority of
steel plates ngulost even the 100-ton gun hos
becn indisputable.

Licut. Veny ranges himself definitely with
those artillorists who adyocate concentrating
the striking enorgy on the smallest possible
Bpuce, insteud of spreading it over s large
surfaco, In other words, he is for penstrat-
tiog rather than smashiog the armor—or, ss
it 8 commonly phrased, for punching rather
than racking. It follows, of course, that bhe
advocates the pointed projeotile over the
spherieal.  But, in addition, the shape ol the
clongatid projectile gives its melallic parti-
olos the best possible support, aud hence
permite tho effective use of shells, whoere-
a8 “the splorical projectile, to get
beyond the warmor, must be solld,
while the demands for the groatest
possible distribution of surplus energy can
only be fullilled by shell,”  Where siashing
is over sccomplished it is a proof, not of the
excellence of the artillery, but of the In-
adequacy of the armor. The spherleal pro-
Joetlle Is also obviously less offective. in
obliguo hits,

Many of the groat corporations are very
generous to Government offfcors whenover
real or supposed Influenee ia to bo gained for
#ie protection of speclal interests. They
vmploy vigilant agents at the national and
al tho State capltals, not only to oversee
legislation, but to conquer tho projudices of
legislntors, Mombers of Congross and of tho
Btate Legisiatured aro sometimes retalpoed as
attornoys for these oorporations, nnd draw
regular annnal salaries,

The rallroad sompautes givoe free passes to
members and officers of Congress, to Judgoes
of the Bupremo and of Inferior Courts, to
membors of the Cabloet, and to all officials
who may be usoful to them,

Tho telograph companies send books con-
taining doadhood stamps to the same parties.

The prinelpal expross companies give free
privileges Lo the same parties.

The members of Congress and the Judges
and the other Government officers who ac-
eopt theso favors are, of course, expectod to
reciprocate them, if possible. The practice
has becomo o common as to diminish the
gravity ol the crimo in the view of somo of
the benofclaries, Yet it s nothing loss than
lndirect bribery.

It Is the duty of Congress to put au end to
these practices, which have brought scandal
upon [ts own body, upon the Judlvlary, and
upon some of the most responaible executive
offlcers of the Executive departments, The
reform of this evil will be o gain for honest
gevernmont end o publie lmmlll-.

Private Fees to l"blic Prosecutors,

"“MNo court,” says tho American Law Re-
view, " would allow a prosecuting officer to
rocelve compensation for the services ho s
bound to pegform, from porsons luterested
in the conviotion of the acoused, even though
there bo no express prohibition.”

We bolieve tlie charges npow pending
agnainst Mr. Bexsavuy W, Dowxixg, the Dis-
trict Attorney of Queens coumty, amounnt
substantially to the allegation that he took
foess bo prosocute a prisoner whom he was
bound to prosecuto to the best of his ability
anyway, without fee or reward other thuan
hls officlal compunsation,

His answer I8 that he merely disbursed a
emall sum of money for the friends of the
complaisant in procuring evidence which
the county furnished no funds to procure.
Nono of the money wont into Lis own pockot.

If this defence bo sustalned by the testl-
mony to bo submitted to the Guvernor, Mr.
DownNING cannot justly be subjected to any
reproach.
