Bpota, anid the poor earth has sufMered ns <he
hins not suffaresd bolors for many o lonie senr,
The destruction of Isehin and tha ebullitions
of Vesuvine warn apeodily followed by the ex-
tenordinary eonvilaions in Java.  The ships
coming Into New York toll fenrful Ktorics
ol eyclones and hurricnnos, nnd Long Braneh
har boon nearly wished away by a tidal wave,
The wanther all over this eontinont hus hesn
nlmost na pecullar and unnecconntablo ns thoso
other plienomens, and It I8 impossibli to sy
whether wa shall have rain, frost, or teopieal
heat durlng Septembar, Yot it Is woll known
that the sucoess of the corn crop dopends o=
tirely on the weather of the next threa weeks,
and it i foolish to mako any predietion either
way. Under such ciroumstances it i by no
menns snfs to diseount the fulure and tn bay
atocka for an advance, although it may bo wise
to cover shorts. And that is probably what
shrowd and cautions speculutors have buen
doing.

Whathiar the sorn orop ba n sueceas or n fall-
urn, the farmers will need money for enlting
and moving their craps, and this money lins to
eome ultimately from Now York., Henee wo
nra likely to have, as we ulwinys have nt thia
aenson of the year, o more or lesa tikhl money
market, whieh will ba made all the worse by
tha constantly Ineroasing Umidity of eaplini-
[8ta, who seum to bo more thiun ever nverss to
Ietting thelr funds out of thelr own hands for
nny long period of timn. Tho discouraged
brokers, on the ather hand, are unwittingly Jdo-
ing their best to drive awny not only the Inves-
tors, but even the professional specilntors,
Dusiness has baen go bud of live in Wall strest
that many brokers, for the saks of inaking
commissions, hnve been urging thelr ens-
tomers to constunt changes of position, Thua
a broker tells his customer who has w small
proflt on the bear 8lde to roalize and go long,
beeausa he has heard such and sucli o report, OF
couren such frequont ehanges of this kind are
yery profitable and pleasant for the broker, but
i ho long continues in this “polnting” buski-
noss he will soon find that thers 18 no one luft
1o glve points tn.
