Mr. W. G. Moovy appeared on Monday be-
fore the Washington statesmen who nre now
here engnged In Jogulrisg luto things In gen-
oral, M. Moopy's lilea Is the regulation of
labor by law, "1 would Oz s peoalty,” he
gald, “upon any corporation or persons who
would try to imake a man work longor than
slx bours. No one should have the vight to
labor louger than this tme. The result
would be greater comfort to the employea
and to socloty geocrally, beeauss 1t would
afford n means of sssurlng employment to
thosn unemployed, It would double the
punibor of workors,"

But if it doubiled the number of workers, It
would reduce thelr wigges o proportion.
The lnltation of the timo of labor to six
hours o day, must necsssarily produce a re-
duction of pav, o thnt the workmon might
find It diMeult to Hve upon his earnings.

Inte these things us Mre. Moony desives, it
must also regulste the price of broad, ment,
clotling, bouse rent, and every other nrticle.

A Preposterous Project.

Most of the talk about establishing a Gov-
ernment telograph Lias been so hasty and
1] considered as to uppear merely the result
ol irvitntion produced by the fallure’'of the
telegraphers' strike,  Midsummer is a dull
time for many of the newspapers, and they
ove glul to sturt some such project ns this
of the Government telegraph, without car-
ing nmeh whether the publie takes the mat-
ter sorlously oy not,

It is rather strange, then, to find sucha
man as Senator EpMUsps taking the matter
very seriously, nnd proposing, it he Is correct-
1y reported, to brivg it up in the next session
of the Senato, Still, the Senate 15 a Republican
body, und ean perhaps flud time to waste on
an impracticable and uowise schome. The
House of Representatives will have much
more serivus business on its hands. Inves-
tignting, us it will have to do, some of the
fnlguitics of the great army of Republican
officeholders, it 1s not likely to havo the in-
elination, even if it had the leisure, to listen
patiently toa proposal to greatly Increase
the number of offlecholders and to render it
Impossible to turn out the party In power,

But it may be well that a mon of ability
like Mr. EpMUNDs has decided to take the
mattor up. It Is by no means so simple ns
some of our esteemed contemporaries sup-
poee. The argument from analogy botween
Governmoent control of the postal system and
the propused Government control of the
telegraph system  is rather childish, The
sutbority of Congress over Post Offlees and
pust ronds ls expressly granted. Tho con-
elderation urged In beholf of Government
oontrol of the telograph would have exactly
85 much foree if urged ln favor of the Gov-
ernment control of the railroad business or
the express business. No doubt Mr, Ep-
MoNDs will look into tho constitutional ques-
tion carefully.

Whon he has ascertained the right of the
Government to go [oto the telegraph bust-
ness be will then bave to consider the ques-
tlon of expediency. This has not been done
with any degree of exactness of figures or
ealmness of statement by the newspuper ad-
vocates of the project. Mr. EpMunps will
have to make some estimate of the probable
coat to the Government for plant aud annual
outlay, Ho must remember that the Gov-
ernment telegraph lines will have to run to
'many remote communities which the West-
ern Unlon and other lines do not reach. As
the profits of the Post OfMices ln cltles and
large towns have usually been swallowed by
the expenditures required for earrying the
malls great distanoces In tho extreme West,
80 tho profits of the Government telograph
ofioes In populous reglona would bo swal-
lowed In the deflcit produced by the neoces-
alty of malntaining long, unprofitable lines
for tho eonvenlenco of pluces having little
telographio business,

The Government would, wo suppose, have
to buy the existing llues, These could not
compete with the Government, and would
have tosell or go under. The Litterest op-
ponents of Mr, Govrp would hordly wish
that all the other 2,609 stockholders of the
Waestern Union should lose the yvalus of thelr
stock tbat he might be more effoctually
plundered. Mr, EpMusps will have to dis-
cusa Lhiut question,

The Western Unlon pays, we belleve, somo-
thing like $5,000,000 a year in salarics, The
Government will have to employ more per-
sons than that company employs, for it will
have louger lues, nnd two or three Govern-
went employees are usually required to do
what would be one mun's work in soy pri-
vate sorvice. Salaris will have to be very

much higher than under the existing com-
panies g0 as Lo provent sirilkes, It will be
lutorestivg to see what Mr. EpMusps thinks
the annual salary st would amount to, And
unloss the Government gives extraordioary
salarics, how can It lusure tself agalinst a
strike ¥ Perhaps Mr, EvMuNps knows, but
our sstecmed coutemporaries who, ljke him-
self, arc In favor of the proposal do not know.

Mr. EpMuxDs, as & Lepublican, eannot be
axpected to look with disfavor upon the great
increass In the oMeebolding ecloss which will
be roquired by the establishment of a Govern-
ment telograpl, That, bowever, 18 sBome-
thing for thoso who belisve that there are
too many officeholdors already, to serloualy
econsidoer,

Fiually, Mr, EpMUxDs ought to tell the
Beoate candldly whether he thinks that mes-
sages would be loviclable during s heated
political campaign if the party lu power had
& man in every telegraph oMoe,

But whatever Mr. EnuUxps may tell the
Benate, It"ls well to remembor that the
schemme of a Government telegraph is a
great ceatralizing scbewie, It s slrango

that any Domoorata should favor ik Ttis

essentially Republican,

The powers of the Federal Goverament
bave boon stretched far enough already, and
too far, Itis for those of us who are still
faithful to the old and pure constitutional
traditions to saay, whenever it is proposad to
give the Government powers not expresaly
grautad or reasonably lmplied and abso-
lutely necessary, Hands off |

Chinn and France.

According to the Intest lelograms from
Hong Kong, the treaty extorted by the
Froench at Hué 1s regarded by the Pekin Gor-
ermment a8 an aot of overt hostility, and
15,000 Chivese soldlers, detached from the
army of obsorvation which had been massced
on the froontier, have entersd Tonquin, 1f
this report Is trastworthy, the two countries,
Franoe and Chilua, are actually st war, and in
order Lo fullow Intelllgontly the progrss of
operations we may do well to recall the
diplomatic controveray which has provoked
an appenal o arms; and survey the military
slituation lo the Tesd BRiver reglon, which will
henoeforth bo complicatod by the Introduc-
Liom of a vew and wolghty factor,

Without dwelling on the historfeal founda.
tiom for the pretensions of the Middle King-
dom to suzesalnly over Annam, we ueed only
eay that this elalm of overlordshilp wus nover
nuestionisd by the chlel parties In interesst,
tha ot Tubvo apd the mandarine who
eontrolliad the eivil and military administra-
tion of his kingdom. It was because the
treaty wrung from the Annamoese ruler in
1574 proved Incompatiblo with his feudal du-
ties to his suzerain that the conditions of
that compact wore unfultilled, France made
no effort to eompel tho execution of that
treaty unlll within the present twelvemonth.
When, at lenglh, operations with that object
were begun in the Song-lkol delta, the Freoch
Forelgn Oflles was notified that Chins would
regard ns null and vold the convention en-
tored fnto I 1874 o far as it purported to
abjure ber traditional authority in Anpam
and to establish a French protectorate. For
A time, howover, It seemed possible that a
rupture of friendly relations might be avert-
od, M, Borreg, the French Ambassador to
Pekin, having with much difficulty obtalned
the nssent of the Councll of Mandarins to an
agreoment whereby France was to recognize
tho right of overlordship asscrted by China,
on condition that the mainteniuee of or-

der In Tonquin and the opening of
the Red River to novigation were to
ba lIntrusted to French and Chinese

troops acting In concert. This agroement
wnd repudinted by the French Minister of
Furolgn Affairs, and M. BoUREE was recalled,
The new French envoy, M. Tricou, aftar try-
Ing in vain to browbeat the Chinese Govern-
ment into acqulescence In the deslgns of
France, left Pekin with the offivinl assurance
that any attempt to force upon the Annams-
esa ruler complinnce with those clauses of
the treaty of 1874 waleh lmpugned tho his-
torleal nuthority of China would be inter-
preted as a declaration of wur.

The concesslons which, after the capture of
the harbor defences of Hud, were exacted the
otherday by the French Commissioner from
ong of the pretenders to the Annameso
throne, are tantamount to a sweeping denial
of China’s claim to overlordship and to u de-
flanee of the warnings nddressed to the
French Forelgn Ofee by the (hinese ninbns-
sador. These concessions go far beyoud
those obtalned In 1874, for not only are the
French counsular courts to have exclusive
jurisdiction over all foreigoners, Including
Chinese, but the French are to collect
customs dues, to garrison forts, to control
the native troops, and to dictate through a
Resident the action of the sovereign; and
this not only In the Tonquin delta, but
throughout the Annameso territory. Chinn,
however, means to treat this new treaty as
invalld for several rensons. In the first
placy, It was signed by that one of tha two
pretenders to the Annamese crown who, al-
though designated by the will of the late
ruler, bad been discarded by the great ma-
Jority of the civil and milltary officials, and
who apparently was not the de facto King.
It is sald, Indeed, that the rival claimant, ao-
companied by ull the resident mandarins,
abandoned Hué before the arrival of the
French Commissioner. In the second
plaee, tho conecessiops, being made un-
der duress, will be pronounced vold.
Agaln, pelther the pretender who
actually assented to this compact nor
his competitor would be competent to exer-
cige the treaty-making power until his right
to rule had been sanctloned by his feudal
superlor. If, moreover, the objections just
mentloned could be met, Ching would fall
back on the principle that the feudal relation
cannot be sundered by the mere act of the
vassal and without the consent of ths suze-
rain. China can be deprived of her rights
over Anpam In two ways ounly, by her own
freo will or by war, The diplomatio nego-
tiations aiming at the pacific surrender of
ber clalms have fallad, and by the so-called
treaty recently concluded at Hué the Fronch
have virtuslly served potice on the Pekin
Government of thelr determination to gain
thelr ends by force.

What, now, was the state of things in Ton-
quin when, as wo learn from Hong Kong,
15,000 Chinese troops wore ordered to eross
the border and take part with the Black
Flags and the anti-French party among the
Aunamese In realsting the lovaders? A
glunce at o map of the country will show
that while the French stil held Haidu-
ong and Nnm-linh, as well s the largo sea-
port Haiphong and the capital eity, Hanol,
yot thelr position wes insecureand thelr grasp
“upon the Tonquin delta procarious, so long
as the Black Flags rotalned Sontol wud Bac-
uimh, which from & strategie polnt of view
are places of eardinal importance, Byen
without the intervention of Chioa, the Fronoh
troops would probably have been unable
without reéuloreements to dislodge thelr
euemios from the two strongholds men-
tloned,  The disastrous fallure of Gen.
BOover's movement against Sontol should be
conclusive on that hoad, It I8 true that as
many of the uatlve Aunamese soldlers as seo
fit to consider themselves bound by the
treaty exturted at Hud may codperate with
the French, but, if woe may judge
from the behavior of Gen. Bover's pa-
tive auxilinries, thelr belp would be
of no value. The French commuander
at Hanol, who scems to be now thoroughly
allve to the diMcultics of his situation, hus
called for an immediate reénforcement of
5,000 men. But where ave thess fresh troops
to be oblalned ¥ The soldiers who have ta-
ken part lo the capture of the forts befure
Hué will, for the most part, be required for
sarrison duty in that quarter, Baigon, the
busoe of operations, has been deploted of neur-
ly all the men that can be spared from the
duty of protecting the Freach colony
In Coohln China. It follows that
refaforcoments must e sent from
France; but, pending their arrival, what is
to become of the fecble French gerrisons
stationed at Nam-dinh and at the recently
captured Halduong ? According to one re-
port, the latter place, which I8 occupled by
only two or three hundred Frenchmen, is
the special mlm of the Chinese army, which

weyed frvm the froutlor toward Bue-nlmh

to the military eMolency of the foroe, Wik
these soldiors fight aa woll as thalr refuges
compatriots who bear the name of the Biack
Fiaga? Events will spoadily throw light on
this deolslve question, but we oan already
soo that If 1t bo answered In the afirmative
the oooupation of Tonqula will prove, hot~
withstanding tho advantage galned at Hué,
& long and costly oparation.

Tourghenell.

Ivax Tovnanmewxrr, whose death on Mon-
day has beon announced by cabls, was n
unique fAgure in the literary history of this
century. He was an artist who seldom for-
Rgut Lo be a patriot—a fervent lover of his
oountry, who knew how, without transgrosas-
Ing tho laws of artistic composition, to make
his worls potent levers of rovolution and re-
form, In the estimation of cultivated read-
ory, not nlone in Russla, but throughout Eu-
rope nnd Amerien, o has resched a high, al-
though senrecly the highest, plana of exeel-
lenee nmong tho modern musters of proso
Aotion; aud, owlng to the peeniiar nature of
tho gocloty he portrayed, every ploture bo-
came o lesson, every story an appeal, with
the resull that o rondercd serviees to his
romnpntriots almost commenanrate in breadth
and lustro to the work which he was spe-
cially qualified by his genlus to perform
within the fleld of letters,

Thero had been Russian novellats hafore
hiny, gowe of whom have boen compared by
tholt too complacent countrymen to WALTER
Seort and Dickexs, Yot when Tounonesery
bogran to write, about forty years ago, it may
bo confidently afirmed that Ruosslan litera-
ture was totally unknown to the groat rosd-
ing publly of central and western Europe.
Even tho fow transeripts of Russlan lifo
which wore attempted by foreign hands had
proved attractive L the lovorse ratio of thelr
fidelity, the outlandish and awkward look of
Russian proper names, disagrecably elon-
gated by the archale custom of appending
patronymic appellations ending In vich and
ma bolng of Itself sufficient to repel the or-
dinary reader by suggesting o far-off, anti-
quated, unintelligible, and uninteresting
world, Nothing could more signally attest
the powoer of TOUROHENEFF over Lthe Imag-
ination and over the deeper springs of
human emotion than his success in uran-

scending  tho barrlers of roce, of lan-
guage, of religion, and of manners,
uud In awakening all over Europe

o keen, Intolligent, and Insting Interest
in the character and situation, the thoughts
and sontiments, the asufforings, struggles,
and aspirations of the Russinu peopls. Be-
fore TounarENEPP, our knowledge of Rus-
sian goclety was limited to the small land-
ownlug, burcavcratie, and military olsss,
which epoke Frenoh or German; and even
about this we lnew only eo much as was
likely to be communicated through allen
tongnes, That we nre now able to look moro
deeply into Russlan life and character, to
ponctratoe bepeath the varnish of French
manners and Goerman enlture, and to see tho
TNuszian as he Is at home and In his dally
life, is maiuly dus to TovrGHEXEPP. The
work which he thus performod was one of
the greatest boons whiek it 1s given toa man
of gonius to confer upon his country. He
rescund Russla from the moral Jsolation to
which she wascondemned by the indifferenoco
of the cultivated world, By captivating at-
teotion and firing curlosity he secured for
his fatherland an intellectual and spiritual
solidarily with Euvope, Ho may be sald to
have unlocked for her the sympathies of
munkind,

Whila it 1s as the revenler of Russia to
Western natious that ToURGHENLEFF pre-
eminently deserves to be viewod ns a soeial
forco—whlile this will constitute, pechaps,
his most enduring title to grateful recogni-
tion—Ruseious Liave not by any means for-
golten the important and perhaps declsive
Influsnce exercised by somoe of Lis earlier
writings in promoting the emancipation of
the serfs, It used to beaverred In certain
quarters that Mrs, 8rowe's ** Unclo Tom"
had played a weighty part In furthering the
extinotion of slavery In the Southern States,
But the accuracy of her plclure was always
violently contested by the sluve owners, and
it may be doubted whether she over made a
singlo convert among them, whercas the
pathotie storles In which TourGHENEYP dis-
closed the hardships and miseries of the Rus-
slan serfs went home to the hearts aud con-
sclences of their mastars and mode emanei-
patlon welcome to a majority of even the
serf owners themsolves. The truth and dis-
interestedness of his polgnant narratives
were the less open to question because, in-
stead of making a fortune by deploting the
sorrows of the serf, he exposed himseif by
bis writings on this and many another social
evll to the Ire of Czar NIcHOLAS, and was
made to emart for his temerity by s pro-
longed banishment from his pative land.

During the latter part of his lifo TouscHR-
NEFF was best known by his relation to the
Russian revolutionary movement, or rather
to the early lntellectual and soclal phases of
it witnessed durlng the decade between 1880
and 1870. ToumRGHENEFP, Indeed, Invented
the term Nihiliam, which he applied, how-
aver, not to the alms and methods of the
revolutionary Boclalists of our day, but to
tho religious, socinl, and literary transfor-
mation which followed the complote conquest
of the higher grades of Russlan soclety by
the materialistic phllosophy. The Nihillst
of TouRaHENEFF is not s revolutionist,
though It may be sald that, logically, e is
bound to become one; for the present, he 1s
conteut with abjuring not only the SBtate re-
liglon, but all conventional formulas and
usages which rest on nothing stronger

than tradition, and fall to commend
themsolves to the individual reason,
Bolng resolved, bowever, to emanc)-

pate men and women from every spocles of
Irrationsl restraiot, it was luevitable that the
originnl Nihilist should, in the end, carry his
leonuvelustic propensities into politics, and
recoll In wrath and seorn from the most
sopseloss and goullivg of all trammels, the
gyvesaf o Jealous, sleeploss, and remorseless
despotism.  But although the revolutionary
conspiracy of our day, which is trylog to ex-
tort reforms by tervorlsm, may bn considered
an outgrowth of the dilettante Nibhilism of
twenty yoars ago, Its sinlster processes have
néever been countananced by TouroHENEYY,
Henever sworved, however, from tho lotense-
ly liboral sod progresslve principles of his
youth, and the ultimate object of the terror-
Ists, viz, tho metamorphosis of Russla into
& sull-governing ocountry, was the hope
which Iny closest to his heart, the torch by
which, from the outsot to the end of his lit-
arary life, his most stronuous and Iruitful
toll was Hlumined sod divected,

to fur as hls philosophical opinlons may
be deduced from bis povels, TovRouENEYY
so0mns Lo have begun as & pupil of Heoxn
aud to ave euded 68 a diseiple of Bonores-
HauER. The warm sympathles stiested by
his touching revelations of tho miseries of
the Lumble and thke poor make bhim &
soalous champton of all reforms that bear
any promise of social amelloration. But his
reason secins to suspeot the futility of such

cfforts; he ls haunted with forobodings that,
