Blanco to encly other; and although they none
of them eover & very greatsxtent of ground,
they were built of most sollil materinls, sl 1o
Judye by some of tho architoctaral remains,
and the slaborate cnrt‘inur and devices, they
miust hnve contuioed gome handsome buitdings,
The houses were buflt of blovks of draighted
etone, usunlly four feet long by two and a hinif
fout Diigh, ungd two feot thick, The door janibs
and [Hntels, whilch insome fnstances wre still o
pitii, wore often seven or elght feat long by tvwo
feot six by two feet. In these wore holes or
pockols, inwhich tho ‘\I\'u!h worked, Some ol
the linwls over the doors woro ornameniel
with devices; thess wers usunlly hexugons anl
gireles, I the centro of which were ovals or
other arusmoentil serolls, Bometimes there wis
an anlmnl ﬁn-:} ns an engle or o leopan
or sovon-branched  eandlesticks, or  raieed
bogscw or crossnd : hvre and there was o cornien
with i Norid enrving svidently of the Roman
worjodd, with fragments of columns or enpitnls,
It somie of these ridns have beon inhabited by
later inhnbitnnts, who ussd the old stones for
their more modern constractions, nnd oo often
elilppod off the carving., Tndeed, they are the
rendy-made quirrias of the country people of
the present dav, who ¢omo and earry off the
gtonis 1o buill thelr houses,
A potnble and melineholy instanee of this
has cecureed in the eass of o pinco called
Khurbet Sonunnka,  This was the most in-
toresting raln i Carmel, and wos discovered
el yeurs ngo by tho ofcers of the Palestine
eaploration uur\-nr. Here they fonod tio pur-
ol of what ones had been an anclent Jowish
synagoing still ~tan-l|uf.

Firet, in regard to the olive presses. 1 foumd
morg than o dozen of these. On two ooi-
slons they were hown our of the living
rock, The lower stone, which was clrouiar,
had usunlly 8 dinmeter of elght teet, with
a raisod rim outside nine or ten inchies
high, and s ralsod socket in tho centew, in
which was a boly o foot square, whore the
uj;,mfln wns fitted to hold the literal beam

The limestons hillsldes In the nelghborhood
of these ruliis wero almost invariably honey-

combed with cave tombs, whose doorways wore
ahﬁn rudely ornnmented with devices, and in
ond instance I fonnd an inscription In Growk
charactera a0 much_ defaced that conld
not  decipher It, They usnunlly  econsistel
of only onea chamber, elght or ten fest
syuare, but were sometimes Inrger, nnd
econtnined either kokim  or locull  under
arconolln, somoetimes both. The kokim ara
tunnel-shnped  excavations, usunlly 7 feet
ou, 2 feot 6 wide, and tho sume in holelit—
n other words just large encugh to eontain
s earpse. The loeulus is an oblung tomb, with
sldes about two fest high, also Inrge enough
conveniently to contalu n body, It Is cut out of
tho living roak. ns woll ns the nreh which over-
spaus it,  Somotimes thore js a large arched
recess oponing out of the central chambar, con-
talning several locull, On mure than one oces-
