A WOMAN AND THREE MEN KILLED BY
A TUGROAT EXI'LOSION,

Capt. Earle and kis Wife Lost-Mnate Lewia
of the Behnaner Palmer Nearly Deheadod
—A Raln of Broken Ivon nnd Splinters.

Thoe tugboat Jamee N, Thompsnn oxploded
her bollor in the fEast Tver yestordny, killing
four porsons and wounding sovoral others,
Tho tug's line of business was to take vossals
through Hell Gaty botwesn Clty Islund and
thorsabouls anl New York, Bho stariad out
ns usual yostorday morning, and at City Island
plokod up tho lurge schioonor Annie L. Palmer
of Dath, londed with lath and conslgned to
Johin Boyuton, 43 Doaver street.

torin. Tho Palmor was on the starboard slde
of the tug, the Wentworth on her port slile, the
Josaphiino wns outside the Wentworth, and the
Goorge and Edgar towed behind.

A strong flood tide was running, and ns the
tug enterod Holl Gate n hoavy head ol steam
wns pul on.
