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THE JAVA EARTHQUAKES.

AWFUL EXPERIENCE OF THE CREW OF
THE BARK W. M. HESSI

A lMeavy Rombling Followed hy Flashes of
Lightning—The Day Darker than the
Darkest 51 Showers of Sand nnd Askes
~The Water Coversd with Dead Hodies,

Boatox, Deo, 8.—Capt. J. W. Bakoer of the
bark William H., Dessa of Warshinm arrived
hora this merning, 105 daya from Maulla, snd
relatad the fallowing atory:

“Wesalled from Manila on May 25, with a
falr breoss and oversthing favorablo for a
speady passiuzo home, but, as they say In Co-
shin Chinn, * You can't tall from the sunshing
in Kesho how the witid blows In Shanghnl.”
Wo found that out long before wo ronched
Toston, as ovary sailor finds the sama thing on
any vovage, Wo wara Inden wholly with sugnr,
Wa salled along through the Chiink Sen—thero
are A great mnany |slands  thern, you
know=untll, whon thirty days out, we
waro near tho Stralts of Bunda, which are
betweon Java and Sumatra. Hore wo had hanvy
woaather, and in the night ran upon a rock,
which Is not down on the charts. Wa ware
damagoed considerably in the hull, and had to
put In at Datavin, Wa found It necesaary to
raturn to Manila which we dil at onee. and
after & short delar we set sall ones mors for
home. Thisexpiains how it happoned that wa
wara near Java at the time of the great earth-
quake thers in the Inttar part of August.

"Wo left Batavia agaln on Aug. 20. At sun-
risa the next mornlng, when wo were distant
from Dazea Island about five miles, we snw a
heavy bank rising from the wostward. Atthe
same time the barometar began to fall ranidly
and vary in the moat axtraordinary manper.
It fall to 20" 40°, and then suddenly bouncad up
to 80* 70°. This, of course, mannt danger, and
something very unusual at that. The bank
kept rising and growing more dense, and at
last coverad the whols sky and MAlled
tha atmosphere, and completely obscured
tha sun., As soon as the barometer
began to make those strangs variations, I or-
dered all hands on deck, and every sall was
qulekly furlad. We lot the port anchor go, and
nana too soon, for darkness shut in around us,
and houvy showers of suud and ashes bogan to
fall. At tho same time, mind you, tha wind
rose nnd blew stendy and harder, until at noon
wa weros in the mldst ol apoerlect hurrivane.
All the elements sepmed to have combined to
make the strangest, moat remarkable sight I
evor witnessed. You could bhardly enll itasight,
though, for it was darkerthan you can Imagine.
I've seen all kinds of nights and days. and hava
been about in what I thought was totnl fark-
ness many a time, but I naver knew what dark-
ness was untll the 27th of August last. It's no
use trying to deseribe that time. The Alr seem-
od thiek with blackness, the whistling wind

k the breath nway, the falling sand and
ashes choked you and settied Into sour cloth-
ln.%ln n manner that was horribly suggestive
of burial, the heat was intense and stifling, and
the eea, although the wipd continued to
blow s tempest, remained poerfectly calm,
The tide set o!rnﬁzly to the westward
and we drove through the watar at the rite o
fourtesn knots un hour. All this time we heard
eonstantly heavy rumbling like distant thun-
der, but long continued ; every now and then
the darkness was lit up for a4 second by blind-
fog flashes of lightning, and a bausent-
mf smeil of sulphur made breathing not
only difMceult, but disacreeable. It was
enough to Irighten any man. Nons of us
had ever axvearienced anything like this befora,
aod the majority of the seamnn were sure that
the end of the worl coms, Why, one of

e offloarn—a sensible, steady-going man—

t it was the day of judiment. I sball

ever lorget a\'nt time. I supposa vou do not
gnow how on such an occasion the total dark-
esa confuses n man. Now, every enllor knows
is ahip as you do your desk, and probably
uch batter; every Inch is familiar to bum,
ot we wore all turned round, wand knew
not where to stop, ne of the seamen
wis on top of the lousa—on duty. of eoursn—
l.n.z be stepped off from the roof and fell on the
deek, striking on his hend and receiving seri-
ous injuries. Well, this sort of thing continued
for hours, enat lnst It clonred up wa bogen
to Iza what had taken place, The shower
of ashea kept up until we wera hundreds of
miles away from the seane ol the disturbanes,

“On the 28th we antered the Stralta of Sun-
da and could plainly see the tremendous extent
of the damage. Many an Islnnd was so chung-
od In appearance and const line as to ba wholly
unrsoognizable, and we knew them only by
their positions. Others must have entirely dis-
apponred, sunk clenn out of sight.  The forasts
on Verlnton and Lapg islands were complitaly
obliterated, nnd the northwestern part of Kra-
katoa was gone, ‘The senwns tull of flonting
troes and other débris, and the surfaen of the
water was coversd with nshes. For 600 miles
wo sssmed to be salling through felds of Inva,
The decks and rigging wers coverad with
ashea and lpe =and to o depth of
saveral inches, At times wounterad extensive
flelds of enconnuts, the numbers of which it (g
imooessible to estimate, But the most remark-
able and_fearful thing of all war tho son o)
coryses, For nearly threo days we came arross
bodvauer bady ol porsons who had Jost their
lives in the enrthquuke, One man slone wns
sald Lo have counted sixty hodles In plain sight,
and how many more there must have beon
throughiout the Straits vou can Lell as well s 1.

ousands must have perished, It was a sight
nevar to be lorgotian.

"We continuad on our way, having a little
tusale with the scens off Cape of Good Hope,
Aftar this the prospects seemed fmd#nlu nr
a comlortahle voynge home. The tradea wers
tavorable, but fate eams down on usina naw
storm, Bickness also broke out among the
snilors, and nearly everybody was down, On
Oct, 23, in latitude 16° 37", longitude 17" 167,
Brit Balenson dipd, nllnrl was buried io the

A Mock Tragedy sn Affeets One of ihe Jokors
ne to Fad in o Henl Teagedy.

SruNarieny, O, Doo. 6.—-Honry F. Mill-
waril. A noted mochanienl ongineor and expnart,
committed saleide in this city on Saturday
Inst, Bome wooks ago Millward, who was ol a
joily nature und had n groat relish for practienl
jokos, ussistod by a numbaer of friends, con-
structed a dummy eorpse out of n bundie of
towels and plllows, and Inid it on n bed in the
Aroadn Hotel In thia eity. The room was saro-
fully darkoned, and the duminy sovered with a
shest. A pasteboard hend with grotesquely
oaintad features wns attachod to the body so
nstobe fnplain sight when (he alhost shonlil
bo romoved. When all was ready the report
was circulatod through the elty by the jokers
that a drummer hnd committed suleides at the
Liotel after n protractod spres, and that his

!mdv was_depositod In rrom 04 of ths Areads
Hotol, I report ptirnctad handreds  of
citbwns, ineluding the Coroner, who wore
pllotad np to the r?lnm onea by one, anpd thy
Nrotesqua corpas axhibited to them, The soll
Inated n whole day, and produesd no end of
merriment, gonorally snding in the person
fooled tranting tha crowd.

A fow wenks later Millward shot himself
through the braln, after & wook’s nbrence on n
drinking spell, in the Arcade bullding, the
mock tragedy and real trogody eorrespondin
In svery pirtioular, Tho niglit before the deed
Millwiard enme iome very inte, and, after a
few words with his roommate, want Lo sleep,
The ntter hoard him sobbing during the night,
but thought nothing of it aud nover saw him
ngain until e entered the room the noxt day
ml found Wim 1{&!;111!1;: his lust with a bullet
hola in bis head. The surroundings showed
that the man had gotton ulm drosssd himsnlf,
and, nfter Iﬂmlx down on the lonnge, had de-
liberntely shot liimsell in the hond,

The remarkahble part of tho caso wis that the
renl suleido tallied with that of the pratandsd
aiielde in avery particular, Tho time of day
was the same, tha wanpon the same, the placo
tha same, and the wound the same. The Coro-
ner's jury dealded that montil dopreasion wis
tho cause of the suicido, but thers can bo no
donbt that brooding over the mock tragady
nufzeswd and was the vauss of the real one

the English Government in England and Ja-
malen, and almo held important positions in
this country, boing n man of the highest intel-
ligence and professionnl skill.

SET ON BY THREE MEN NEAR THE
FIFIY-FIRST NrREET BRIDGE

Mim, and the Otihors Mab Him
His Waich and Diamon Laft
Meanied and Veleeless in the Gntter,

The Rov. John Owen Bache, rector of
Girneo Church, Harlem, enterod n Madison ave-
nun enr at the Clty 1inll yestorday aftarnoon
to go to liis home at 131 East Fifty-second
stroot,  Te lefv the oar at Fifty-second
streat about 8's o'clock. He walked Inisurely
enstward along  Fifty-socond strest toward
hin  houss, He turned down Fourth
nvenus  to  erosa  the bridge over the
milroad track at Filty-firat stroot, He crossod
the bridee anid entorod Fifty.Nrst atrest sast
of Fourth nvenue, Just na he passed the eor-
nor. he anys, he was graspad ahout the neck
by some one from behind. Iis head was thrown
back vialently, and ho was choked ro that he
eonld mnke no outery,

At the same time two men appoared In front
ol him. They selzod him, and one of them tore
open his walstcoat and took from lts inner
pockot $300. Thae other took from his waisicont
pocket his gold wateh, yalund at #3250, and
robbed him aleo of a dinmond breastolo valued
at #3350, and a diamond searfpin worth $200.

Whila this was going on Mr. Bache struggled
to relonss himself. lo the struggle ho was
dengied neross the streot aml was knocked
down. His hin wns wronchad sothat he could
not rins for somn lim-i.l afterward, The men
ran across the bridgs thnt he had just passed
over and disapoenrad,

Im. Hntried 1o speak, but was still unable to
aan, He made with his arms the Masonic

grand_hnaillng slgn of distress, The man was
not A Masan and Tailo® 1o understand him. He

Mr. Dache limpod toward the bridege that he
had_ just ernssed. At the bridge he met a col-
ared man, to whom he muanaged 1o whisper
that e had been robbed, and ho asked the col-
ared man to ory *° Stop thisf1"  As he wns nay-

man." Mr, Bacho was then able to tall tham
who he waeg and whiat had bofallan him.

When he renched il home ho was sxhausted,
Ha suffered from great nervous excliemont
and considerable pain, He was put to bed nt
onen, nnd two physicians were summonod.
They eamo spee |I|y and remained in nttend-
ance upon him untll 104 o'cloek. By that time
