tion of justiee would reslly be promoted by a
more dignitied bouring on the part of many
of the Tulges in oue courta of original jurls-
diction.  Even in the eves of the least ex-
neting Htigonts, o Julge who comes into
court.  with o rush,  elaps o put hat
down on the bench, aml beging to eall
tho eanlemdne with the voles of a Hiemnn
belonglog to the old Volunteor Plee Depurt-
moent doos: nob seom quite the gort of man
who ought to be presiding over o teinl, no
mutter how good hy may by in fnet. The
plalpest eltizens ned mest Quaker-like pro-
for that sute attention shoubd be pald to
manper in the conduct of Judivial preoeosd-
ings, nnid of late thoro lins beom o quiet
It sincere and widesprend reaction of sentis
tont o Lhe members of Che b, I tids
part of tho State at least, agninst the some-
what too rougli-and-ready style of doing
business in many of the courts.
Now, the Court of Appeals is and onght to
bo our model Lreibunal,  Lowvers and Tudges
ghould be able to look up to it not only to
lenrn what the Inw is, but as an examplo of
judieinl deportment.  An inereasa of for-
muality thera at this time might, it seems to
ug, elfect considorable good in /lgnifying to
other courts the feelitg we have meationed
in fuvor of o Httle more regard fur ceremony
by our Judges gencerally.

American Catholic Rishops nt Rowme.

beforehand any vigorous progonnnne ;. but
whiil oncmost matters the coutel will enjoy
