This would be very well imdeed, I that
committee were expressly orngamsed (o the

Interest of froe trade opluions, and for the
purposa of bringing aboul the transformn-
tion of the tarill on o striet rovenue basls,

If the Wayes and Means committee coulil
be composed entirely of freo traders, aud
if, In making their tacil® bill, they would
do thelr best Lo bring it as nearly as possible
to the free trade line; and if the House
of Representatives would adopt that bill s
that it might go to the Scoate and be re-
Jected there; and then if the Demoorntic
National Conventlon would adopt it in thely
platform. so that the lssue of froo trade
rud protection could be brought squarely
before the people and voted upon lu the
Presidential election of 1834, there wouldl be
this good In {t, that the question would be
settled for twenty-five years at least, naud
then the Democrntic party might  onee
more attond to its duty of reforming tho
Government anid restoring the principles of
JEFFERSON to thelr proper place as tho
eentre and well-spring of our polity.

Of course everybody understands  thint
such n measure would be sttended by the
overthrow of the Domocracy In the election
of 1884; and it may well bo doubted whethoer
the procecdings of the party have not al-
rendy been earrled so far by the enthusiag-
tic and passionate npostles of free tewde,
such as Mr., Warrerson, Mr. MoRnisos,
Mr, Huwp, Mr. Mmus, and, to a
cerlain  extont, Mr., Canrnisne  himself,
that it {8 nlready Impossiblo to provent
a result so crushing and so calamitous;
