Originally court wna
held by the Recorder of the elty, who wonrs
tho oldest judietnl title In tho United Siates,
nnd several of the Aldermen, who took turns in
occupying the much-coveted sonts on the
boneh,  The court lind both. eivil and erlminnl
jurisdietion of the widest soope.  Tts sesslons
Legan at 8 o'clock A M., ool order was nre-
