The Immigrants were quickly hustled
away from plnces near the stoves hy
the small army of tramps, who, after

IN AND OUT OF WALL STRERT,

The past week (n Wall streot was ono of
{nterviows and disappolntments,  With the
beginning of the new yeur, and the large Jdis-
bursemonts of money for dividends and intor.
o8, A bottar feoling ansemed to have set In, nnid
old-fashioned Investors' faces bogan now and
then to be seen In the nelghborhood of the
Hub-Troeasury and Trinlty Chureh. Jay Gould
showed & declded disposition to put prices up,
rofnforced his staff of brokers by angnging the
sarvions of two ex-stars of manipuintion, and
wont boldly to work buying all the Union Pacl-
fie that was offared, and sustaining the genernl
market by bidding up two or three other
apocinltien, Cautlous benrs conn/dered the
movemenl earnest enough to begin to cover,
and (I but fow outsidars bought anything for
Isgltimate investmoent, thore was unguestion
Ably & groat denl of speculative buying, both
for short and long account, nmong the Noom
tendern, If it bad not bean for the sudden
oollapse of the West Shore, tho North Tiver
Construetion, and the Ontario and Westorn
soneerns, ths market wonld probabably have
improved materially, and Mr. Gould would
have como out once more vietorlous, Dut ey
don't play " ifs" In Wall strest. Tho collajise
of the above named securitios came ns a thiun-
derbolt, and tho sustalning campalgn of Mr,
Gould proved a fallure. The result was as soad
a disappolntmant to the boars, who bogan Lo
eavor, as to the bulls, who rushed to buy for an
advance.

Tpon becoming convinecod that thera was no
uso trylng to revive the Wall stroot corpse, Mr,
Gould seems to have lost his hond and beusn to
tnlk. Almost every day brought out an inter-
view with him In one paper or anothor. Now,
i1 a man like him begins to talk it Is invarinbly
anlgn of wankneas on his part. He nover says
a word when he has anything to say. Ho talks
only when he Is powerless to net. It is
well known that fnanclers and rallrond
maoagnates hate the press, and have ro-
coursn Lo It only in criremis, Even out of men
like Mr, Honry Villard and Mr. Horace White,
who nro thomuselves old reporters, & newspaper
man eonld no mora get a word than he enuld
ket blood outof s stons till they both came to
griof. The moment the so-called bl men
bewin to talk, look out; thare must be some-
thing wrong, The law in thiscane s genoral,
Evory one of the so-called blg mou hutes the
pross almost ns much as Bismarck doos, lut
overy ono of them Is anxious to uae it when ho
is driven to the wall—llke Bismarck ngalo, who
always eaid ho would like to sea overy news-
paper wiped out of existones, and who con-
stantly wroto and dictated editorinls when be
hoped to gain his polnt by It

Tho only exception In this ense Is Mr. W, 11,
Vanderbiit. He likes to talk to the newspaper
roportars almost as much as he doos 1o his
lioreoy frionds on the road. It seomd to bon
kindof byglenle measure with him. It glveos
him an opportunity to air his elogantly cone
colvod [dons, TTa loves to dwell upon the fuet
thiat e has ronchiod tho arme of hentitude, and
cures not astrinw about any other helng In ex-
istenes, He connot find names strong enough
to enll paople by, and every froah intoeview
brands somae men with s new, refined, and gon-
tlomanly appallntion,

From thes fullure of Mr, Gould to turn the
nataral tide of the markot originated the Wall
stroot rumor that he was badly hurt, and that
ho doos not know how 10 stave off the dunger
that banking Institutions will eall In somw of
tholr loans to bim, Talking upon this subjeet,
Rignor Morosinl sald, on Saturiday: " Al this
talk (s abaurd. Nobody knows Mr, Gould's po-
altlon nnd resourcss better than 1 do, and I ean
assure you that bo is better off than ever, He
hns loss stocks than he ever had, and whiatever
lie hons I8 paid for. Whenever e hbands mo a
packmge and soys, *Morosini, put It in the
vault,' I know It is o new Lot of securities which
will nover ses daylight agaln till they show o
blg profit, No one has any iden of the Im-
mense wealth of this man. His income [k per-
feetly fabulous, and it {8 eonstantly accumu-
Inting, He doos not apend anything st all, and
the interest and divideads constantly hoaped
up go into fresl investmonts, The idea that
Mr. Gould Is spoculating as he did formerly is
utleriy erronsous. He goes (nto the market
nowadays only when ho wants to buy some-
thing at n chenp price or to soll nt a high
price somoething which he has got In the vaulr,
and which shows hlm a good profit.”

The crippling process in Wall street al-
though slow, las heen  remarkably  eon-
plete,  First of all the flececed lnmbs departed
for parts unknown, Then the more prominsnt
men began to suffer. Villaed, Pullisan, Poriaer,
D, O, Mills, and other wonlthy and fofueutial
operntors were mors or less hurt, il the name
of Tay Gonld himself, ns wo huve sean, begin
tabo mentloned, One man alono wesms to
have o monopaly of goold luek. Insplte of the
fuet that o has been Intimately associnted
with ut lenst elght enterprises, all of which
have proved to be dond fallures, his name lins
not yot boen mentionsd among the sufforers.
This mae s Mr. C, F, Woerlshofer, and the
wonder Is who has lost the money in the fol-
lowing stocks nnd bonds, of which ho hns bopn
the leading spirit:
