WasnisaToN, Feb, 12, Thire wns n lvely
time In the Henats to-day over a W wileh Mr,
Yoorhees by unanimous consent was allowed
fo Introdaaes out of the rogular arder, prolfbit-
ing oMears and employeos of the Governimont
fromY contributiog money for politiesl purs
porposes, Mr, Yoorlieos sald it had become
actorlous that, notwithstanding the presont
aw on tho sulyect of politicnl assessmoenta,
elerks and othors In Governmont employ wuro
bolng compolled, undor the device of voluntary
eontributions, Lo glve nwny money which they
noodad for the support ol thelr fmilies, This
bill, ho sald, made It o panal offence for any
person In Governmaent employ to contribute
monoy for politieal purposes, By thus mpos-
fng o ponalty, not only on hita who recelves,
but, as well, on hlm who gives, this thiug could
bo stoppod, and 1t esuld not ba stoppsd (n any
othor way, Ninety-nine out of every hundrod
elorka wonld be glad to bo armod with this
provision of law. Mr, Voorhees diseladmed any
partiunn intont, He had heard much nbont
eivil sorvice reform, but he wished wo hind o
return of the old fashion, when the man who
uind monoy in olections would lose his rank in
porctely and Mis elnco among honest men, just
a8 a horse thiof would,

Mr. Hawley contended that 1t would not do
to sny n man should not contribute anything to
a politienl party of his own froo will, and n lnw
making such a declaration, and providing a
penalty for auch un net, wonld be not only
utterly useless In o freo country. but it would
bon blow nimed ot the eommonost rights of
mankind, Dy the law as Itetands a Govern-
mont oMoer {8 probilbited rom golng into any
Government office to colloct money for politl-
eal purpeses, I'he measura proposod was a
moat oxteaordinary and unjustifnbls one, and
wa ought to be ashamed to place such ninw
upon our statute vooks agninst tho freedom of
aution of Amuriean citizens. For himself, Mr,
Hawley clnimed the right to glve his own
money to any proper politieal purpose, Bomo
gentlomen secmed to supposge thinl evarvthing
politlénl wos dishonorable, whoreas politics,
next to tha servies of God, wins the most hon-
orable work in which s man conld be ongnged,

sesgors. appoipted by the Governor and ean-
