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Not Bo Fast.

Our valued coatemporary, the Albany
Yimes, always an opponent of Mr. TrLDRx,
is, of course, decldediy hostile to the idea of
teadering him the Demooratic nomination.
Tae Bux, heving brought forward this
proposition, s maturally ascoused of
inconslstency in making It, and we
are told that we should “recall and
reprint the oft-repeated statoment that mo
power on earth could Induce Mr. TILDEN to
run again. If that statement wastrue,” con-
tinues the Albany Times, “ It Is not patriotio
on the part of Mr. TILDEN to poso as A& can-
didate now; mor ls It wise polloy lor the
Demooratic party to consider him as such.”

Mr. TinorNx does not poss as & candidate.
He seoks for nothing, and ssks nothing at
the hands of the Demoeracy. There I8 no
honor that it has to confer which can add
anything to his substantial renown. He has
gone the round of public life and distinetion,
and to ba nominated or elected to the Presl-
dency in 1884 could add nothing to his fame.
No word bas evor escaped his lips, no written
line has ever come from his pen, no intima-
tion or suggestion has ever fallen from bhim,
which looks toward wikhlng for such a noml-
pation or being willlng to accept It. On the
countrary, every utterance of his has been in
the nature of refusal, of diglnolination, of
liaving petformed all the sorvice that should
be réquired of A man, and of bolng now fully
entitlad to peace, to leleurs, to repose.

But the public feeling will not have it so.
The sentiment expressed by the Albany
Times Is the sentiment of a very small
minpority of the Democratic party. The great
masé turn toward Mr. TrLomx with admira-
tlon, with gratitude, and with an Inextin-
gulshable sense of justice to bo done, They
inaist that, without seeking to know before-
Hand whether he ean acoept the nomination
or whether he will accept it, it shall be ten-
dered to him without conditions, as atestimo-
glal of the estesm and the appreciation of
the Democratic masses,

Will he nccept it? This Is the question
that le naked. In answer to it we have noth-
ing to add to our former words; but as to the
policy of the matter we have no doubt what-
ever. There are millions of voters In this
country who will not be satisfled otherwise.

The Assembly and the Forests.

Mr. BoynToN's su-called blll for the preser-
vation of the Adirondack foresta ocoupled
the attention of the Asscmbly in Committee
of the Whols on Thursday. Tho spirit man-
{tested upon that occasion in the House was
certainly not favorable to any leglalation
looking seriously to the protection of the
forests. Groat oppoeltion was developed In
those quarters whero opposition haa slways
beon expected against auy Adirondack lagls-
Iation whatever. To Mr. Bo¥nTON certainly
vory great admiration is duo for the skilful
manner in which he succeeded in carrying
his polnt; he {8 n tacticlan of abllity and
much cunning. His object has been for
months, as we have already polnted out, to
prevent the adoption ot any measure lntend-
ed toin any way interfere with the northern
Iandowners and lumbermen.

To do thls, and at the same time sllence
tho unreasonable and olamorous talk of
short-sighted persons who seemed to be-
llevethat the preservationof the Erie Oanal
or the Iludson River was of more lmpor-
tance to the State thau the personal pros-
perity of a few log cuttera, Mr. Boyxtox,
as Chalrmaon of tho Committee on Publle
Lauds, propared and iutroduved Into the
Houso a bill full of decaptiva gencralities
and entirely worthless wo fur as It might in
any posslble way affeet the forests of north-
orn Now York. This bill belng undar disgus-
elon in the House, Mr, BoysTox proosedod
tb offcr, with a sevenity and serlousnesa of
visage which does him credit, a serles of
amoendments. Thls opensd the way for tho
{ntroduction of other amendments; these
appeared from all quarters, every member
representing any portivn of the proposed
reservation insisting that the locality in
which e was speclally loterested should
be exempted from the workings of the
bill. After this had been going on for some
time, aud the foreat resorvation, as originally
propossd, bhad been cut down to something
like one squarm mile in extent, Mr, BoYNTON,
the opporlune mument having wrrived, pro-
duoed another bill from his pockat, which ha

offered ns an amendmoent to his own bill, It
1% oeedless to way that this new bill permits,
and this (s all of it, the sale of & lavge part of
the lauds now owned by the State in the
Adlpondack roglon, s measure Mr, HBoysToN
and his frlends have bean trying to accom-
plish for some time.

The scones which spsctators witnessad In
the Assembly chamber while these differ-
&bl measures wore under consideration were
not altogether agresabls or conducive of con-
fidencn or unbounded delight in the work-
ings of popular government. The Moor of
ths Houso was packed withy lymbermen wod
lobhyisty. A prominent lobbylst oceupled a
seat by the wide of the Clerk of ths Houso;
the Black Horse Cavalry were mustared
in foree, and chintged madly and recklessly
al the word of command. At one time utter
ocoufusion seomal inevitable; s hundred men
wore shuuting, the lobby seemod about to
take eutire pussession of the floor of the
Holise, aned it roquired all the eloquence and
vigur of thebrilllaut voung Republican mems
ber from this city, Mr. Hovag, to bring the
Assombly to Its senses. The matter was
flnally laid over untll to-day for further con-
sideration In Committeo of the Whole,

his friends, and Just what can be ezpeched of
them. The meaning of thelr sham meagures
and false promisns has now peen dlear,
and no further time need bo wastoed by any
one |n trying to barmonize the views of these
men. Thoy are entirely harmonlous already.
They waot to prevent any and every Inter-
ference with the North Woods, and the only
difference belwesn them and Mr, LiTrie-
Joux of Oswego and other lumbermen is
that they have been trylag to cover up thalr
tracks by a lot of specious talk about forest
presdrvation, while the lattar comeout boldly
and say they don't want foresi preservation;
that they want to destroy just as much forest
as they can; and thatall the talk about rivers
drying up Is bosh. This Ia, at least, plain and
manly talk; and Mr. LiTruesonNy showed
bimsell in this debate & manly and ple-
turesque persom, with rhelorical ability of
the loudest order.

This debate at Albany, in spite of the op-
pusition to forest preservation which It made
publio, was' not, then, without ita value, and
2 will probably be found that in the end,
while It muy postpous action, it did more
good than harm to the forest causs. It has
shown who are the friends and who are the
enemiss of the movement. 1t has proved be-
yond & questiva what we have Inalsted on
from the firsl, that pothlng but opposition
could be expected from the morth ocountles,
or from the men cngaged in cutting these
foreata and thelr leglsiative ropresentatives,
nothing but aotive, determined, and well-
organized oppoaltion,

It has shown, too, to the friends of the
movement, that If they expect sucoess
thoy must oppose orgsnisation and ao-
tivity by orgunization and sctivity on
their side; and that something more than
enthusinsm and patriotism is necessary to
overcome the thoroughly organized and
equippad lobby which now does the bidding
at Albany of the northern woodsmen,

The feeling of the publio throughout the
State s Iargely in favor of preserviug the
Adiropdack foresta, There ocan be no quos-
tion abous this; the press of the Stato clearly
snough shows what the publio opinlon is
upon this subject; but this feeling nceds to
be organized and brought to bear with all its
foree upon ths Loglalatura If It {4 to be made
really potent and effective. Thero 18 a
groat deal of work still to be done before the
foreats aresaved, but it is work whichis worth
dolog, Itis honorable and patriotic work,
and the men who do such work deserve well
of the Btats, And they will be successful,
The free use of money, skill ia political tav-
tics, and self-interest will perhapa for s time
be able to prevent legislation and postpone
the time when the Btate will carefully pre-
serve the North Woods from Injury; but it
will not be #o forever.
Every day the great body of the people of
the States are learning more and more to ap-
proclate the Importance of these foresta to
thelr welfare, and to more fully upderstand
the necessity of preventing their destruoc-
tion. The movement to save them has
made great and remarkable progress during
the last fow months, and it ls now evident
that some sensible measure looking to the
ostablishment of a great forest reservation in
northern New York must eventually be adopt-
od, All that is neccasary to secure a speody
and saslsfactory solution of this queation will
be the exhibition of & few more spectacles
such aa the Assembly on Thursday alforded
to the long-suffering and pationt people of
this State. Weo certalnly hope that the de-
bate which will b held to-day upon this sub-
Jeot will be as dignified, plsturesque, and
amusing as that of last week.

Begging Congresa for Cannen.
Up to the 1st day of March nearly fifty
bllls for the distribution of condemned can-
non had been Introduced into Congresas since
the beginning of the seeslou.
The candidates were towns, Grand Army
posts, cemotery assoclations, and In some
cascs military companies, who want fleld
plecea to drill with, There were applications
from Belfast and Waterville, Me.; Cavendish,
Brattleboro, Rutland, and 8t, Johnabury, Vt.;
Chicopes, Lynn, Barre, and Boxford, Mass. ;
Killingly, Coon.; Chautauqua, Cornwall,
Ellicottvllle, Schenectady, and Saratoga, N.
Y.; Beaver county, Greece City, Reading,
Scranton, and Allegheny county, Pa.; Cres-
ton, Deflance, Cincinnatl, Jeromevllle, New-
market, Jamestown, Nashville, Hicksville,
Archbald, Mechanlesburg, Wauxon, Wooster,
aud Willlamsburg, 0.; Aurors, Attica, Crown
Point, Lowell, Ross Lawn, and Hammoml,
Ind,; Canton and Moline, 11l.; Bagley and
Chelsea, Mich.; Dubuque, In.; Baxter Springs
and Leavenworth, Kan, Thus the range of
these proposed free distributions of Gov-
ernmont property Is very wide, with Ohlo
leanding all other loealities,
Nearly avery blll glving cannon also mdds
nu equal or greater number of eannon balls
to go with them. Some bills specify Na-
puleons for distribution, while others assign
howitzors or mortars, and In some casés gun
carriages are to be provided, Bome petition-
ers (ealre bronze caunon, and a bill for the
erection of Gen. LYTLE'S sthtus asks eight
ol thesa, One memorisl hall wanta four
oannon, four mortars, and a Lundred shot
aud shell. The most alry propositivn s
perhaps that of an army post, which for
decorative purposes would liks 235 artifles,
Includ|ng howitzers, rifles, carbines, cut-
Insses, sabrea, kuapsacks, hinversacks, can-
teens, drums, bugles, tents, fags, aud
guldons. A very few mnodest applicants for
canoon will bo satisfied with & palr; others
want elght or ten; but tho usual and average
number asked for Is four,

It must bo & blow to some of these pet!-
tioners to loarn, through the report of Gon,
BeNET, communicated to tho Senate by Mr,
LiINcoLY, that, so lavish have been former
distributions, there are now avallable only
67 condemned fron fleld guns, while 104 had
been already appropriated befors any of the
pending bills wore Introducal. Hence, even
to deliver the guns promised under existing
ncta of Congress, the Chlef of, Ordnance
would bave to obligingly condemn perfoctly
good guns. His concluslon s inevitable :

“Judging from the kind of gans thus tar required by
the organizations applying for them, it may be staled
thiat the supply of gune for such purposes in practically
sxhansted."

But will this report and the resultiog ad-
verse action of the Senate upon all the new
bills end this importunity ¥ Notatall, As
long ago as when Gen, BURNMIDR was in the
Senate a report almost equivaléut to Gen,
Bexgr's present one was made, but the de-
mands for cannon went on preclsely the
same. To obtain free half a dozen tons of
bronge for a statue and padestal, or & set of
handsome [ron guns for ornaments of a hall
or cemetery, will always be consldered de-
sirable. Besides, the 07 canpon spoken of by
(Gon. BENET are really not the only pleces at
tdsposal. Theee welgh at most not over
1,740 pounds each, but there are nine times as
many that weigh from 2,614 to 15,059 each, of
which be remarks:

Garficld Knew.

One very Interesting fact appesared in the
testimony heard on Saturday by the BPRING-
ER committes. When the tabulated sume
mary of the expedited Star routes, showing
just whero the plunder went, was exhibited to
Gen, OARPIELD at the White House, hs ex-
pressed surprise. It was in April or May,
1881, that Gen. GAnFIELD was astonishod by
tha revelation of Dorser’s wickedness. Yot
that same tabulated statement had been
seen and oxamined by Gen, GARFIRLD A year
eariler, whilo he was still & member of the
Housa of Representatives and before his
election as President.

It seems, then, that Gen, GARFIELD know
all about Donsex's wickedness when ho was
leanlng on Domsry for support during the
canvass of 1880, when he was looking to Don-
sEY for help in closlng the Lreach botween
the two wings of the party, and when he was
turning to Douary for advice as to the make-
up of his Cabinet.

The late President was already In the pos-
soaslon of thoe facts about the Star route
plander when he telegraphed from Mentor to
DorsgyY, at Cleveland, in SBeptember, 1880 :

“Callon me whenaver you can withouwt Interfering
with your eampaign work."

He had already seen and studied the table
of the ninety-three expedited routes when he
wrote, later o the same month :

"1 rely gresily on your ealm equipoiss, which has
shown itself 8o often and 80 wall hithertn."

GARPIZLD already knew the exact extent
of the operations of the DoRseyY combination
when he wrote to the Senator in October,
1880, just after the Indinna election:

"1 eapecially eongratulate you upon your mesterful

' uf the palgn, and the thorcughhess
with which you havse waltched all ths detalls and inel:
dents of the ight. Lat me connsal you to take some
mueh-noeded rest sl save yourself for the final strug.
#la soon to come on, Weshall need all our powers during
the Inst two weesks of the contest: but just now go 1o
bed and sleep two or thres days, and when you are
saMeolently rested coms here and make ine a visit, o,
better still, come herv and slecp. Hwaim jolts e in
Kindest regards"

GARFIELD nlready had read In cold figures
tho story of the Star route plunder when he
wrute to SBenator Donsey :

*1 want you o khow how abeolutely I raly on your
earnest deaire o do the hest for the cause, and how
enger I am to ald rour efforts.”

He koew all about the expedited routes
when he wrote, In January, 1881, regrotting
that he eould not attend the DorsEY bangquat
at DEnMoxIco's:

“Dean Sawavon: 1 am glad you ars tn be eampliment-
e by such gentlemen. 1 wish It were possibie for me to
be preassnt, but I cannotl.™

Finnlly, when GanrFrenp and Dorsey
parted company on March B, 1881, with ox-
pressions ‘of mutunl esteem, the President
was not less well inforined on the subject of
DorseEY's connection with the Star route
business than be was o fow weeka later when
ho announced his herole resolve to probe the
uleer to the bottum. The parting was on the
morning of the day when the namea of the
new Cabinet were sent to the Sennte. The
Incldent has been described by Donsey hime
self, He had becn advising GABRPIELD not
to nominate JaMEs and MACVEAGH:

““Ganeral,’ | aald to him, ‘is there no way to prevent
this mistake—a mistake that I know will wreek you *

e gveve, he sald, and the honest, kindly heart beat, 1
know, with emotion="ESrere, my mind is mode up, 1've
wot to do it. 1 wouldn't hurt'your feslings for the world,
but I mast. T eannot help uwiyself."

“There was something in hlsgrearied face that tonehed
ne, and § ssid, patting bl on back: 'doahead, pid
man. I know you belleve you right. Gows bless
and yotr work.' ™ ¢

There Is one man llving who, In all prob-
abllity, could go upon the staud and give to
the SPRINGER committee the secret of the
Star route prosecutions. He wasn member
of GARFIRLD'S Cabinet, but he was not Post-
master-Gencral por Attorney-General. Nor
Is he likely to present himself before the
committee In order to communicate the In-
formation which he possesses.

The numbar of peopla who think that they
have only to go there with u few hundreds to
cotae out in four yrars with hundreds of
thousawda, I8 still largs, though 1t has been
much reducsd by the harsh experienves of
ignorant and gulllble stock spaculators dur-
ing the very period uf which this broker
apoaks. One after another the simple have
been cleaned out, or have retired from the
street with losses which bave probably so-
bered thom for life.

The loug period of stock depression has,
Indeed, hail its compensating advantages,
for It has taught many men the folly and
the absurdity of trying to get rich at s busl-
ness Lthey kuew nothing about—a business
which s tho moat difloult and daogorous
Into which a man can enter, Morchants and
manufacturers, farmers, lawyers, physiclans,
and even clergymen all over the Unlon have
deluded thomsalves with the notion that they
could contend In stock speculation with the
shrewd experts of Wall street, Falr profits
and small savings scemed contemptible to
them. They wanted to turn hundreds into
thousands and thuussuds Into millions by a
fow vpurations through a broker,

It was a manin whioh was wideapread and
most domoralizing, and it could ouly be
chacked by such bitter experlences as stook
speculators of the Ignorant sort have been
golng through durlpg the last two years.
They have almost unlformly * lost thelr
money, sod consequently have abandoned
Wall street with sore and troubled hearts;
and the dlsasters have been so general that
they have not yet been replaced.

Perhaps they have now learned to stick to
the business they know something about.
But the publieation of such » story aa that
we have quoted may tend to bring Io new
fools, and |t seems to have boen started for
that purpose.

ALLINUN OF IUWA.

Flaw hin Own Timiity Rope-SieGw of
Garfleld's Cabliet,

WasnrxaroN, March 8.—Alllson a candi-
date for President! Why, even if he should
receive the nomination ha could never make
up his mind to accept It. He ean’t help trim-
ming, even in the fairest and steadiest wind,
He will play a double game with his friends
in order to galn an advantnge, and when
the advantnge s gnined he will play & double
game with himsell, und loss It

Mr, Allison went to Mantor im the wintar of
1880-'81, ostennibly to urge the appolntment of
his present collongue, James F. Wilson, an-
other Credit Moblller stateaman, as SBecretary
of the Interlor. He returned to Washington
with his own commission na Becretary of the
Tressury virtually assured to him. There had
been rumors to the afMoot that he could have the
appointmoent, and It wns known to be Blaine's
wish thiut hia should roocolve it,

Wilson is a positive and resolute man nnd
Allison is a healtating and uncertaln polls
tielnn, although filled with ambition. Wheon
tha lutter reported to Wilson the result of his
mission to Mentor, Wilaon remarked, with some
bitterness: ' Well, that excludes you from the
Cabinat nlso.”

In the early stage of the contest between
Conkling and Gnrfiseld, Alllson acted asa sort of
Intormediary to preserve the peace and to
bring togethar elemants that were geiting
furthor apart every day. His diplomacy waa
neither succesaful nor plensing, In fact, he
becume Involved, a8 meddlers often do
who attempt to plany a double part. Con-
soauently, Alllson found hlmsslf in an un-
comfortable position between Wilson, who
suspacted  his I.n;'ult!l. and (:nnklinﬁn who

To vam Eprron oP Tum Box—8ir: For
several montha the Westerna Demoerats have
wvehemently sssertad that asufMclent aumber
of Republicans who live bayond the Misalsalppl
River would vote for the Demoeratio Presiden-
tiul slastors, if the party platform contalned &
Sriff for revenue plank, to make the Biates ly-
Ing beyond that stream exceedingly doubtful.

They de-
ridnd the assertions, mado by men equally as
well I not better Informed than themsalves,
that the defloction from the Republican ranks
was not permanent; that it had nothing to do
with the tariff; that it was simply an expres-
slon of the peopla's resolute intention to pro-
ours the abolition of unwise laws that inter-
fared with thelr personal liberty of motion, or
to prevent the adoption of similar laws In
Btates not yet afilcted with them.

Confdently the Western frees traders assertad
that if Xew York were lost to the Democruts by
the adoption of free trade In the Democratio
Natlonal Conventlon, suffislent electoral votes
could be gained In the West to sounterbalance
tho loss.

But belng
tired and out of sorts she put the matter off
from week to weok. Moanwhile Molssonler
beenme more pressing, and fnslly Mrs,
Mackny went through the fatiguing wvrocess
of sitting to the most nervous and enxpriclous of
moderh painters.
