SATURDAY,
YIRGINIA'S MINE DISASTER

THE MOUNTAIN CRACKED BT THE
FURCE UF THE RXPLOSIUN,

Ose Mawdred ssd FiNny.fewr Lives Lost—
The Mine on Fire and the Chnrnel Honse
te be Souled Up to Smother the Flames

PooaroRTAS, Vi, March 14.—The mines of
the Southwest Virginia Improvement Com-
pany, In which the dreadful disaster ocourred
yesterday morning, are still on fire, nod the
only means of subduing the flames {a to close
anid senl np the mines. This is now belng
done, nnd they will remain closed for probably
two weeks, None of the bodies of the miners
has boen rocovered, The night superin-
tondent who had the books econtalning the
namas of the men is among the killed. Two-
thirds of the men were white. and more than
fitty hnd familles, They loave about ninety-
savon widows and orphans. The actual num-
ber killed is 154, of whom fifty wors negroos,
forty Hungurians, and the remainder Germans
and natives, Toen mules were also killed. <

The night rellef went into the mines at the
usual hour on Wednesdny night, A little after
midolght the town was startied from its sleap
by unolse that sounded like the rumbling of
au earthquake, followod by & olap of thunder,
