We have no hottar eitizons than the honest
mon who do s hard day's work overy day in
the year and respect the rights of others
while lusisting on their own. 1o view of thoe
fact that more than 160,000 votes were rast
in this elty at the Inst slectlon, we find no
evidenco that any considorable proportion of
theso citizons hold themselves aloof from
polities,

Wa suspoct, however, that when Mrp,
THEODORE ROOSEVELT talks about our ** boat
cltlzons ' he means people who are wealthy
cr comparatively conspicuons in the world,
The term s n misnomer, but his Inaceuracy
in the use of language Is woll known, A
Harvard graduate, not four years out of
college, who will write *“ Ju this conmoction”
I8 Inourable and hopelees,

But It s not true that cltizens of tho kind
the committee thus mean, hold themselves
aloof from polltiea at tho prosent day, Is
not BersosT In Congress, and diil not AsToR
try to got In? Is not Jows Jay In oflee
undor the State Govornment ¥ Has not Ep-
wanp Coorrn been Mayor of New York, and
I8 nol Brra Low Mayor of Brooklyn? Thoe
tact Is that the more Intolligont, honeat, anil
public-spirited rich men in the community
havenever had greater opportunities or en-
Joyed maore influencn In politics than now.

Some of them will do well to tako notloo,
however, that evon a rich young man fn
polities inny lose hia influenes when ho be-
ins to act like a tyraut or talk like a fool,

The Lumbor on the Paclfic Const,

The fact that the ropresoutatives of Cali-
fornia In Congress should have been able to
entor a protest o the name of thelr constitu-
ents agalost the repeal of the duty upou
lumbor 18 a further iudieation of the Igno-
ranoo which pervades the pubile mind In re-
gard Lo the nature of the North Amerlcan
forests—lgnorance which is all the more
remarkable in view of the ceonomio relation
of those forests, direet and Indirect, to the
prospority and growth of the natlon.

There Is a sentlment In California, which
has beon growlng strong durlng the last two
or threa years, that the State should not
make the mistake which has so often been
made In older countries, of destroying the
forests unnecessarily, or at least suoh por-
tlons of them as seom Indispensable, owlng
to the pocullnr topography of the Paclfic
ooast rogion, to provent floods and keep up a
sufficlent body of water In the rivers to nmet
all requiroments for purposes of irrigation of
a much larger population than yot occuples
the California valleys.

This opiolon has been geperally and em-
phatically expressod by the press of the
State, and It soems entirely within the bounds
of probahllity that this protest agsinst free
lumber has boen organized by the small
group of rich and Influentlal dealors Io lum-
ber, reelding In Ban Fraoclseo, who eontrol
the manufacture of lumber along the shores
of Pugeol Suund and the Oregon coast. They
are specinlly interosted in securing the reton-
tion of this duty upon lumber, because it en-
ables them to regulate both the production
and the prico of Jumber of a cortaln class
through an assoclation of manufacturers
sufliciontly strong to stop production when-
ever it apprars for their interest to do so.
This little group of San Franclsco dealers
aro lotereated In retalnlug this duty. No one
olss, howover, living on the Paciflo coast,
and especially no one in California, wants 1t
retained, for tho reason that no other citl-
zens of that community derive the slightest
benefit from such a duty, which in that
country nocdiessly Increasns to the con-
sumer the cost of n cortain kind of lumber
largely used for varlous purposos.

The duty upon lumber, so far as the Paclfle
ooast 18 concerned, affeots only the yellow or
red fir of Britlsh Columbin. The tree which
produces this lumber is pecullar to the Pa-
clfio forcsts of North Ameriea. It forms
great forests along the const of British Co-
lumbla for a consldorable distance north of
Lhe boundary of the United Btates; It is the
most common and the most valuablo timber
troe of ths reglon adjscent to Puget Sound
and through the Oregon coast ranges, Yuol-
low fir lumber can be manufuctured as
cheaply at Burrard's Inlot and othor points
north of tho boundary as It canon Puget
BSound or Cooe Bay, This Ia the whole secret
of the movement agalnst freo lumber on the
Proifio comst,

The manufacturers of yellow fir wish to
continue thelr great monopoly at the ex-
pense of the consumers and of the forests of
the Northwest conat. The lumber Industry
of Californin is not affected by this duty one
way or the other, The tress which supply
Calfornia with tho largest part of ita lnmber
are nowhers found bevond the Hinits of the
United Btates; while the yollow fir of Brit-
ish Columbla, although not at all rare inCall-
fornla, doas not form there great continu-
ous forosts, and ylelds bardly an appreci-
able poercentage of the lumbsr manufac-
tured In tha! State. Apart from the yellow
fir, the redwood of tho California coast, the

_ Sugnr pine of the Bierra Nevada Mountains,
the tide-land spruee, and the Polat Oxford
corinr of the Oregon coast aro the timber

Lrecs of western North America. All of these

trees, with the exoeption of the spruoces, not

reglon of the United States. These trees all
produce clear, easlly worked lumber, swasl
lent for all genoral bullding purposes, and
bearing very much the same relation to pel-
low fir as our Eastorn white pine besra
to the yellow pine of the Bouthern
Btates. There s no competition between
redwood and sugar pine, the really valua-
ble lumber of Callfornls, and the yellow fir,
and there cannot. be, bocause they are used
for entirely difforent purposes. Thoe pro-
ducers of Californla lumber need feel no
saxiety, therofore, about the result which
the romoval of thisduty will have upon tholr
business; they will not find it lees profitable
to manufacture sugar pine and rodwood
without a protective duty, beonuse, like the
manufacturers of pine inthe Bouthern Biates,
they aro not affeoted by this duty one way
or the other. On the other band, all con-
sumors of coarso lumber in tho Pacific Btates
will bo greatly benefited. The monopoly of
tho Puget Sound manufacturers will be
bioken, and the Oregon and California mar-
kets will get the advantage of Britiah co
netitlon. *

There are, morcover, o’her and more
woeighty reasons which make It desira-
ble, 8o fur as the forests of tho Pacllle
const are conenrned, that lumber should be
placod upon the fros llst. The regions about
Puget Bound nnd the const rangoes of Wash-
ington Torritory and Oregon are covered
with ths greatest body of Himber koown In
the world, Thoe amount of thia timber is
Incredibly large, but it 18 not Inexhaustible,
No forest I8 (nexhanstible with the progent
improved mochanieal mothods of lumbering,
and the demands of modern elvilization
for lumber, These vast forcats, thercfore,
will gooner or later disappoar as sources
of o groal lumber supply, Just as other
great forests have disappeared. It i of the
utmost importance, however, that the extine-
tion of this lumboer supply should be delayod
as long ns possible. Theso forests contain
the great lumber roserve of tho econtinent.
This lumber (8 eonrse as comparsd with
oltlior redwood or whito pine, but it is of
more genoral value for bullding than our
Houthern plogs ; and when tho white pine and
redwond are gone, It I8 the only lumber upon
which the Paclile country can depond. The
prairio Stntos of the Interior must also bo-
fore many years roly Inrgoly, If not entirely,
upon Puget Sound fir for bullding materinl,
Chlengo and all the Northweat markets, as-
tounding ns such a statemont must appear to
such persons na aro unacquainted with the
havoe now being committed In our Eastern
foreats, will have to draw thelr supply of
lumber from the Pacifle const.  The preecr-
vation of this lumber supply, therefore, Is of
tho greatest Importance to the future de-
velopment of the country, especlally of the
central and porthern reglons, between the
Rocky Mountnins and the Missisaippl. It
should not bo frittered awny beforo it Is
really noaded. Theso forests aro, neverthe-
loas, disappearing, like the forests nll over
the United Btates. The Iloroads which
bave boon inade upon them are not, per-
hnps, very sorious yet, but the eountry can-
not afford to waste unnecessarily any por-
tlon of theso forests, howover smnll. The
duty upon lumber manufactured in British
Columblin enuses unnecessary and dangerous
snerifics of theso forestaand hastens their do-
struction. It should, therefore, in the intar-
est of the whole oountry, be romoved, that
tho destructive forces may be reduced as
much as possiblo by free compétition with
the mnnufncturers of British Columbla.

There are two facts which should be borne
oonstantly in mind: The only great body of
bullding timber of general utllity remalning
in the world Is found upon our northwest
const ; and the condition of the other forests
of North America ls such that the whola coun-
try will be obliged in a fow years to depend
for its general supply of lumber upon those
forests. Congress, therefore, should not
make the mistake of hastening unnecossarily
the destruotion of this groat timber rasorve,
a8 It has hastonad and s still hastenlng the
extermination of the white pine and spruce
of tho Eastern Stiates,

A Btroke of Luck for France.

For the last fifteen years the French have
had but littlo cause to mako thank offerings
to fortune, yet It cannot be galosald that the
strength of thelr present position in Farthor
Indin is In somo measure due to clircum-
stances over which the Ferey Cublioet has
exorclsed no control, The fall of Soutay has
heon followed by the capture of Baoninh, and
undoubtedly these keys of the Bongkol delta
have been won by the courage and skill of
the French soldier; but {f this military suc-
ceas Is to be followed by a diplomatie tri-
umph, If Chlna, after all her bluster, shall
submit to the ascendnnoy of France In
Tonnuin, the marked change in the attitude
of the Pekin Government will be due to the
consclousness that it ean no longer count on
moral support from Eongland., The almost
loextrioable diMculty In which the British
Forelgn Offico hos been involved by the re-
bellion in tho Sowlan, has atifled 1ts destre to
thwart the progreas of Fronch aggrandizo-
ment in Asla, If Lord GRANYVILLE now ocon-
sents to play the role of mediator, it will be
with the full knowledge that thotime has
gone by for adjusting the respective claims
of Francoand Chlna upon any basls excopt
that of concoding to the former power all the
fertlle lowlands lylng between tho forks of
the Red River,

It would be disingenuous and futile to fol-
low the Parls correspondent of the London
Timea In the attempt to belittle tho impor-
tance of the operations by which Bontay and
Bacninh have been nequired for France.
Thore are but two routes whereby Chiness
troops can onter Tonnuin—the Red River
andfthe road runnlng parallel to the sea-
const—and both of these are commanded by
tho fortiflod towns just named. Moreover,
these places lie In such a relation to the in-
tricate system of water communieation and
irrigation resultlng from the numerous
forks of the Bongkol, which In this respect
may be compared with the Ganges nod the
Nile, that thelr occupant Is sure of mastery
over the richest rioo-bearing region that
exists on the cast const of Asla.

The commercial, therefore, as well as
the strategic value of Bomtay and Bac-
nioh is quite ladependent of the question
whether tho upper waters of the Red River
ean bo throwa open to Europsan trade and
n new route to Yunnan be thue ocreated, Not
only the Middle Kingdom Itsell, byt the Chl-
nese outlaws known ee the Black Fiags,
whose stronghold stands a little to the south
of the Chinese frontier, would be able to
limit the northward extension of river traf-
flo. But In the Tonquin delta itself the
French possess a granary not only inexhaust-
ible, but which, by Its superior proximity,
must ultimately give them complete com-
mand of the rice markets of southern China,

The Chlness Ambassador to France and
England, Marquls Tegxo, has never sought
to disgulse the soxlety with which he has
walched tho movements directed sgainst
Sontayand Bacnlnh, but, on the contrary, has
averred repeatedly that the ooccupation of
those places by Freach troops would be
viewed at Pokin as s declaration of war, He
lawoll aware that in the hands of & European
power that knew how to turmn it to account,

yot In very general use, aro confined to this

tho Tonquin delta would prove the jowel of
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the rice esporters of India
and Burresh, aed perhaps the oplum ex-
portess also, would bave sverything to fear
fSrom a Freoch competitor established at
their customer’s very door. But, trammelled
and bewlldered as thoy are by the troubles
in the Nile country, the Grapsrons Ministry
cannot pause to notice distant dangers, and
China, whoee firm tone was lospired by re-
llanoe on English sympathy, will now in all
likelihood, after a show of nagotiation, grant
all that Franoo really cares for, namely, the
recoguoition of her de facto authority over
the Tonquin rice flalds.

Aneother Roasom Why.

In the last few months Influontial nows-
papers and public mon In many Btates have
@iven expresslan to the wish that Mr.
Truoex might again become the onndidate of
his party. It was no now oplulon that If it
wore possible for the Democracy to bo
atrongthoned by the use for a second time of
his name, no other name was to be thought
of. Butthe ovonta of the last throo months
have made the minds of thoughtful Demo-
erats rovert with a stronger Intercst to tholr
most [llnstrious loader.

Tho fieree enthuslaam with which a part
of the Democrncy startod out in untried
paths has beon sadly chilled by exporience.
It becomns evident that the old econowmle
polioy of the country, right or wrong, Is too
strong to go down In a day; and even
Cal, Mornisos hina brought in a protectionist
tariff bill that is likely to tneroase tho reve-
nue rather than reduce It! This shows
a ead vaclllstion of purpose, with a
more or less ecertaln  apprebension of
fotal divislon. Tho result of passing
over the lesues upon which alone the
party could act unitedly, have mado and
are making mon long for o relurn to safe
principles and a sure leader,

That they should look to Mr. TILDEN was
natural, rotired from publio afMairs as he is,
The mention of bis name under thess elr-
cumstances 8 a proof of continuivg
publie confldence and regard such ns nny
man might be proud of, and It Is much mora
than that. It shows that the party la slck
of thounvertainties and cross purposes which
have recently distraoted It. It s proof that
Domocerats now apprecliate the necessity of
entoring upon reforms which are practicatls,

It 18 a splondid though an Insufllelont
roconpense to Mr, TiupEN for past service
that In times of doubt and danger the party
lnstinctivaly turns to him, I the Domocracy
I& to suooned In tho contest that Is now so
noar at hand, It will succend bocause It ngain
nssoerts the principles which he ropresented
in 1876. Would that It were poasible for them
this yoar torecoive the sanction and have
the bonefit of his name at the head of the
Prealdential tieket!

A Man with a Futare,

Throe enthusiastio and more or lesa schol-
arly young Germans emigratod to this coun-
try about 1830, FiANz SIGEL, CARL SCHURE,
and AUGUAT BoMELFERT. Although up to
the presont timo nothing has Leen known In
regard to the third of this band, he was bo-
lUoved when they left CGermany to be
the peer of cither BleEL or BCHURS,
baving graduated fifth in tho class at the
military school whereln Gon. SIGEL was the
forty-seventh, Now wo learn that Sewer-
reRT drifted to Madison, in the State of
Georglin, and there beeame n barber, which
he is yot; and Lic s also represented as &
contented man. Although the outeome of
his carvor Is very diffurent from thatof his
former friend, Bonune, In somo respecls It
bears a closo analogy to It.

Mr. BCHRLPERT charges a rogular prioce
for his sorvices. While Mr. S8cnunz has re-
colved a fixed compensation for specohes,
Mr. BOHRLFERT nover varies in his prices
for shavoe. It Is true thern I8 an enor-
mous divergence between the sums re-
colved by the two friends for thelr labors,
Mr. Scuunz's price for one speech belng $200,
aml travolling exponses thrown In, while Mr,
SOHELPERT probably never got more than
fifteen cents for any one shave; but they
both belleve in the polloy of a fixed rate,
and nelther one of them would ever work
for less than tho regular schedule. They
are both men of solld business prineiplos,
and Mr. SCHELPERT no more allows his
politioal prejudices to hamper his profession
than does the Hon, Cann Bcaunz, perhaps
less; and In this respect BOHELYERT has
rathor come out ahead.

Thus each has had his avocation. While Mr.
Borvne devoted his lelsure momenta to the
transitory enjoyment of playing the plano,
tho erudite barber has amused bimself with
vollecting Insccts, and with such success that
he has now an almost unrivalled collectlon
placed In his modest shop, for which a pretty
considerable sum of hard cash canalways
bo obtalned whenever Ite owner wishes to
part with it.

The history of Mr, Bo@ELVERT s not un-
usual, There are numerous cases of men in
slmple occupations baving risen to distine-
tion through thelr labors, In varlous branches
of sclenUflo lnvestigation and study; and
who knows but that one of these days, after
oven tho Electoral Fraud has boen compara-
tively forgolten, the pame of SCHELPERT
may be as lmmortal ae that of THoMAS
EDWARD, the famous shoomaker of Banfr ?

Milllons of Acres Uninwiuily Appreopriated
by Steck Halsors

THE LIBRARY OF CONGRESR

Fartber Light on the Heal Betage Job fa-
* welved In the Praess.

'Wasmrwarox, March 17.—A correspoadent
of Tz Bux lately discussed the purshaseof a
site for a national library, as proposed by bill
No. 1,180, Iately passed by the Benate. The
mere mention of the scheme enraged the Wash-
ington organ of the conesrned lobby. In mak-
Ing his eass your correapondent committed an
error which meted like a oharm in soothing the
exclted ehamplon. and should be set aright.

The bill appropristes $550.000, not for the
purchase of six squares of ground adjoining
the Capitol grounds to the east, but for the
purchase of either the three sguares to the
south of Eaat Capitol street or eslse the oppo-
site three aquarcs north of East Capitol streel.
These three squares again, on closer inapec-
tlon, simmer down to one sguare and two amall
trianglos, such as are pecullar to the plan of
this city. The three southern squares were
ansessed in 1878 at $310,210 altogether. The
owners clamored and protested that this was
far in excesa of tho actual values, no that the
sssensment was reduced to $107,540 for the
ground and improvoments. It s this property
