ONE OF THE NOST FANOUS SINGERS
OF THE ELAMY GQERKERATION,

Her Death Deenrs in bor Wome In this Cliy—
Iier Sooresses na & Linguist and bor Trav.
els Al Over the Werld—A Skipwreak,

Onoe of the most famons singers of the last
goneoration, Madam Anona Bishop, died at hor
home, 1,443 Fourth avenus, at 10X o'dlock on
Tussday night, A week ago sho was the
plotura of health, On Bunday ahe attended
the little chapel at the corner above her house,
On her return home she found an intimate
friond, Mra, James Laird of West Twontr-sixth
streot. pwalting bor, The two sat down in the
parlior with Miss Maria Phelan, & companion,
for a socinl chat. Madam Bishon sat on a sofa
for about flve minutes. talking in her usunal
oheerful manner, nnd then, putting her hand
to hor torehenad, =add:

" Why, 1 wondor what makes mo so dizy ?"

Thoso wore the last coneclous words she
spo’, Physiclans who wore summoned said
that sho wos aufforing from spoplexy, nnd thiat
sho eould not recover,

Mudam Bishop was Born (n London In 18132,
Her malden name was Anna WRiviers, Her
fatlinr was a musician of talent, and he dovot-
od himasll to the e»dueation of his dnughter,
She vory enrly developsd n remarkably clenr
voloo, and this was improved by constant care,
In 1831 she was murried to 8ir Henry Bishop, n
dirnctor und ecomposer, wlio is best known, nut-
alda of profossionnl elrclos nt lenst, ne the o
who arranged the musie for Jolin Hown
Panyno's ©“ Homn, Swest Home," Under his in-
stritetiong hor training was eontinusd until
1840, Lefore her début was doterminsd on,

It was ot the close of the ssnson of 1847, and
the famoiis harpist Bochsa wis to have a bene-
fit concert mt Her Majesty's Theatro in London,
Among those who were to take part in the con-
eert ware Gorela, Gresi, I‘--rnlnni Rubini, Mario,
Tamburini, and Labinghe, Thilborg sat at the
plino, o audience was composed of the
nobility and the celnbrities of tho eapital, At
the nupointed time Mudnm Bishop appasred on
the stage and anng a selection from lioss m.
