The Fedepnl Fee Bystem.

A rasolution of tho House of Representa-
tives some thue ago ealled upon the Secretary
of ths Treasury to furnlsh nstatement show-
ing the gross earnings of every Unlted Statos
Marshal, District Attorney, and Court Clerk,
thooxpense of his offico, nnd Lhe net earnings
which have boen pald to bim each year from
the beglnniog of the flseal year 1873 (o the
cloae of the flseal year 1983,

The anawer to that Inquiry, so far as It ro-
Intes to the Marshnls, furnishes some curl-
ous Information. Tho fees collected by them
for the Ume npmed amount In the aggregate
to about $7,000,000. Of thig large sum only s
littlo more than $120,000 was returned to the
Treasury in excess of the expenses ard fees
a8 not earnings,

OnLv elevon States, nnmely, Alabama, Ar-
kansas, Gworgla, Illinois, Indiapa, Towa,
Koutucky, Maryland, Mussachusotts, New
York, and North Caroling, with the District of
Columbia, made any return of net earnings,

It 18 a remarkablo fact that in some States
the expenses and the maximum pay exactly
offsst the receipts of the Marshnls, It is
hardly conceivablo that this precise equiva-
lence could have occurred In so many difor-
ont locallties without asslstance from the
officars who made up the aceounts.

Such, at
lonst, wns the opinion he entertalned of that
Feutleman’s character.,

The Isthmus Waterway.

Thero Is never too much Information pub-
lishied, of nn exect and satisiactory sort, con-
coruing the progress of tho Chagres canal.
The mall nows from Aspinwall gives suffl-
¢lent accounts of the slekness prevailing
among the workmen, and of the riots when
thoro aro uny. The statistles of Mr. pE Ls-
sePs are good as far a3 they go, but some-
times are made too much the basls for rosy
Inferences. Among the most instructive docu-
whnts on the subject must be runked the re-
ports of American naval offivers, snd par-
ticularly of Lieut. Raysmoxp P, RonaERs,
A ycar ago Livut. RODGERS gave a sum-
mary of the stale of the work on the great
ship canal, and now he presents another nn-
nual review of it. The two changes in the
plan which ho has to note are, first, the in-
troductlon of a tidal dock or basin at the
Pacific terminus, and, secondly, the establish-
ment of a large port at each end of the canal,
and an Intermedinto station at Tavernllls.
Tho ports will scoommodate many vessels at
onoe; the central statlon will allow vessels
to pass one another there; the tidal dock
will secure & uniform level fu tho ceunal by
controlling the currents produced from ine-
equalities in the tides of the two oceans,
Liout. Ropornes also notes that the defleo-
tlons of the watercourses aluoug the route
bave beon determioed :
“lurequrd to the deflections of the rivers of the Al
Isntic sloje from their pressnt Leds, (i may ba said In
brief that it s the Intentiou o Keep thelr waters at all
timos to the side of the canal, and removed from Il Ly
muans of cuts and sluices, * * * From Matachin te
the Atiantio there will be beside the ceusl propjer &
weconil, but simi onnal cluse to wimd to the sastward
of iy, carrying waters of the Uppor Clhagres to the
ooean ; and & third, aud still saller, oansl or sluics tor
the purpose of draluing the watershed Iyiug to the wast-
ward of the roate.™
The precise amount of work done on the
varivus seotions—the Aspinwall, the Gatua,
tha Gurgoua, the Bolilo Boldado, the Obispo,
the Culebrs, and 8o on—{s set forth in de-
taull by Licut, Ropoens. In some scotions
the rate of progress has boen good, whareas
in others {t hins been bitterly disappoluting.
On the whole, he eoncludes, “while It Is
evideot that much important work has boen
done, and a considerable excavation mads,
yet 1 beileve that Lhe axpectations of a year
ngo bave not beon fully realized.”" But he
ncvounts for this on the ground that the
foundution of an undertaking so glgantle ro-
quires much time; and the rallway sod port
faclilities have, until now, been very limited :
“The capacity of the ral'way has been mors Lhan
doubled, saventesn traius daily passing over the read st
present, instead of the sight of s year ago, and whan
the quay uf the Terre-plaine is completed, and its water
frout drodged, the dischinrge of vessels aud delivery of
cargodn along the Hoe will be gresily sxpedited.”
Whoen will the caual be flulshed ? Licut,
RonGens tells us that there are now 15,000
mean at work, and that while last yeur they
excavated about 700,000 cubic metres a mooth,
varly thia year thoy expocted to reach more
thao s milllon, and bafor the noxt ralny sea-
son more than two and a balf millions, From
May to December the rains reduco Lhe
wmount of work, but it Is hoped that the
average anounl excavation herenfier will be
about twenty-flve millions, Now, Mr. D
Leuarrs has sald that the canal would be
open to trafflo in the year 1888; but Lisut.
Hoboens estimates that at the highest rate
of excavation now relied upon it must lake
seven yeurs more to flaish the desd Culchra
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gurnte and put Into execution a system of

provision the real wvalue of an Adl-
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section, and, of courss, wntil the last portion
1s done, the canal cannot be used,

As to the probable eost, Licut. Roparns,
after olose study under some diMeultios, In-
fers that $40,000,000 have beon already spent
on the eanal, which Is a full third of the
amount estimated by Mr. pe Lessers for
the total cost of the work. There can bo wo
question, however, that the furlher sub-
seriptions which may bocome nocessary will
be procured without trouble, and we judge
that thoroe Is good reason for expecting that
the canal will be in full operstion by tho year
1892, or In season to help ocolebrate the four
hundredth anniversary of the groat voyage
of CoLumpus to Amerlen.

A Congressman®s Foolish Talk.

The House Commitlee on Rivers and
Harbors, to judge from the utierances of
Mr. WiLns, its Chalrman, Is suffering at
present from o sorlous doeflelency Ip good
sonso and correct information,

This gontleman told a Southern delegation
on Friday that the estimatos of the engineers
ealled for the appropriation of forty mlil-
lious far the Improvement of rivers and
harbors, bub the commitiee would limit the
amount to about ten millions, ro that the
general polioy would be to give in ench cose
about one-guarter of the amount demanded,

The reduction s right, so far as It goes,
but should be made fo a different way,
Bome works ought to be entlrely abandaned
withuut the exponditure of another dulinr on
thomn, while there are probably some on
which the full amount of the engineers’ eati-
mates could be wisely and profitably spent,
But s goewernl policy such as Mr, WinLis
montlons, of glving one-fourth of the sum
niked for In all cases, 18 slmply an invitation
to the promoters of every river and harbor
scheme to ask Congreas hoereafter for at
Irust four times a8 much mouoey as they will
be content to get.

In uddition to this foolish announecement,
Mr. Wirntis mude a statement whivh wae
thiuk ls wholly without suy foundation in
fact. * The opposition to the River and Har-
bor LIL' he sald, “has been fostered by tho
Now York newspapoers in the ioterest of the
rallronds."”

It ho balloves this, he has been imposef
upon by somebody who has deeelved him
with a vidiculous and transparent fulsehood.

Mr. Fravg Winkeson's rocent discussion
of the effect of Indinn eompetition on the prog-
pects of our whont-ralsing Industry has at-
tracted a good deal of attention, We give
space this morning to a second artiele indicat-
Ing what Mr, WitkesoN bolioves to bo the true
remedy for high rates of transportation to the
seaboard, namuly, a system of internal water
commuunleation, to be constructed by the Gov-
orumont of the United States at the public ex-
ponse—nnationnl canals, in short,

The viows of this writer are always expressed
with vigor, and they aro genorally original and
stimulating to thought. It I8 proper to sny,
howevor, that In advecating the construction
of anationul waterway from the wheat flelds
to tho Atlantie const, our interssting corre-
spondent s very far from exnressing the opin-
lons of Tue BuN in regard to tho logitimats
functions and right policy of the United Stutos
Government.

The question how best to meet and over-
come the sompetition of Indian wheat for the
eontrol of the eonsuming markets of Europe,
that our agriculture ls now called upon to lace,
18 a grave one, aud ono that demands Immodi-
ale attontion. The prosperity of our natlon
depends on our agriculture, The farmers are
not prosperous. The price of whoat steadlly
declines In Cllcugo, The West domands re-
Hot—=demands that It breadstuff producers
be put in condition for tho race, They four to
oncountoer the ¢ompetition that {s foread upon
them, They roalize that the fight is unfalr,
and that, under the existing ordor of things,
thoy will bo beaten. Thelr murmuring (s
e¢choud by thelr repressntatives In Wnshing-
ton, The ocension affarded by their discontent
hne bean engorly selzod on by the advocates of
British fron trade, who stronuously Inaist that
our ngriculture is bolng criopled by a protee-
tive tariff, and that all our agriculture nends to
enable It to hold the markels of the world s a
reduction of the tariff on the materials con-
sumed by Inrmers, Through ignorance that Is
netunlly erlminal in putlie men, or a wickad
willulness, they ondeavor to divert the atton-
tlon of farmera from the actual stute of devel-
opment of lorelgn wheat lands and the compe-
tition that hns arisen to the tarif gquestion,

Adroit free trado arlthmoticlans have eal-
oulated the enhaneed cost of Hving and of the
tools used In Western ngriculture that resuits
frorm the tarif, and uaar have cluimod that the
high priee of the tools'was a result of the tarilt
on iron aud steel. The truth is that the vom-
binod welght of all the iron and sipel parts of
the tools usad on the larins of average ez In
the West rarely exoends a ton, The effnetive
lifo of the tools, If they aro proparly cared for,
is about olght yeurs, Tho onhafeod cost of the
{mplements resulting trom the tarlf, cven If
the sum repreonting the duty 18 addod to the
prina of thy materinl In Bogland, would not be
over $20, 'This would be an aunual charge of
two und o half dollars on each farmner, Tho
axcrssive cost of the tools s owing, not to the
tariMon fron and steal, but, irst, to tho patant
lawa: socondly, to tho manafacturers’ systom
of solling on erodit, and paying thelr agents
Inrga commissiona for aalling the touls, ltisna
woll-known fact that tho cost of manufacturing
an unpatentod two-horso farm wagon ol any
standard make squals the actual cost of most
of the reapers in uso In Westorn wheat flelds,
The lormaor sell for nbout $80, while the Inttar,
protected by putont laws, sell for $300 to $300,
The patent laws tax tho farmars ton timoa
more than the tariff, and the taxation {s direct.
No Congrossman  has had the hardihood to
advocate the abwolition of the patent Iaws 80 ox
to ehenpon the wgricnltural tools of the nation,

The cost of woollen blankets and clothing In
England and (o this eountry has beon an ex-
hinustioss theme for woulld-bo moulders of West-
orn politieal ballef. They have so oftan dwalt on
the Inlguity of the ugrisulinrists belng exces-
glvely taxed for the woollen blankete they sloeep
undoer nud the woollen elothing thoy woar thut
muny poople, who have no practical knowledgo
of tho subjoct, bellove that Western farmors,
who Il thelr own or ronted Iand, are Iarge con-
sumers of woollen gooda. This Is n mistake,
The working farmers of tho far Wostern Statos,
whero the distross enused by the alleged ex-
cossive cost of woollons has been revresented
to he moat savaoro, prefer o weur cotton gnr-
ments, The only woollen goods they habitual-
Iy wear are undorelothing, Thoy sleep during
cold wonther under comfortables made of a
hewvy lnyer of cotton or raw wool sewal bo-
tween Lwo shoots of calleo. A comlortuble Is
much warmer than a palr of blunkets. The
plunket-lined eotton eclothes that are sold
throughout the agrieuiturnl and mining ro-
glops of the West outwair woollen goods and
aro warmer, ‘I'bey ars wsed by nll men who
ura ealled unon to fmce the Arcile sturms
thit swoeep across the plains, Tuoy nre uni-
wvarsally worn Ly the Wooky Mountain miners, a
olnss of mon who nre reckloss In thelr personnl
oxpomditures, and who would Ubuy woollun
clothing, no matter whint it eost, if they pro-
ferred it. There 1s oo trath in tho asssrtions
made by the advocates ol froe trade thint the
farmors and laboring men of the West are elami-
pring for ehosp dron and ehenp woolisns,

The Westero breadstufl producers reallza
that they aro heavily bandieapped in the race
now to bo run betwaen them amd the poverty-
stricken tillers of the Jodian whoat flnids, by
the eoxoossive ecost ol transporting their
produce to vur export ports.  Thlds cost I dun,
not to tho tarifl oo lron, as the British fres
tradors wonld have us bollave, but to the prae-
tion that hns boun fostered under Hopublienn
rula of nllowing shrewd, unserupulous mon to
mortgngns the growthand industry of our coun-
tey by building railroads with money obtained
from tha sule of bonds, while they resolutely
rofusod to puy a cont for the stock that repro-
souts the rowd. Tnolsasystem, convelvod (n dis-
honesty and grown to full maturity under the
monopoly-fostering caro of ths llepublionns, {s
callod developing the country! Hullronds are
bullt through unlohabited reginus. Tho stock
in lasuod Lo the promoters of the schome, and
they bold it until the country Is sattled, Then
they extort suflaient transportation charges
on the agrieultural produce shipped to market
to pay dividends on vast puper estates thuat
have beon eroatvd by the engraver's art.

The natural ineronse of population along the
line of the greatest rallroad in the Btate of New
York, and the Increass in manufacturing re-
sulting from the rapldiy growing population,
supplomented by the growth of the sgricul-
tural Waoat, has basn the eauss of the proaparity
of that road. and not tho marvellous ability
displayed in Its managemsul, as the modest
owners would have us helieve. Asthe people
furnished mora snd mors materials to bo
tranaported to market, the rond became erowd-
od with business, and the stook was watered
wod watered to keep the dividonds within the
lawful limit. Tho owoers of tho rond falesly
clalmed that they hnd added to the wvalus
of tha proporty by thelr able management,
and thot thoy had & right to its increasod
vilua, They lgnored the truth that evory ohild
born, every whoel built, every vine planted,
ovory blow struck in labor by the people living
in the vest territory tributary to the road,
added to {ts value, and that the pesoplo wore
sntitled to the Increaso, But it was boldly ap-
proprianted by the family ownlog the rond, and
is held to-day by them. They gloat over this
woalth and cheerfully damn the publie that
eroated it. The arroganoe of the elnim has
bean submitted to by the people, and they have
puid into the poeckets of this family alous a
sum that is greater than the estimated cost of
ansystom of canals that would speedlly revolu-
tionize transportation in this country and re-
duee Its rost to s nominal sum,

In the West things aro worss. There the ar-
rogant mauagers ol the railoads parcel out the
Btates. Thoy agrea that certain territories
und psoples shall belong exclusively to eertain
ronds. State lines are Iguored. It is the
" Northwoatern Territory,” the * Nock Tsland
Torritory,” the "8t I'anl Territory,” the
* Northern Pacifle Torritory,” and the peopls
living on the land are spokoen of as'' our poo-
plo" in rallroad oMoees. Thut the revenuos of
the holders of the paper estates may b8 ren-
dered stable, a policy of pooling the proflis,
and ol preveuting compatition between the
teansportation enmpanies, hns been adopted.
The Iast cent that the producers ean afford to
pay s drawn from them. But the time Is near
when they con no looger pay. The breadstuff
consumers of Europe have become impatient
of belplng to pay the revenue of the paper
estates held by Awmerican rallrond ownors,
They domanded cheaper brendstufls, and thoy
have opened a wheat fleld which will necessi-
tato & reduction In the eost of transportation
in this enoutry, or a cessation ol the exporta-
tion of breadstufls,

Our new countries, whore the virgin wheat
lands le, that we depend on for food, and ex-
pueted to control the morkets of the world by,
are gridironed with rallionds bulit, and dis-
honestly bullt, with mouey obtained by seiling
bonds, Not a cent was put into the stook.
From the Canadian Pacifle southward to the

Gull of Mexloo, the Ewst and West lines. with
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a single axcoption, are roads built for the sole
purposs of plundering the people. Thelrstock
represents nothing. But by the most out.
ragoous laws ever submittad to by an intelll-
gont people, the directors of those roads will
be allowed (have been allowed In some cases)
to wring out of the people sufficlent money to
pay & dividend on stoek that haa no more
sctunl value than oircua postors. Tax sol-
leotors sit In every freight office throughout
our land, who gathier the tribute pald to the
dignitaries of transportation, who were ereatod
by the Republican party.

There are hundreds of milijons of dollars of
rallrond stock, mortgages on the Indusiry of
the people, on which dividenda are belng pald
that represont nothing but the effrontery of
raliroad directors, One of the fundamental
Inws of oiir aystem of government Is that the
paople shall not be taxed without their com-
sent, Thia luw e rigldly adbered to In all mat-
tara of Htate, county, town, and school distriot
taxation. A bond that has the taint of irregu-
larity about it is worthless. The veople have
never hesltated to repudiate an (llegal obliga-
tion; but they have tamely submitted to the
outrage of allowing men to issus hundreds of
millivns of dolinrs of railroad stock that rop-
rosonts nothing but the cost of printing. and
thoy hinve paid dividends on this stock, Annu-
ally millions of dollwes are collectad from the
pocple to pay these shinrges that are s violation
of the natural rights of mankind, If the peo-
plo murmur and threaten uniavorable legisia-
tion, tholr represontatives are purchased with
the money they have pald to the rogwts. They
linve not boon ablo toobtaln relinl. State rep-
rosontatives, Congrossmen, Senatora, Judgos,
all are eontrolled, purehsssd with money that
has been drawn from the people undsr the
cover of unjust lnws,

I'ho outery that {8 promptly raised by the
proas and by the represeutatives of the trans-
portation companivs when any logislation
Inoking to the relinl of the poople by the con-
struction of & systom of internal water com-
munieation I8 proposed, cloarly Indicutes tha
powerlal influenes of thoss corporations, and
sliows how determined thoy are that the poeo-
ple shall not be relieved of thelr burdens, and
thin! they shnll continue to pay into the pockets
of the railroad direstors the money that, no
matter how dishonestly expended, if invested
in eanal digging, would speedily rellove them
from outraguous transportation chnrges. Tho
pross of the Unltad States, with few oxgop-
tions, bitterly opposes any and all prop
systems of nationsl cansls. Thoy denounece
the sohemo ns ono undor whioh the people
would be robbsd—thoy nre only plundered now,
They declars that all sorts of disastors would
stnlk in the trenchos dug by the peoplo to hold
fron water on which free boats would float, and
belind whielh the people could repel tho at-
tacka made on thelr materinl wolfare by the
transportation corporations. They lusist that
the psople's money must not be squandered In
canil buillding, and sonually the peoplo pay &
suflictent aum of money ln axeoss of reasona-
blu frolght chargoes to bulld 500 miles of canal,

These Bame men do not oppose the sinking
of vast suma In puorlla sttampta to linprove
tho navigation of the Missisalppl River, They
kuow that the river runs at right angles to the
channel of trade, and they also know that it
cannot be lmproved, Theso outeries have sue-
cooded In loading the people away from the
lssue nt atako; have lad many of them to be-
liove that they cannot do as they plosse with
their own ; havacreated s bellel that they had
batter go on forevor paying money into rail-
rond frefght offices than to put it {uto internal
fmprovement that would save thom milllons of
dolinra annually, and that would put them into
eondition to successfully meot compotition
from whatever portion of the earth offered.

Politica should not baag Nght for oMoe, nor
shiould It be a thing of sentiment, Now, whben
cur nationnl prosperity Is threatonsd by the
opening of new wheat flelds, and openod by
a powerful and wealthy Govearnment, whaose
acliome of internal Improvements embraces
15,000 miles of rallrond and thonsands of miles
of dantle, the attontlon of Congress should be
tnrned to polities [ustead of sentimentality.
In the extremity that will soon be on us no
thowelit will bo takon of the killing of white or
binck seatnwngs and clicken thleves in the
Boutharn States,

Tle war onded eightoon yoars ago. The Re-
puhllcans have ruled during that porled. They
now point proudly to the country and elulm as
the results of thelr wise government & land
rulasd by the eorporations they cronted, an
ngriculture that tremhbles bofore the first sort-
ous ecompotition It has besn called upon o
moet, and a moneayed aristocracy thnt is unlike
thnt of uny other country In having nolther
blvod, bralns, or cournge—and that Is all,
