When or where Jim was born Is A matter of
conjecture Ho looked aa If he might have
been 100 years old out I am satisfied that ho
was not much beyond the eighties Jim told
me on various occasions that be was an eye
witness the burning the then village of
Buffalo lu 1812 To use his own words ha was
bin enough to carry tomahawk and a bow
and arrows While the rude huts of the early
settlers wore burning ho danced end yelled In
childish glee Ho was possibly at the time 10
or 13 years of ago A few years afterward he
was on the Seneca reservation at lied House
Caturaugus county and made that lila homo
up to the time of his death which occurred on
the railroad at Bteamburc on March 10 For
forty years ho lived at fled House and he was
regarded by hU tribe an the moat powerful
hunter of the Sonccns

Early lu Ills career Jacobs married the
daughter of time chief of the tribe She dieti
twentyfive years ago leaving him childless
About tho samo time his younger brother was
killed by n falling tree in a thunder storm
Jacobs took upon himself the guardianship of
lila brothers children and cared for thorn until
they grew to manhood

I have known Jacobs for fortyfive years
continued Mr Webster In that tlmo ho lies
passed through Bradford several times eaclm
year on lila way to the mountains In this and
adjoining counties 1ortyUvo years ago
Uradford was not tint lively town U U now It
was then a bowline wilderness My father
was the pioneer settler and tha only cabin be-

sides

journey tn the west I became Intimately
acquainted with time shrewd and daring Hun-
