SLADSTONE'S LAST GREAT SPRECH IN
THE ROUSE OF CUOMMOUNS,

Prines Laopeid'sa Denth Due te a Night's

Rpree—The I xel tin Parll A
Msanlution Foressnddowed — Th rioal,
Fastlouable, and Lllerary Inicliigence—

Loxpox, April 5—Despite the painfully
fulsome and the ridieulonusly prolix articles in
the papers about the Duko of Albany, the
truth with regard to the clroumstances of his
death Is creeping out. It Is now universally

soknowlodged that the Prince is dend beenuse
he was allowed, for the first thne in Lis life. to
®o oul alone on & spres. Intoxicatsd with his
unusual freedom, and accustomed all hia lifa
to revolt ngainat the fdea that hu wns an in-
walld. ho lived as fust as he oould, danced furl-
ounly. stopped up all night, drank protty freely.
and so brought on a fatsl fit of that epllepay
from which he auffarcd all his life. Labou-
chare, in Truth, is the only journnlist who talls
eavon & little of tha renl facts, and L goas B0 far
ne to express ragret that the wickly Prince
was ever allowed to marry. Soclsty I8 quisily
Inughing in Its sleeves over the oatentatious
woo of the Prinoe of Walee, as (t I8 notorious
that he rather disliked his brother. The mom-
bera of the Governmont displayed n certaln
inclination to ride on the tide of popular amo-
tion by proposing an allowanee to the ona ehild
of the Duke niready In existence and to a sec-
ond whiech Is coming, but they were warned by
some of their Radieal supporters that such &
proposal would be resisted to the death, and
the nation would be aroused toreal alarm by
the prospeot of mllowances to the numerous
tribe of tha Quean's grandehildren, It was also
pointad out that the Prinecas had an allowance
of £6,000 a yoar, which, for an absolutaly penni-
less German girl, wis not bad. The nowspa-
pers, menntime, continus to aupply food for
eurlous reflaction on the extraonlinary ehnr-
notaristics of Engllsh journalism. A lively con-
troversy has gone on as to whather the Queen
did or did not fall in & Inint when she first
heard the news. Ons reporter. in want of ad-
ditionsl details, deseribed at longth the tears of
the flunkiss and the maidsservants of the Prin-
esss's household. In short. the ehlef moral of
the spisode is the completeness with which s
sllent treaty of nniversal hypocrisy can ba car-
riad out by the English press,

The chis! domestic event of the week is the
speech of Mr. Gladstone on Thursday nighr.
The Houss was thunderstruck by an addrnss
whieh for vigor, flerce pasalon, and magioal ef-
feot was never beaten, even by the Premler
himsell. The impression s that It was meant
to threaten an immediates dissolution, it forced
to it, on the ery that Parliament was belng da-
stroyed by Tory obstraction. The Torles were
coertainly reducsd by itto immediate and ab-
jwot surrender, 1t was Intended to keeo up a
desultory debate on Egypt for many hours, but
immedintaly aftar Gladstone's apecch Chureh-
11l left the Housa with ostentation, in order to
avenge an fattack which had been made upon
him & fow days before by Sir Stafford North-
oote. The other Torles slunk quletly away,
and the debate collapsed. Gladstone helghten-
od the effect of his speech by straining his phys-
feal power. When he sat down he was ghastly
pale. He staggered out of the House liken
wornout actor, and Immediately drove down to
his country sanitarivm, where he has sinoe re-
mained. For the moment the Liberals are
again in a trlumphant mood. The Premier's
speseh is to be olronlated broadcast over the
country, and the Grand Old Man oncve more
bestrides the whole English world. Dut the
revolation in political foeling marks & respite
only. Either Gordon will be beaten again in
batile, or nssassinated, or will demand troops,
and any ono of theso contingencles will place
the Government in an awkward position.

The franchise debats sionks daily to lower
depths of dulness, everybody regarding its ro-
jection by the House of Lords as a foregone
eonclusion. The intereating polintol political
speculnation {8 whether the Ministry will go to
the country immediately alter Its rejectipn by
the Lords,or will sand up the bill a second
time. Home uncertainty. too. prevalls as to the
vote of the Irish members. With their char-
aoteristic adroitness they have duoferred their
declsion until the Inst moment, wnd up to the
present, although their party intersats have
been the pointabout which discussion has main-
Iy contrad, they have maintained & scornful
and unbroken silence. Llke the Tories, they.
above all things, desire & dissolution in order
to raise thelr strength from about thirty-five
to saventy-fiva ; but as their voting against the
bill would tand to retard rather than advance
that result, and might lead to a troaty botween
the two English parties to exclude Ireland,
they will probably vote for the bill

Abroad, the week has besn aingularly un-
evontful, the ons point of Intersst being the
{lineas of the German Emperor and his relusal
to release Bismarek from any of his many
positions, Bome excitoment hns beon caused
by tho discovery of forged English notes on the
Continent, and the Russian censura have given
alaughable proof of their feveriah desire to
conclliste Germany by objecting to terming &
well-known polson ' prussio acid,” lest It
should be regarded as an insuit by I'russians,
