But s thors no chanea that Mr. EpMusps
may get the Republiean nominatlon 2 Not
much, wa should say. A statesman of Ver-
mont in the Repubiican party has about as
poor a show for this high distinetion as a
gtatesman from Delawinre In the Domoerntic
party. Vermont is sure for the Republicans
any way, and what they are looking for (s s
candidate who may fulcly hope to carry Now
York, Ollo, and Indlann, Besides, sinee the
truth must bo told, there is In the minds of
politiciangs  of the Mlddle and Western
Btates, and of Republlean pollticians espe-
clally, sn unconquernblo prejudice ngainst
the promotion of any New England Yaukee
to tho chleftaiuship of this grand vld party
of fraud aud moral ldeas, They would
rather have o thivd-rate man from Penopsyl-
rania, Ohlo, or llinois, than a lirst-rate man
Irom Vermont or Massachusetts, This sonse-
lpas prejudies operates powerfully In favor of
Mr, BLAINE, who I8 onlya New Bnglandey
by necldent and emigration, while al heart
b# remains n Penosylvaulan,

Moreover, Mr. EpyMosps has fow warm
poreonnl [ilends who will work for b amd
fight for him,  Nothing In hig cold, logienl,
and vather eranky nnture attoches men to
Lis canses Lot Buarse appear Ina throng
of strangors and in twanly minutes he will
e the fuvorite of tho erowd ; while EDyusDby
mipghtalisorb threo cocktallsat the bar sronnd
wlhich they ars gathered, and not a soul of
thes whiolo lot would warm to him or long for
his presence after he had gone nwny.

We conelude, then, that Mr, Epsesps will
romnln ju the Sonate, 1t Is much the more
congeulal post for him, and with all his peeu-
liarities, he I3 sure, ns long as ho coutinues
there, to be of service to his conutry.

* The most important naws that has come to
aslon long time from Berlln, s the report
that Prinen BisManRck contemplates oo radieal
rovision of the Constitution of the Gorman
empire, It may bethat the announcoment of
such an Intention is mads In order to extort
from tho Relehstag acquiescenen in the re-
enactment of tho laws against the Socinllsts,
Wo incline to suspect, however, that the
Chancellor would weleome any pretext for
supproseing the obstacles which bis plans
have encountercd o Parlinment, nod for
avortinge tho epncles of political revolution
which otherwise might ensue on thoe death of
Kalser Winniast or on hils own loss of ju-
fluence under the next Emperor.

BisMARCK may not think the hour has come
for & thorough remodelling of ths organie
law. ‘1ho machinery of readjustmoent I8 slin-
ple and edsily manipulated. Ho has but to
lay bofore the Parlinmoent the changes deemod
desirable, and, upon their rejection by that
body, to convoke the German princer by
whom the present Conatitution was framed,
Ho would doubtlesa find them more plinble
to schemes Involving tha restriction of popu-
lar rights than are the elected representa-
tives of the German people,

1t is clear enough why one of the constitu-
tlioonl nmendments mooted by BISMARCK
should ba thought by hiim Indlapensable to the
socurity of the politieal structure of which
he has been the chief architeet. In the ordi-
nary courso of nature the aged Kalser can
bardly hope to aurvive the term of years for
which the military budgoet haa been fixed In
advance. Under his successor, the Chancellor
eannot count on wiclding his pressnt author-
ity, for many reasong, but especlally becausa
tho Crown Prince FREDERIOR WILLIAM a8
much Influenced by hils wife, whose sym-
pathy with Liberal{opinions is undisguised,
When the daughtor of Queen VicToRIA bo-
comes Empress of Gormany, they who wish
to apply the English system of Minlsterial
accouutability will bave n powerful support-
or. Now, BIsMARCK ballaves that a Ministry
responsible to a Leglslaturoe elected by uni-
versal suffrage would be Incompatible with
8 socret and eMelent forelgn polley, and with
the malntenance of the German army on its
present seale of maguitude,

Ha propuses, then, that the minlmum sum
to bo annually gpent for mliitary purposes
ehall bo hrrevocably desigonated In the or-
gani¢ law. Theother amondments suggested
are dealgned to purge the Reichstag of revo-
lutlonlsts, by Iimposing on the Deputies nn
ounth of lldelity to the Constitutlion, and to
render tho constituencles more amenahle to
Governmoent coorcion, by substituting for
unlversnl sulfrago clussllied lists of electors,
whosa voting power will be proportioned, ap-
parently, to property quallflcations,

It 1a quite possible that if theso changes
aro effected, the Gorman empire will be made
more durable and formidable, regarded ns o
consolidated fabrie and a military machine,
Dut how much will be left of the free Insti-
tutions upvn which the reunited patlon once
looked with hope and pride ?

Parson Newman and Infidel Bob.

Last Sunday both Parson NEWMAN and
Mr. Don INGERSOLL gnve us thelr vlews con-
cerning an important Christinn doctrine,

The pnrson preached on “The' Forgive-
ness of Our Enemlies,” choosing the subject
for tho manifest purpose of rapping the
party in his church who are trying to get
vid of him. The Infldel lecturer spoke on

In the SBermon on the Mount Crmist
taught lu unmistaksble lnoguage thout His
followers must love thelr enemies, * For If
yo love them which love you, what roward
have ye?' Parson NEWMAN, however, said
thut It is "unvatural" for us to do that.
* Hovengn Is sweeb," his continued, “and the
mnu who canonlzes Lbis friends takes pleasure
1 bombarding his cunemics.”

Nor did he hesitate to assume that CHRIST
agrood with that sentiment. 1 do not likea
sneak," the preachyr weot on; ** but one who,
it he hates, shows his enmity openly and
strougly. Caxist was such o positive man.'
That Is, Parson NEWMAN savs that Canrsr
didd uot live up to His own teachings,

Thereupon the parson proeceded to declare
that ns for himeell ho was ready to pray for
his opponents, becauso they were men pos-
sessnd of devils, Ho thus gave the purty
who want to get rld of bim asa religious
fraud o stingiog blow, aud at tho same time
proclaimed by inference that Gop aud the
angrels were on bis side.

That Is an old trick; but Parson NEWMAN
played it last Sunday In & shockingly pro-
fano way,

Mr. Bop INoEnrsoLL ogreed with Parson
Newsax that Goo doos wot live up to His
own teachings. ** Gop should be consistent,”
ho sald at the Academy of Musie on Suudny
nlght, *If He wants me to forgive my ene-
mies He should forgive His." - Aud he vefor-
red to Beripture to prove that Gop ls an
angry and jealous Deiug,

But we must boar in mind that Infldel
Bion Is an old and bitter enemy of Christiani-
ty, while Parson NEWMAY assumes to be o
follower of Cunrist and a teacher of the Gos-
pel, with a commission seut from heaven,
