Oynthia Aon Parker was the heroloe of one
of the most touching romansoa of the Texss
border. Her parsnts and grandparsats were
among the pioneers of the Btate. Her grand-
fathar, Cal, Parker, after whom Parker county
was named, was & noted man in his day. The
Parkers lived on an expossd frontier, and,
though formidable in Indian warfare, they
were frequent sufforers from ralds by savages,
About the yoar 1840, when the Comanches swopt
over that part of the Btate, the Parkors lost
nearly all thelr property, and eventuaily some
of them weros killed, and Cynthia, then 0 years
ol nae, was taken prisoner.
