Binoe the founding of the New York Chame-
ber of Commerce, in 1768, portraits of motable
men, chiefly merchants, have been colleeted by
that body, and they now comprise a consider=
able pleture gallery in the beautifal new rooms
of the Chamber in the bullding of the Mutual
Lils Insurance Compaay in Nassau street. The
oldeat portrait {s that of Lisut.-Gov, Oadwale
lader D. Colden, which was painted for the
Chamber by Matthew Pratt in 1772. It was or-
dered as a compliment to the Lisutenant-Gov«
ernor for prosuring the charter of the Cham-
ber. Itis s full-length portrait. in the scstume
of the pariod, red velvet, with knee bresches
and white stockings, and looks like the pleture
of & man addiof¥d to good dinners,

There {a an excellent full-length portrait of
Alexander Hamliiton, the first Baoretary of the
Treasury, painted by John Trumbull for the
Chamber in 1794, which is not only & good Mke-
nosa, but an excellent ploture. De Witt Olinton,
New York’s famous Glovernor. and the father
of the canal system In this Btate, appears in
two portraits. One was paioted by John Trums«
ball {n 1708, and the other thirty years later by
Inman.
