Noew York participated yesterday, with a
vory bargearen of the sonboard lylng to the
north and south, inw mildbat fairly propor-
tloned carthquuke, There was no mistaklog
the unture of the phenomonon when it pre-
sented Itself.  Iuexperlenced ag we happily
are insuch oceurrences, thore was that In
the quick vibratory undulation of all mate-
rial things, and in the singulur and oll-per-
vading murmur that accompanted it, to cre-
atoat once, in n gronter or less degroe, thnt
souse of lostabllity which I8 the chiof and
moat demorallzling churacteristle of an eoarth-
yuake,

The accounts which wo publish show how
wlilespread and deep was the alurim that it
ereated, nlthough, so far as eould be ascer-
tained, not n bullding ot of the mapy that
tenpt curthguakes tn New York was dams
agnd ineven the shightest degrec. Our great
apartment gtructures, runniog to fourteon
or fifteen storles in hieight, are vertainly fdeal
fn thelr possibilities of disastor In the ovent
of & sorlous enrthauake, Although the vi-
bratlon yestorday in the upper stories of
those buildings was sufficlent to Infliet o
very severe fright upon the lnmates, not one
ol them, 8o far ns could bo learned, showed
any sigus of injury,

Yice In London and New York.

Not long ago a legislative committe: was
Investigating charges that our polleo took
Lribes for. the protection of resorts of viee
and Immorality. It had heen asserted hy
common rumor that Captalos of precinots
derlved grent rovenues from that souree, and
the scandal was one of the chlef reasons for
the appointment of the committoe of Ingniry.

No evidenco sufficlent to sustain the
charges was obtalned, though the severest
crities of the polico and soveral professional
guardians of the publie morals gave thelr
tostimony at great length, The rumor wns
tather the result of an inference, of a sus-
plelon, than » conclusion from nny estab-
lished facls, Whether it had nny basis of
teuth or not, the investigation falled Lo lo-
culpato the pulien

Whatover may be the means by which the
result is nccomplished, It Is n fact that New
York Is remarkably froo from scandalous ox-
hibitions of viee. The streets aro generally
orderly and deeent at all hours of tho day
and night, and fmmorality Is compelled to
hide itsolf [ndoors to an extent which makes
Now York lu that respect excoptional nmong
wreat capitals, On the vutshile, at leust, we
are very decent, anid the provoeations to see
offored 1n the streets are far less here thau In
European cities.

In London, for Instance, thero are much
frequented thoroughfarcs which at night
always presont tho most disgracefnl displny
of tlannting viee.  The ovil Is so great nnd
glaring that at last what s callsd s Contral
Vigllance Committes for the Reproeasion of
Immorality hns been formed in that city,
with tho-more especlal purpose of gotting rid
of these nightly processions. A fow woeks
ago o meating of this committee was helid at
Willla's Rooms, and many lmportant persons
took part in Its procosdings,

“Nothing in any of the European eitles,”
truly soaid the Chairman, " eonld appronch
the ghastly nmd disgracelul state of some
parts of the motropolis.” The strocts nre
almost Wlocked with disroputable wonien,
and the worst of it la that the traddesmen in
the loealitios espocially aeetod rofuss todo
any'thing fur the suppression of the nul<unes,
It probably benellts busineas, aud its fnimos
rality does not distarh them. The only thing
the moeting could do was to pass resolitions
directingg the establishment of **Joeal vigi-
lnnee eommittoss ' to assist the anthorities
In dealing with the evil, and to take such ln-
dependent actlon ns they could to cleanse the
streots from vicious displays, At prosent the
law is ineMective, nccording to thy spenkors,
and how under such elrewmstances the vigl-
Innee committees ean accomplish thoir ob-
Jeet without overrviding the law as the San
Francisco Vigilance Committoe onee did, we
do not see,

Perhaps the best thing they can do s to
sond adeputation to New York to flud out
how we have got rid of the evil. Lot them
put themselves Into eommunleation with
Capt, WiLLiAMS, for [nstance,

Tho boldness of the thing which young
Mr. Braise did In the early fervor of his
patrlotism has glven it a fixed place in Lis-
tory. Ho turned his attention to the papor
bounty business, providing for towns which
could pot il their quota. A little later he
happened to bo deafted himself. He promptly
procured a substitute, belng busy just then
looking aftor the manufacture and sale of
Bpencer rilles to the Government, But bold
us was Brother BLaise's deed, it could not
have been very appalling to the Confed-
eracy, Even tho substitute did not go to the
front. He wus provided with n place In the
Provost Marshal's offlce at Augusta, was
soon cought stoaling, and his martial visago
wis thereafter visible only through the Iron
bars of the county jnail.

Striet regard for bistorleal trath compels

bridge supposed a car had run off the track In
the depot over his head : workmen reconstruet-
Ing & burned bridee in New Jorsey thought the
timbors wore falllng : the employeses of the ele-
vated rallroads, belog sceustomed to the con-
tinuous shaking of those structures, thouglit

uothing about It. and the Itallan residents of the
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elty, who have had mueh axperiance of sarth-
uunkes In thelr own country, obeyed an Irre-
slstible Impulses to ran Into tho centrs of the
atreots and walt for the bulidings to fall. They
nppear o have buen the only peopla who with
onn acoord Immodiangly recognized the fact
thit It was an earthqunake,

All Amerlea com-
monded the bravory of Hamllton's defence, wa
all Engiand applasuded the Prince of Wales
when ho testifloll as co-respondent In Lady
Mordaunt's divorce case, that his relntions
with ber were merely Platonle. Dut Mr, Clove-
land has not made this bLrave defenco, but per-
Lups he will In his lotter of aceaptance.

Jnckson was ex-
eredingly distressnd at the eondition of things,
of which he himsoll and his wife were
innocent victims. Ho thon applied for her to
the Kontucky Legisinture, whero tho parties
resided, for a divorce, which divoreo wos
grinted by the Legislature, which had juris-
diction. ‘I'his would not have been done If the
Legislaturs had balinved Mrs, Roboris gulity
of any wrong with Gen, Jackson. Such con-
duet would bave hoan o' full answer to her ap-
plieation. A divores being greanted. Jackson
romarried hor, and was hor loving and faithful
husband until hor death. which he mourned
through the rest of hia life.
