The Lenaderiess Army.

With what fealings can thoso distinguished
votorans of the Demooracy, who have long
fought Its battles nnd worn ita honors, ro-
gard tholr extravrdinavy ocandldate of tho
presont canvass ? Although ostonsibly the
leader to whom all suboritinnte ohiefs must
look for guldanon, who should Inspire their
efforta and reap for them all the frults of vle-
tory, In Gnoven CLEVELAND thoy can see
nothing but the merest figurehead.

Hu 18 conlessedly incapable of leadership.
His mind doos not grasp that part of the
responaibilities of his position, His {dea
18 that the President should do ms he
may be told to do, and not attempt to per-
form those functions prescribed by the Con-
stitution through which, if ho would be faith-
ful to the principles heis supposed to ropro-
sent, he must necessarlly bo Lbo leader of
his party.

In fuct, in this eanvass tho Democratioc can-
didate is not presented as a skilful politiclan
or a wise gtatesman. His champlons would
have him consblered ns amanol extraor-
dinary moral purily, of transcendent eleva-
tion of character, but not of uncommon in-
tollect. He stands ns tho representative nnd
embodiment of that personal morality apd
purlty which the unhappy Republican bolt-
ors besought the Democrits to cherish be-
fore all principles of politics aud all dictates
of common sense,

It s not pretended that Mr. CreveL b
posscascs the faculty or tho trnlning tliat
are necessary to s political ebiel, He can
melther direct his party in Its present con-
test por inspire its polley for the future. Ho
has been set up as a sort of political sign
post. He may point out the way to those
who are advuucing, but 8o scon as the do-
pired road is galuced, they will turn Ll .ir
backs on him and he will cense to be of
further consefjuence,

Whither Are the British West Indivs
Drifving t

1t 1a & notable colucidence that at the same
time whon stops are taken to form an Aus-
trallan confederation, n movement should be
started In tho British West Iudin Islouds,
whose ulthmnte result may bo o nore or
less completa divorce from the mothor coun-
try and aovexation elther to the Canadian
Dominion or tho Unlted States. It is true
that thelr first concerted expression of a
wish to gain for themeelves belter torms of
trade with (heir American customers has
been rebuffed by the Colonlal Secretary, who,
at the cutset, showod equal reluctance to
oounteoance the desire of Queenzland for the
aoquisition of terrltory In New Gulnea. But
the final succeas of the SBydney conference
will encourage the planters of the Antilles to
peoralst ln thelr domands, which In the ond,
no doubt, will be granted by Lord DERBY or
by his succcesor In oflice,

What tho sugar growers of Jamales, Trin-
idad, and Barbadoes want is to bo put on the
same fooling In Amerlean markols as that
on which thelr actual competitors In the
Bandwich Islands and thelr possible rivals
in Moxico have been placed by treatics.
Thelr eagornoss to bring aboul an arange-
moent by which thelr food staples might ¢n.
ter our porta froe of duty has of late beon
powerfully stimulated by the determined
agitation in Cubs and Porto Rico for like
facllitics of acoess to the principal consumer
on this sidoof the Atlantio. The slgos of
growlng conviction among the slatesmen
of Madrid that tholr West India do-
pendencies can only be retalnod by ralical
jmprovements In thelr commerelal relatlons
with tho United States are viewed with lively
approhension by Britlsh producers In the
Caribbean, who ses that thoy must move
promptly if they would ever recover the
control of the market on our Atlantic sea-
board whioch they enjoyed before the Revo-
lutlonary war, With thom, as thoy plalnly
told Lord DrupY, the question of materlal
Intereet outwolghs cvory sentimental con-
slderation of affection for England, and they
insist that their right to consult thelr own
advantago Is no loss unimpenchablo than
that which In tho caso of tho poople of Can-
ada has beon so frocly recognized.

In the somowhat curt and stiff rejolnder
given by Lord DERBY to the momorlal of the
plantors ho hiontod that the malntenanco of
their prosent close relation to the mothor
country waa ncedod to Insuro thelr own
peace and eafety, The alluslon was, of
course, to the marked proponderance of the
black over the white population and te the
danger thatthe colonlsts might Le unable
tosuppress with thelr own resources such
outbreaks as Lhe last Jamalea Insurrootion.
The Britlsh Weetl Tudles, Including Gulnoa,
have uearly a llllon and a ha'f of lnhab-
ftants, of which tho whites unquestionnbily

form but a small minority, bLut, In-
asmuch a8 they poasess  noenrly  all
the ‘wealth, they should apparently

be onpable of supnortiog by cobperation
a police aud nllitary forea sullciont Lo pre-
seryve order, But, however this way be, it s
oartaln that Lho work of protecting the West
Jodin plapntera from lusurrection coulidl be
Gasily discinrged by the Caundian Dowmlo-
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fon, In this quarter the white oolonists
would naturally look for a protector, both
because they oould thus keep up aa ostonsi-
ble conneotion with COreat Britailn, and be-
ocause a proposal to joln the United Btates
would meot with litls sympathy at Wash-
Ington. We shall be giad to have thelr
products on conditions reclprocally protita-
ble, but the wish to annox any of Lho Aatllles
long ago dled outl among us.

If the Dritlelh Weat Indis Islands should
ever be lnoorporatad with the Dominion, they
would be subjeot to the samoe tariff logisla-
tion, and we should see Lhe planters of Ja-
mnioa, Trinldad, Dominloa, Barbadoes, and
Gronada disoriminating againat British man-
ufactures in favor of Canadian waree; and,
provided a reclprocity treaty llke that re-
oently conoluded with Mexioo should be
offected, the bulk of the Insular revobuce
would In practivo be ralsed by dutles on lin-
ports from Great Britaln. This grotesque
stato of things already oxlsts in Oanads, and
whon IL bhas boon roproduced In thoe West
Indlea, Australasia, and Bouth Afrloa, the
queation whothor England's colonial empire
i & profit or n losa will bo settled conclusive-
Iy by & reductio ad absurdum.

The Zero of Longitude.

Tha Prima Meridian Conforonos haa found
an obstacle In It3 path at & very early stage
of Ila soaslons, To tho reaolution that a com-
mon primn wns deslrable there was no op-
position: but whoen a resolution waa offered
propusing Greonwich as the zoro for all nn-
tions, the French reprosentatives dissentod.

As tho questicn Involved In tho matier Is
the saloly and convenloues of commerce and
navigation, It Is to bo hoped that there will
bo au ultimsto sgrooment upon the Groeen-
wich moridian. The Conferencs having al-
ready deolared that there should Lo a
univorsal primo, It Is plain that the step ro-
malning for It to take Is to scloot such s
prime. If tha Conference should fall to take
this atep, It would subject itael! to merltod
ridicule, Tonssomble delogates at Washing-
ton from all parts of the world—Ifrom coun-
trlies as far distant from each othor na
Hawall, Norway, Gualemala, Japan—
merely In order to formally aflirim
a polf-ovident goneral proposition, would be
afarce. A lotler, tolegram, or ordipary mes-
sengor could convoy a sufficlont adhesion to
the statoment that all nations ought to em-
ploy & common standard of tlmoe reckoning.
The.roason why men of eclentiflo attaln-
ments were sent to this Conferanoce ls obvi-
ously bocause they were specinlly fitted to
participate in soleoting and recommending
such a standard. Whother thelr respeotive
Governments will nccopt the recommondn-
tion lan differont mattor; but to argue, as
somo of the delogates appear to have done,
that no particular prime need be urged upon
all Governments, Is absurd,

The rcason why Greenwich has greater
olnims thanany other meridian now Iu use,
for universal adoption, Ia because it 18 alread y
oemployed by o large majority of the mari-
ners of tha world. It s beyond dispute al-
ready the accepted moridlan of the greater
part of the earth's commerce. The delegates
of the United Btates have formally re-
nounced all alaims to the solection of a zoro
within tho boundarles of thelr country, al-
though the Washington meridian Is inactual
use on cortain national and other maps.
What meridian, then, should be chosen in
preference to Greenwich? Should Berlin,
Bt. Petersburg, or Amsterdam? All those
are made secondary, even in thelr own re-
spective countries, for nautical use, to Green-
wich. Denmark could hardly Insist on the
superior clalms of Copenhagen, which she
uses, nor Bpaln on San Fernando. The only
merklinn which could be consldered as at all
n (it substitute for that of Groenwleh is that
of Parls. When, however, the combined
mercantile marine of Great Dritaln snd the
United Btatos—not to speak of that of Rus-
slo, Germany, the Netherinonds, and other
countrics using Groonwich to n greator or
less extent—Is compared with the marine of
France, the contrast |8 80 onormous that it
would seom little short of an absurdity for
the groater Lo give way to the less.

Taking the slngle consideration of the
making of new charts and the nlterntion of
oxlsting ones, the expenso thereby ocensloned
would be vastly greator IF Parvis were chiosen
In placo of Greenwlelh: and If o wholly new
zoro were fixed upon, a neodless loss of
millions of dollars would be iuflicted,

The Conference adjourned on Thursday,
when the opposition to agroement had be-
come obvious, to meet on Monday. It (s to
be hoped that in the interimall the delegates
will see the wisdom of recommonding some
common prime to all natlons, Ifthey can
arvlve at no botter arrangomont, they might
ot least fixon a majority and a minority
solution, leaving eonformity to either to the
food sense of the various Governinentsa.

The Young Girl in Brooklyn.

Wo are glad to soe that the young girl In
Brooklyn who wrote to us on the subject the
other day, has not yel mado up Lior mind in
favor of runaway marriages, Btill, sho
thinks that parents often so proceed as to
Justity thelr daughters In trying to breuk
away from the restraints putl about them.

It wo understand her letter aright, she
olulms that & girl should be allowed to plok
her assoclates nccording to ber own tastea
and without tho Interforence of her father
and mother. BShe wanta to receive at her
Lomo such young moa ns she likes to onter-
tain, and deens It an Impertinence for her
fither Lo Interrupt her when she 18 alone
with one of those visltors. Bhe scoms to
domand thnt she shall have undisturbed
possession of the parlor or drawing room on
such an oceaston—that is, her parents must
koop out of the way while the young men
are in tho house.

Wo kuow that in this country there are
many children who assume that when par-
onts have provided support for their boys
and girls thoy havo exhausted thelr right
and proper functione, The young folks ex-
poot to go thelr own way, choose thelr own
amusenments and companions, and rnako
thelr matvimonial engageomonts without
much referonoo to the wishes and judgment
of thelr olders. Thoy scom to have the no-
tion that age Is utterly lncapable of under-
standing or sympathizing with the mysterl-
ous impulses of youth, and that exporlence
and wisdom may be of valuoln other direc-
stlons, but ara too coarse and rude, too practi-
enl and commonplace, to deal with tho tender
emotions of tho youthful heart.

Undoubtodly & large part of the reading of
young peoplo tonds o encourage such a feel-
{ng of contomapt for paventud authority. The
herolnes of tho novels Lthey devour are usu-
ally stubboruly conteuding against fathers
or mothers who nro unuble Lo discover the
morits of thelr lovors, The path of youth Is
made tharny by the dull sensibilities oy Ly-
rannical tompers of s natural gunrdians,
pund the story ouds with the telumph of the
lovers over tho obstinaey and harshiness of
thelr parents,

Bomething Hie that Is the stoek plot of the
stock novael, which celebrates the superiority
of the Instinetive lmpulses and preferencos
of vouth to the tonder sollcitude and un-
binaaed judgment of age. In mattors of the
Leart, uecvrdivg to theso storles, which furm

oblid is necessnrily wiser than tho father,

Of course, therefore, suoh sentimonts as
those oohfeasad by thia little Brooklyn mald-
on oould not be otherwiso than frequent.
The common foellng among boys and
giris [a that parsntal intorferenos with their
love nffairs Is an unjustifiable impertisence,
to be always rosonted, and soveroly frownod
upon by the children.

If marriago was not the vory sorious mat-
ter It Ia, tho prevalenoce of such notions would
do allght barm. If gotting married moant
morely having a little lark, the many elopo-
monts of which we have read of late would
be of no, great consequence, If only the
lovoras thomselves were concarnod, and it
would be oasy for them to repair tholr orrora
of Judgment In ochooslng one anothoer, runa-
way marriangoa and hasty marriagos against
the wish and advioo of exporienos would be
of small account,

Bul a mistake in marriage, wo all know, Is
Irreparable, no mattor how free the divoroe
Iaws mmay be. Nor are the two poople Imme-
dlatoly conoorned In a conjugal union nlone
to be conaldersd. ‘The fumily lnto which &
now membor la Introduced by matrimony,
have righta which should bo regarded; and
If they are treated with contempt the ohild
algo Is likely to suffor, Desldes, tho ohildren
to bo born of tho unlon deserve tho moat
careful oonsideration. Are tho palr fitted Lo
have offspring--are they propoerly maled,
physloally and utelloctually ? inally, how
arn the weddod to support thomsolves ?

The truth la that there Ia no duly Imposad
upon parents whioh Is graver and moro im-
porative than that of gulding thelr children
into sultable marriages. So far from the
father of this robellious Brooklyn girl taklng
too many precautions to that end, he has
probably begun too lale, and used too little
dollcate judgment, e ought to have dono
more and mado It his concern that his
daughtor was surrounded by the fit sort of
young men, eo that ahe would not necd to
hunt for mals acquaintancos,

0! one thing sbo may bo cortalp, Lhat of
nll tha poople she knows those who havoe
hor bost Interests most at heart are her
parents, Tha purest and lenst solflsh affoe-
Lon is parental love,

What is a Dude ?

A Mr. Hamruron of Montreal last weelk
sund a follow member of the Canadinn alvil
sorvios for oalling him a dude on tho public
street. Tho Court, therefore, was required
to decide what & dude Is, in order to doter-
minn whether it {3 an opprobirious term, Ac-
cordingly alarge pumber of withosses wero
oxamined to got a doflinition of tho word, but
they difforod so widoly and irreconcilably
that the Judge was finnlly oliliged to con-
fesas his inabllity to decide what o dudo notu-
ally {8, and honce dismissed the case.

Yet, as orlginally usad, the teri dudo had
& vory delinite sigulfication. Tt was applied
to one of thoso solomn young coxeombs who
made Llielr appearance o fow years ngo ln
Loondon nnd New York, nod who woro dis-
tinguishod by an entire absctes of Intelilgent
expreasion ln their countenances and of noy-

hing ko display in thelr multless costumes

of English cut. Thelr alm was to be
uninterested and cmotionless under all clr-
cumstances, aud to atteact attentlon by their
statue-like roposo and utler wvacuity. In
thelr general get up and In their bearving
they closely roscmbled oach other, for thoy
all had the same nsinine model, whioh wos
of London make. The chlel purpose they
served duriog their short career was that of
walking advertisvments for the tallors who
eonstructed Lthelr garments of subdued colora
and a common cut,

But, the term dude having Lean adopted
with greot rapldity, It was soon npolied to
dandies of every kind, nod even to all men
who were careful about thelr dross, A bettor
application of It, however, was to cmpty-
headed fellows who ocounted themselves
superior to thoir nelghbors, simply because
they thought they wore more fashionable
garmonts—to thosze who would build up an
arlstocracy basod on olothes merolv,

Now, tie origival dude, so far from bolug
insulted when he was so called, was prouwl of
the distinetiom. Tt gnve bim the recogoition
for which he wus striving., Ho was posing
for effect, and when a tern: was mnuufae-
turod expressly to describe him, he hnd
attaipoed his highest nmbition. No genuine
dude would have brought the Montreal sult,
for he would hive ascribed the remaskk which
was 80 offensive to the Canndlan to the on-
vious admliralion of his collooutor.

Yot, of courso, an lutolligent and sensible
man does not like to be taken for a dude,
Buta mnnwho brings a lawsuit to resanl
such a designation s neither sonsiblo nor in-
telligont, nnd the chances are that the term
was not altogother misapplied in this Ca-
nadian ense—that is, Il we extend the mean-
ing of the torm so as to Includeamong dudes
sall sllly and valn meu who are touchy as to
the impression their appearance and bear-
Ing make on thoeir asshelates,

How the Eyes Ought to be Trained.

I areport to the Madieal Socioty of Lon-
don on the bad effeet of confiusd and vitiated
alr in sohool rooms on tho heart, lungs, and
orgnans of vision, Dr. D. DRUDENELL CARTER
speaks nt longlh of what ho says may fulrly
be desoribod as * the national negloot of the
oulture of the eyes,"

Instead of making efforts to Improve the
fnoulty of seelng, public educalors gonorally
leave It ontively noglested, Thoy sharoe the
prevalent ignoranco concerning thoe proper
rapge and scope of sight, and honoe concern-
Ing the powers whilch the eyes ought to pos-
seas, and thoreforu pay little or no attention
to this great faculty, whilo devoling cvory
epergy to the lmprovoment and developmoent
of others less Important.

Itls assumad that tho aouteness of sight
of some savages is a special fuoulty, and yet,
as a watter of fact, the savage only snos with
such clearness becauso hls eyes have boon
traioed as human eyes gonerally might be
tralned under like clroumstances, We pay
groat attentionsto athletic development In
theso days, to running, rowlng, and overy
game of skill, but the glght of the athlote is
left uncultivated, It ls, Indeed, left to decline
In noutanesa by shoer noglect.

“The conditions of the life of the young
urban Eaglishman,"” says Dr. CARTER, " have
also produced Lwo kinds of deformity of the
eycball—the short-sighted eye aud the flat
or hypermetroploc eye—each of which con-
stitules a serlous doterloration Ino the organs
of the visual sonse,” The great manufasto-
rloa of myopla, or shortslghtedness, are
badly lightod schools, The (st eye Is a
matter of arrested development, and It is
‘' moat eommon among n population living
in unwholesome conditions.” Thore is also
another defoct of shupe, known as astigma-
tism, where the surface of the oyo Is curved
ln differont divections, Al three, however
prosluced orlginally, ave constantly baoded
doswvn Ly parents to their offapring.

How prevalent those oves of delectlve
shapo are wo loarn from various exaniing-
thons of the eyeaof Inrge badles of people.
For lustance, De. Cons of Hroslau, in 1864
and 1863, found thet out of 10,00 soholars
1,630 hind eyes thus dofeetive, 1,072 belng my-
ople, 199 (Int evad, and 20 astigmatic, while
300 were sufforing fiom tho resulls of pre-
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78 ohlidren oul of 397 had thess irregularities
of vision. Buch troubles with the oyos are,
moreovor, oftener mot with among the poor
than among Lhoss brought up under more
favorable oonditions; but even in the great
publio schools trequented by the sona of the
riohor alassos " the amount of defeotiveaight
Is boginning seriously to engago Lhe alton-
tion of maators,"”

Dr, CanTrR, therefore, thinks that we neod
to bavo aroused In the community an ambi-
ton for good syes and noutences of sight, as
wo have for skill at the bodily exerclses
whioh now command so much attention, Of
oourse the kean slght of savayes s partly the
rosult of use diotated by noeocssity, but It is
also partly dug, In his opinion, to * the pralso
and admiration whioh keen alght would re-
oolva in the triba” Hoe would socordingly
have porfeotion of slght made "'a polnt of
physloal exoallonoo In all athlotie conteats,”
and propoace that tho Voluntoors sot Lhe ox-
amplo by In tims diminishing the dlamoters
of the bull's-oyes of thelr targels. Buch an
examplo, Dr. Canren bollevos, would soon be
followoed by publio sohools and athletio clube,

“ Important good resulta,” ho confosses,
“would not be immodiats, nor oould they be
fully attalned sxoopt In more than ono gen-
eration; but T think It cannot be doubted
thnt thoy would ultimately follow.” Ho es-
pocinlly recommonds games which require
olose atl,unl.!nn o a Oylug objeot, auch ns
tennls, battledoor, shutUecock, aud, in a leas
degrow, orlckoet, as among tho most poworful
agencles for strongthening tho musolos by
wlilch Lthe eyes aro directad and adjusted,

Portugnl in Africa.

The nnnouncemant that Benra ixro, tho
Afriean traveller, Is about to explore the
couniry betweon Mogambiquo and Liake Ny-
nesn makoa IL probabloe that Porlugal has
docidod to take stops tocarry out ils schemo
for tho extansion of Ita posscasions on the
casl oonst,

Portuguese atatesmen and goographors
have for some time been disoussing the
projoot of bringlng the country bolwoesn Mo-
zambigue and Liake Nyawa under {ts con-
trol. The English mlasionaries In that re-
glon havo been somowhat alarmed, belloving
that any extonsion of the Portuguese power
would be unfortunate for tho country and
would Intorfore with tholr labors.

Portugal hns until recently beon content
with Its possession of over 1,000 mlles of the
oastooast, and has not attemptod to penotrate
morathan twenty to NIty miles Inland, excopt
along the Zamboes! and to the gold felds
south of that rlver. Itis notat all cortaln
that Eogland will consont to an extonalon of
tho Portuguese claims In oast Alrlon, es-
pocinlly as the British Governmont hins kept
Capt. Poor in the Nyasan roglon for nearly
two yours, empowering him, ns Consul-Gen-
oral, to promote friendly and commereind
relations betweon Greal Britain and the
chiefs of that region,

The Congo question (3 only one of seyeral
Alrlénn problems that nre coming into proms-
inenco o the pollties of Europe.

The first ovidence of any capacity of re-
form in Guoven CLEVELAND has just been
brought to light. In his recent latter to Judge
Tnunstay, which was rond at an Ohlo meoting,
ho used, according to the newspapors. oven the
Alhany Argus, such phrases as ' lot ma remind
tha people,” or ' lot me Impress uvon the peo-
ple.” This was chnoged by our esteomed con-
tomporary, the Brooklyn Eagle, into lat " us"
romind the paoplo, aud lst *' us'" impress upon
tho peopls, and now we learn, Lthrough our
ostenmod contamyporary, the Albany Tines, thit
tho correation was roquosted by the Governor
bimsoll. It wasan improvement,

Woe learn that the Hon, 8, 8. Cox wishes to
b o enndidate for Congress la the Bixth dis-
triatof this clty, which he has 50 long repro-
sentod; and we certainly hope that his wish
mry be gratiled. Mr, Cox s onoof the most
useful mombors of the House of Roprosonta-
tives, nlways falthful to his politicsl convie-
tions, never ylelding to any job, an apostls and
A praoctitionor of egonomiioal government. It
would bo a publio misfortune it Mr, Cox should
not b roturaed to the noxt House,

The hopea of Me, CLEVELAND's supportors
In Now Jorsey nre rulsod a lttle by tho groat
nows that comos from Princeton, It Ia ru-
mored or suspocted that divera theologlonl
studonts In the eollees of New Jersey nro dis-
antisfled with Mr, Brarxe, Dut by what pe-
culine ratiocination ean this important faet,
it it ba a fact, be consldered ns holp-
ful to Creveraxp ? If tha thoologleal stu-
denta are dissatisfied with Bramxg, it Is to
be expectod that they will joln BuTLER or BT,
Joun, If any oonsiderable number of theso
young mon, who expect to becoms publie
tonchers of morality and religion, should bo
found to approve & person of CLEVELAND'W
charnoter, thers would be just cause to balieve
that Dr. McCorn's " compartment” of moral
philosophy needs overhauling.

England oolony, Republican by 40,000, From
Youngstown down the Ohlo Hiver to Porla-
mouth, a distance of 500 milos, la the mining
reglon. It {s Republican Ly 80,000,

Thore are, this year, 850,000 qualifiod voters
in the Btate, Just half of thess are oul-and-out
Amorloans, Of the remainder 250,000 are Ger-
mana, aithor by birth or doacent, 100,000 Iriah,

THAE SHADOW OF THE EARTH,

The eclipse of the moon last evening was
an Intereating spectacle.

Banks of oloud
and smoke lay nlong the eastern horizon, but
about 6 o'clock, when the moon was a fow de-
groes above the roofs. it appearsd In the form
of a narrow orescent, only a small portion of
the radiunt orb from which the shadow had
rotrented belng visible. Rapidly the vell was
withdrawn as the esarth and moon fell out of
llue, and early in the avoning tho full moon was
agnly pouring its flood of light upon the city.

A fow hundred years ago an eclipso of the
roon wus an evenot that luspirod nations with
torror. Now. as everybody knows the cause of
auch phonomena, most people pav very littie
attontion tothem. Among the thousands who
croascd tho Brookiyn bridae Iast avening while
the glgantio black shadow of the earth was
ereeplug over the face of her brillinnt satellite,
it was evident thnat very few know that an
oolipso was In progross, or saw anviling to be
natonished at inthe nppearnnce of n croseant-
shapad moon In the oast right alter sundown,
Yot such a phonomenon would not bhave os-

eapnd the wttention of Ignorant suvagoes,
although thoy would have rogarded It
with superstitious awo, It is to by re.

grettod that people ofien lose Intorest in nut-
ural phenomenn afltor sclence has explainod
Ltholr causes. When an eclipse ol the moon
was supposed to be tha maglo work of an ovil
demon all the world gnzed upon It; now that
eelipsos are known to be the result of grand
notural Iaws only astronomers puy any atton-
tion to them,

Yet what more wonderi{ul or instructive spoeo-
tacle could any Inleliigent mnan desire to be-
hiold than the hiding of one world intheshadow
of another through the operation of lawa so
simple that s ohlld ¢an undorstand thom, but
whioh, in such a case, are displaved upon s
soale of grandeur that the mind can only grasp
by the exercles of its highsst facultios ?
