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New Ideas In Politles?

Goen. Dernen s tho only stateaman who
Lrings any new idens into the politieal
tiscussions of the pesent canvass, Mo
alone hns struck out from the beaten track
nod the regulation routine, He alono bas set
forth a singlo proposition which looks to-
ward the futuro,

Filty years ago, in the days of Gen. JACK-
BON, there were atuong the Democratle masses
who supported him several oviginal think-
ers of popular origin, who whils they ad-
herad to tho dootelnes of JErrenrsoN, wont
beyond those of Apay Svrre: but all thelr
radicallsm was presently extinguished In
tho more vital and formidable agitation of
tue slnvery guestion, which took such hold
upin the inmost riglts of hamanity.

But the slavery agitation ended long ago
nmid the lame and carnnge of the civil war;
aud sinee thoen the eorts of politicians
have heen addressed on the Republiean side
townrd kooplnge posssssion of the olfices, and
on the Democratio side toward  gotting  pos-
seasion of them, Inoall this time searcely
n aslugle new thouzht has been adyvanced
by any orfthodox  Demoerntle  politiclan
or writer exeept Mr. TILDEN. U 15 true
that n number of ablo amd enthusinstie gon-
tlemen, lnunehing out upun the dreary and
doultful waste of political economy, bhave
brought up once moroe tho doeteing of freo
trade; but there Is no novelty In it, nor
puytlilng to rouse the jadod Interest of the
publle mind, Buat now Gen, BUTLER comes
forward with radieal views of deep vl
fality, appealing to that vast majority of
Ameriean citlzens who earn their living with
thele own heads and hands, in toll about
farms, mines, and workshops, He sum-
mons them (o unlted action in behal! of thelr
own Interests and thoe future safety of thelr
chilidren ; and if such netion could be fully or-
gnnized and realized, it would make them
the mastors of the country and tho directors
of its political destinios,

This I8, indeed, n novelty In our polities,
pod it is greatly to the honor of DUvTLER
that lio has taken the lead in & movement
which covers 0 much ground and may be
destined to so long a life. T is & movement
fully in harmony with the philosophy of
JEFFERsoN and of JacksoN; aml, whatever
bo the result of this election, or of the next
election, It Is probably destined to triumph
some day, and to confer unequalled benetits
upon tho people of this eountry and of the
world. This republie eannat go on lorever
with the rich men growing richer and vielier,
and Lthe workers carning only enough o keep
thom from starvation,

The Meridian Conference.

In racommeonding by a large majority the
adoption of the Greenwich meridian a8 n
common prime, the Intornational Couference
at Washington worthily completed its maln
work. It bas sinco resolved, also, that longi-
tudo ought to be counted, a8 pow, In two
directions up to 1%0° This conservative
action was perhaps not generally expected,
ruany persons doubtless supposing that this
body would follow the Roman Conference in
declariug that longitude oughit Lo be counted
contlouously throughout tho 560 dogroes. It
pesms, however, to bhave been considered
that, after the adoption of a common zero,
the remaining dangers of clerleal or other
errors in confusing east and west, or plus
aud minus, near the prime, woulid bo much
like those resulting from Incorreot reckon-
ing—a speciea of carelessness which may
dofy any rules, The retention of the present
method of eounting also preserves the full
wse of all existing cbarts and calculations
based on tho Greenwich meridian—a most
lmportant cousideration, as these have cost
much money. The Confercnce had further
urgod the adoption of a universal day for
cortain limited purposes, which nead pot lu-
terfere with local or other standard timea;
and at its pext meating on Monday it 18 to
dotermino whether this day ought to begin
at misan midoight of the fnltinl meridian and
be counted coutinuously through twenty-
four hours,
¢ As to the cholee of o prime, absolute
unanimity would of course have been gratl-
fying and valunhle; but whon It onee baseame
mnnifest that this was uvpattalnable it be-
camo necesgnry, in order to avold an utter
fuilure, to record the judgment of the ma-
Jorvity. It ls cnecolraging to flud the sulltary
vote enat agalnst the ( wmwleh prime come-
tog from San Domilogo: for Freanes and
Drazll, whose votea were withhold, may yot
vield, through thelr Governments, that con-
formity to tho genoral judgzment which thelr
delegites ot the Conferenes did got feel justi-
flod In aecording.

It should be remembored that this project
of selecting neommon prime did not origl-
pate exclusively with Eoglaoud, apd that the
formnl! fuvitation to the Conference catng
from the Unlted States, wlideh tind nomierldion
of (ta owa for topograplilenl purposes. The
£ joorions, alse, which woere mised ngninst
solecting the Greenwleh soro were runtuly
theoretical, It was sald that an interna-
tinonl prime should not pass through the
tereitory of a leading power.  But why not?
Theva [s no futrinsie quality in one meridian
above apother entitling it to respect o
averston, To agsociate Ideas of dignity with
oun of tha great elrcles of tho globe rocalls
Byosey Suitn's phraso of spoakiog disre-
gpeetiully of the equntor. More of the
moridinn of  Greenwich passes  through
Franco thap through Eoglasd; and If na-
tlonality reaily counts for nich, Franeo
eould erect n transit Imstrument on this
meridinn within hor own domiuions, ealling
the preeloct Groenwich, juat as wa have n
Qozen or more Ameriean Parises, and thoas
reckon fromm o French Greenwieh,  Or it
would be perfeetly practicable for her to
rockon from some existing b nolawn ow
on the interpationul prirvwe, e St Sauvonr

Bosldos, 1t would be dificnlt to got & *"neu-
tral * meridinn, s the French delegates
phrased it, or ono not traversing the posees-
slong of a groat power. Even had the sug-
goatod resort Lo Behring Btraits for this par-
pose boen made, still, as Prof. NewooMn
pointed out, the selected prime should run
througl the centre of a transit instrument,
wlhileh would have to be placed ou land. The
twentieth  meridinn west of  Groenwleh
geomad much more convonlont; It traverses
Greonland and looland, to be sure, but it
would eause loss serlous alterations of the fig-
ures on oxlsting charts.

The Conforenen, however, detormined to
rest on Lhe brond and safe ground that cons
siderations of political neutrality wore out
of place In this mattor of commercinl convon-
wnee and safoly. When the Governinoents
of Franes and Bragil eonsidor the enormous
proportion of the world's mavitims Interests
roprosentod In the majority decision, thoy
should bardly hesitate to eonuform to it

England's Egyptian Incubns,

The latest sdvices from Calro announce
the vollapse of the attempt to relieve the
Egyptian treasury by a suspension of pay-
moents to the sinking fund, and it follows
that the deflelt Incurred by the large outlay
for pollee and military purposes must, for
the hour at all events, be borne by the Lritish
Government, Meanwhile such meagre in-
formation as leaks through a rigid eongor-
ship of presa despatches from the SBoudar,
proves that Lord WoLSELEY'S adyance to
Khartoum, for which elaborate preparations
have long bean making, will boe n much loss
facile and expeditious performanee, and sup-
ply a more declsive test of that Gonoral's
abilities, than his vaunted march to Calro,

The revocation of the ordes affeeting the
sinking fund is the more unexpected beeause
it Is only the other day that the British
Commizsloner, Lord NORTHBROOK, made it
patent that this measure was but an opening
wedge by declaring that a reduction of the
intorest on the forelgo dobt was also lnevi-
tabile, 1t appears, too, that vary roceutly the
Kliesdive tried to reassures his Minlsters, who
hnd been personslly sued by the trusteesa ol
the muleted fumd, by pledging himsell 1o
indemuify them in case of the seizure of
thele proporty,  Bub the Khedive's own posis
tlun 1s not regurded s specinlly secure, aud
tho sudden reversal of his fiscal polley 18
due dn part, apparcently, to the reluetauee of
Nrvnak Pasha to bear the fivst brant of
Htlgntion with the bondhollers,  Morcover,
the Britlsh Forcigun Ofles may have il
private lotimations  from sowe of the
Continental powers that no strenuons ob-
jretious would ultimately bo moade to o sis-
pension of the sinking fomd, provided the
Britlsh  Government  would  guncantes
Farypt's ereditors equivalent security lnsomae
other form,  Undonbtediy the true sulution
of tho financial prablerm 18 that which Lord
NORTHBROOR 18 now understood to favor,
namoly, that England shall ngreo to protect
the Nlle country for a long term cof years,
and sbinll also envenaut with the bondholders
that the lnterest an the debt, afler belug once
out dovwn to n rato which the Egyplan rev-
etues nre adequate Lo meet, shall be curtailed
o farther during the period of cecupation.

As vot but Listle progress bos beeuw made
by the Worsuuey expedition, A part of his
fores hna reachw! Dongola, and Col. KiTou-
ExrEn, with a small detachment, I8 at Ambu-
kol -that l= to say, at the Nile termlnus of
the carnvan track lrom Dongola aoross Lho
Jisart. Bat the bulik af the British forees
reanaln &t Wady Flalta, and thotr eommnnndir
soemns unabile to determilie when or how they
are to ba pushod forward. At one time we
are told thnt the Nile steamers impressol o
such numbers Ly the English authorities: pre
tor bo suppiemented with a hundeosd row-
bonts, and  that the eoutingeut of Ca-
nadian boatmen I8 on its way up the
viver. The pext day there are lndicitions
that nfer all the outiny made for river
truuspurtntive the Nie route will bp dis-

carded, for we hoar that 1,900 camols are to
bo collocted at Dongula. Our surmise that
Gen. WorsxLEY's movements would be im-
peded by the same causcs thet delayod his
assault on Tel-ol-Keblr scoms to ba couflrm-
ed by the report that in his despatchos to Ltha
War Offlce he complains that bis advance
has been parnlyzed by the blunders and dis-
hopesty of the commissariat and transport
sorvice. HBuol Gen. WorskLey's own experl-
enon had glven him full warning of the
ombarrmssments to be expoctad from this
quarter, aud ho may not find It casy to ox-
pinin why, with bis proponderant lofluonee
ul the Horse Guards, due procautions wers
not tuken Lo hindor their recurrence,

In the Soudan situstion uo materinl chango
Liss taken placo sluco the recapture of Ther-
ber, nlthough the air 1s thick with rumors of
agriressive moveoients on the part of the
Fulso Prophet.  According to lnteliigence ro-
colved by way of Massowah, Gen, GolboN
after his return to Khartoum procosdsd to
ecollect taxes In Bennaar and to freo that
pendnguln from  senttered bands of relels,
That his ablo  lHeutonant, Col, Srewanr,
Is still Hviog there soema 1o by soime ground
for hope lo tho latest telegrams denying
thint thero were any Earopeans of mark on
bonrd the steamer thint grouonded on the
rocks not far from Morawoe,  As Lo the story
that the Mawor bas despatched an army
agnlnst Dongola, this was probably invented
to sbako the fdelity of the native offlolnls
and auxilinries assembled ot that place.
More eredible Is the report brought by a
earavan from Kordofan that a strong foree
of rebels 1s moving upon Khartoum, in the
bhopo of moastering thnt town while It Is
wenkenod by a supposed dearth of pro-
vislons, and before the relloving column enn
come up. Butof course Gen, Gorpox will
have replenished his supplies if ho hos had
free aceess to the grannries of Senonar, and
the cortaloly of npproaching rescuo will
eansa the garrison of the SBoudancse capital
to defend Itsell with desperation,

Citizens may be divided into two classes,
nataral born and aliea bors. Natural-bern
eltizons are of two kinds—native born—those
born of alther Ameriean or allen parents with-
in the jurisdietion of the United Btates. and
forolgn born—thoso born of Amerloan parents
without the jurisdiction of the United Blatos,
Allon-born citizsns are of thres kinds—those
who begome citizens by thelr own voluntary
net, upon porsonal petition ; those who bocomo
eitisens [nvoluntarily, by ths acte of others,
ttch an minor children ; and those who bocome
oltizens lovoluntorily, as & consequonce of
tholr own acts (allen wivos),

Tho native-born citizon In his own eountry
neods no oortidoate tlst he Is a cltizan, His
onth that ho Is native born is all that ls re-
aulred of hilm until the contrary Is proven.

All othier cliizons omed, and the courts are
nuthorlized to grant, & cortdfeato slating that
they nes cltizons of the Unltod Ktates, Dy law,
this cortificate (s made of the highost valldity.
It s n judgment of a court, and eannot be at-
tackod In collatoral procecdiogs. Whon pro-
sonted In court or to nn election oMeer, It must
bo neeaptnd as Oonl and eonclusive prool that
the person named in it I« un American eltizon,

As arulo, only one of the four kinds of citl-
rons nooding It take the trouble to oltain this
enrtiileate, anid the result |8 endlegss confusion
and annoyancs to eourts, litigants, election
ufllcors, and votera. This arises maloly from
n misundarstanding of the phrasa ‘nntural-
izatlon papers,” An allon does not take out
“naturalization papors,” o goos Lo court,
and thiore, upon his application andalter having
mnda the necossary doclaration and having
provod 118 residence by avidenos other than Lin
own, he s admitted to cltizenship, The court
thon glves him s cortifieate that he s a eltizen
of the Unitad States, Ho ls & eltizen without
It. But it Is vary usoful for hlm to huave as
handy documantary avidonce, saving o search
of the sourt rocords every time his rights are
questionad.

This cartiflonte of eltizonship may ofton be ns
nacessary to the forslgn-born childran of the
Amarlean eltizon, to the allen-born ehlldron of
the Amarienn citlzen, to the nilen-born wily of
tha Amariean oitizen, aa it Is to the allen-born
man. They aro oltizens without It Bo | ha,
They have no lokal rocord that they are. He
has, If thoir citizonship lis donled, they must
go to troublo nnd oxponse to prove It by the
testimony of witnessas, If his cltizonship ls
quastionad, ho simply shows s cortiflonte, If
their witnessos dis or eannot bo foundd, their
caso mny bo loat, If his cortifleate I8 lost or
mislaid, he cpo got anothar within a fow dnys,

Whon Gon, Goorgo Gk Monda npplied for let.
tors of adininistration he was asked whern ho
wns born, *In Vigo, Hpain,' ho ropliod, " Lot
1 nm nnntural-born eltizon, my father being at
tho time the United Ststes Consul,” Tho con-
testanta objeotad, upon the ground that hoe was
nota citizon, Ilis own testimony was not suf-
flelont to prove that his [ather wns an Ameri-
ean cltizon, or the Unitad Stales Consul at that
port. The olyrotinn was sustainod, nithough
it wns woll known to all that he was a natural-
born Amarioan, and he was compailnd to go to
troublo nud axponsa to legolly prova his olti-
zonship, It ha had praviously gone hefora a
eonrt with propor ovidence and soearad a onr-
tifleate of ecitizenship, ita production might
hnve obviated ahjection,

Not many yenrs ago the allon-born widow of
n distingnished Guensral appenred in court to
takn ount lottera testamontary nsd oxecutrix,
Hor marriaga hnd mado hor an Amoriean elti-
zen, but the Surrogate vary properly rofused to
fssna Iettars, nithough tharo was no ennlost
nnd no other otyestlon, on tho ground that she
mdmittad alien birth and prodiesd ao proof
thnt she wns n elitizen, Hhe must prove that
hor busband was o citlzen and that she had
bden lnwlully married to him, Har counsel
took har to s Judgs personally neqoaluted with
hor and hor husbind, who lssued a eoptificate
ol citizopnahlp, Bha returned withiin thirvty
minutes, and hep asunssl handed her certlil-
ents to the Sarrogate, who Immedintely jasucd
the lettora, This saved months of delay; but
It Ia not often that the alien widow lins sush
connanl or felsnds,

All parsons, axcept Indianas not taxed, born
in the Unitod Ytatos are citizens, but only threo
ninsses of persons are ellgible to eltizonship
by naturalization, Theso are: 1. Free white
allens: 2, Allons of Afriean natlyity, bond or
fres; 3. Poraons of Afriean deacant, bond or
frea, This provision soolles alio to wives, to
minor ohildren, to marinars, to dischnrgod

Tothe requirement of fve yenrs' eontinuous
rashilencea thera aro two  excéaplions: 1. An
honarably discharged solilior or sailor (but not
a uarine, from whom only one vear's resi-
dunee provious ta nnturalization Is reguired;
4, A sonmian, from whom threo years' soarvion
an o merchant veesal of the United states,
aftar n declaration of  Lis  fatentions, s
requirgd, The puestion of what constitutes
reatdonss must be dotarminngd by tha court,
The uct of 1310 required coutinuous resi-

dence, amd tha ocourts pomatemad it strigtly,
rajocting the anplication of & man who had for
& miaute seppad across the Oanadian boun-
dary. In 1842 Congross struek put the clause
requiring ocontinuous rosidence, mnd any-
thing that oould be construed into residenco
was acoaptad.  Whon the Hovisad Satutes woere
propared the word wns restored by the com-
pllers, and the statute now reads, as In 1813,
“for the continuons term of five years noxt
proosding his admission.”

oliargod woldlors; bul Loth wust prove in-
tention,

The deslaration of intention oneco filed, the
donth of the applicant doss not provent his
widow and childron from booomlug eltizens
whon the time of liis probation expires, ' upon
taking tho preseribed oaths,' the statute anys;
but some oourta have mot reguired osths,
imsulng tho eortiflontes as mattors of right o
tha widow and chlldren,

The naturallzation of the allen father natural-
izes the milen wife nnd minor children, The
wife and ehildren tiead not have beon residents
for the flvae yoars preceding,. Whero a child is
lllegitimate, one court has docided that it Is
not naturalized, another that it {s, and a third
euts the knot by declding thata eourt has no
right to Ingquire whether the child s or I8 not
born Inwedlock, Iftho wifo is Mongolian, she is
not naturalizod by hor marriage to a eltizen or
by hier hustmnd’s naturalization, but the ohil-
dren of the half blood are citizens. Tho Cau-
caslan wife of u Chinaman may be uaturalizod,
with or withoat her busband’s consent, but
tholr ¢hildron born out of this country are not
eltisens. ‘This followed the rule that an alien
wile may bo nataralized without her allen hus-
band's consent.,

A porson elaiming eltizanship and the right
of suffrage by roasan of his paronts’ naturaliza-
tion ™ must prodace to the sloction oMoesrs Lils
fathor's sertifloate : he is incompetont to vrove
It by his own ontin" The person of foreign
birth who was an infant whon he eame horo,
aod doss not know whether his father wos
naturalized or not, s an alien. Evidence that
his fathor votod nod that he had voted is not
sufllelent: Lo must produce his own or hls
fnther's eartiflonte,

From this it will ba saean that It I8 the duty of
tho alion when naturalized not only to take ont
his own cortilleats, but to apply for g cortifl-
eate on bohall of anch porson naturslizoed by
hisnet, I tha futhor negglocts tils plain duty,
the wife and ehlldren should wko lils ecertifl-
cnto ton court of record and obtain their own
oartifleatos, If the father bas more than one
son, It mnay bs impossiblo for ennh ono to pra-
rent the foathor's cortifloats to the inspectors,
Ifowoh son votes on his own oortilloats thers
can bo no annoyatico, If tha father's cortiil-

Five Fecrsuns Hurt by tse Explosion of &
Detonmilag Unriridage.

HAWLEY, ’a., Uct. 16.—A little son of Owan
Reddy, bving on the llne of the new Wyoming
oxtension of the Erie Laillway. this side of
Pitteton, found a detonating cartridge on the
rallway track.

noundla on the hllminmlnf powder the enrt-
ridie exploded, MrsHoddy's tiumb and fore-
finger on her right hand and all of the Oogere
on the loft hand wore torn offt. A pisee of the
eartridge buried lsall in the baby's chesk, just
below the loft eye, mnklnlf n serious wonnil,
Another piecs went elear through ons chsek of
the oldest boy, and lodged In the opposite
cheok. The little girl raceived A pines of the
matial fn the muscie of the right arm, and the
boy who hind found the cartridge was badiy
wounded in the neck by the explosion, Mrs,
