wooldsman, did not tuke place bafore 1760, It
woas (n 1773 that the (irat code of Inws was drawn
up by the settiers thomaslves for the governs
ment of their eommunity, to which they gnve
the short-lived nnme of Transylvatls, and it is
& curlous eoineldence that a race triack waa

t Prof. Shaler tells us that In 1780, notwith-
standing the Loevolutionnry war, nnd perlinps
on ascount of the disturbaness which it bronght
atbout o snstorn Vicginla, an netive Immigra-
tion Into Kentucky began, which he thinks
most have transfarred at least 5,000 gouls por
annum.

The story of the long contention between
Franes and England for dominanes in North
Amerion—in whieh Mr. Fraxcin Parxuan dis-
oerned a Niting thome for & historionllom posi-
tion of the first order—ends with the second
voluma of Montraln and Wolfe (Lattle, Brown &
Co,). When the thread of narrative is caught
up In the first chaptor of this volume the sltua-
tlon of the English eolonies was dinhenrtening,
though it may ba opined that Braddock's de-
feat and olther reverses wore necdnd to rall out
the coneeriod anergy by which their numaerl-
eal auperlority w the French enemy was
to be at last turned to mecount.

tu nwond thole beliaviorn,

The substanes of the neeusation made o
Gurmany agninet tho Juws s that thoy pre a
distinet and an inferlor ruoce, peparated Ly ro-
lglon, aympat hies, and modes of thought from
thelr Obristisn feliow eltisens;: thas they are

oceupled with the ans sole purposs of nmnss-
Ing money by any and svery means, however
disreputable, and that they are gradunlly. by
their adroitnoss In finance, politios, and jour-
