Batug an eminent lawyer, Mr. Evarta was
employed with othiars as vouns<ol for Andrew
Johuson in the imponchmment trinl, This waas
au reflectlon upon Lim as A Hepubtican, I ha
agted only professionally, and 1ora profeasional
for.  Dut the Aduiidetiution of President
Jolinson Lecamo Intensely Democentle, nnd he
was i wost active and earnest candlidnte In thoe
Nutional Democratie Conveution of July 1,
1808, for the nomdnutlon which went to Hora-
tlo Seymour, It was after this that the Hon.
Willinm Maxwell Evarts was appointed Attor-
noy-Gonoral under that Demooratie Adminis-
teatlon, wins sworn in on the 15th Jday of July,
1884, and continuad In offlve nntll Masch 4,
1500, Tho acsentntics of n seat in the Cabinet
of a Domoeratie I'rasident, after linving been
engnaed as counsel for himinan lmpeachment
trial, was suggestiva of too elose nrelation be-
twoen the two employments, and eortainly was
fncompatible with that thick-and-thin adher-
ence 1o the Nepublican party which is now
elnimed as ono of Mr, Evarts's chiol virtues.
