1t is the Independent voters whio turn thoe
Senle one way or tho other in eleotions; and
they will tinally Judge tho success or failure
of tho party now coming lnto power not ae-
cording to the wiay in which it disposes
of tho ofMees, hut according to the way in
whileh [u dispoges of the peoplo's money.

Charges ol False Pretences.

A 0. I BaTes, an wlvertising agent of
Yarge experience, complaing with good rea-
fon of the linpossibility of obtaining exaoct
luformation with regard to the cirenlation of
most newspapers,  In fact, the number of
Journnls In'the United States which publish
their regrular eirculution from day o day and
week to weelk Is very emall—not half o dozen,
go far as wo can count them up.

The rest keop their circulation a earefully
guntdod seeret, nud though it must be
Enown to seviral individuals in cach office,
it dons not leak out.  Even in the newspaper
workd tsell the slze of the editions sold by
Journnls of great promivence can only bo
guessed at,  Advertisors and  advertising
pgents, therefore, are In the doark as
to o atter which 18 of the flrst Im-
poriance to them, for, other things being
eqnil, the valae of anewspaper to them do-
pends on the extent of its cireulation, A
mian buys other things, nnd ho knows exaetly
what he Is getting, and can compare the
prices charged with thoss which the same
urtleles eommand in the market generally;
ndvertising spneo hoe must take * unsight,
unsesn eewithout belng able to inform him-
gcll a~ to the auount of publleity he gets,

Lt the worst effect of this seeroey 18 the
distrust awakened intho minds of advortisers
with rogrard to the teuthiulness of newspaper
pabil=liers,  We are sorry to say that the
prevadeut oplnfon I8 that such publishers
commonly lis about tho elroulution of thelr
Journals—even the publishors of newspapers
which are gsevere evities and consors of socinl
and politienl morals,  Exporlenved adver-
tisers nover think of relying on them for in-
formation as o that subject, baving no
contidence that they will got the oxact
facts, but elthor mako thelr own guesses
or tuko the estimate of some agent like Mr.
BATEs, who gives the newspapers, as he
puts it, the elrculntion which * I think they
are respeetively entitled to," though ho ac-
Enowledges thit thers must be errors in his
flrures beesuse of s own ignoranem,

Now, listen to what thils ndverusing agent,
who has had s0 much to do with newspapor
publisliers, s constrained to say to his cus-
tomers with regavd to them:

It ought to be the eaniont thing in the world to learn
the exact circulation of the ¥arious newspajura of the
conniry, huk it is, in point of (ser, extremaiy diMegly
aud An the vast malorty of casew tmposnble.

These are very serlous eharges —chargos of
dolng business on false pretences -and we
caunct mgron with M. BaTes that because
newspaper publishers are oot **leds honest
than other mon In the ordinary affairs of
Mife,” they should cscaps condemupation if
they lle about what most concerns their
pockets. Nor Is it any excuse fur one pub-

dlshor's deception that A be told the truth

reiove
reguinely

his newspaper would “appear to disad-
vantagn beslde those of less scrupulons
rivals.” Oune man's lylng Is no justification
of anothier's.

But has Mr, Bares found the trus ex-
planation of the “secrocy and deceptlon’
of which he rpeaks so unreservedly ¥ As ha
says, the publisbers who are usually so
closo-mouthed ng to their sales are ready
enough to take the publie tnto thelr conll-
donce when thelr cleenlation ronches grent
figures onsome exeeptional day. 1s the con-
elusion unfair, then, that ordinarily thelr ely-
culntion Is not largo enongh to be boasted of,
or s oo small to bo revealed, and its extont
Is left to the imagioation of the publie, on
the prineiple of the old Latin proverh that
overything not known s thought to be mag-
uifleent?  Auny way, that 18 tho conclusion
men commaonly draw.

Such a practics of secrecy and doecelt, It It
exists generally ns deacribed by Mr, Ba'Tes,
is altogether disgraceful aud very harmiful
to tho newspaper business, which is ane that
comes more prominently befors the publie
than nny other. Dishonest v in the publishing
offlee muat weaken conlldence in the hotesty
of the editorinl rooms, for, In the mnjority
of cases, tho editor 18 a partner in the busi-
noss, and dipsetly prolits by the lving down
stales, IF, indeed, It 18 profitable, For wo be-
lieve that, as o whole, and In the end,
the  practienl  effect  of doing  business
on false protonces (4 always bad. Besides,
advoertising 18 something abont which men
are ln groat perplexity, oven after long oxe
pericnce with it, and their doubts are in-
erensed by their inability to flnd out truth-
fully how much newspaper publiclty they
are getting for thelr money; oay, they are
chilelly due to it.

Accordingly, wo are glnd to soe that the
example which Tue Sus hns g0 many years
furnished, of publishiog the exact number of
coples It sells [row day to day, innll seasons,
and whatever the mutations of Its clreula-
tion, 1s now followed by a few of our contem-
poraries, It s truo that the number is ooly
three or four out of thousaods of newspa-
pers, but they are better thun none,

The French Adventure in the Enst,

The Freneh military and naval forees in
Tonquin and Formosa have made good use
of the last month, during which attention
has bicen divertod from their operations by
the eritieal position of the Britlsh troops

in the Soudan, The Pekin Government
ghould now ba  pretty  well convinesl
of its inability to cope with Franee,
elther by laml or sea, oaud ns  the

Lope of English interposition hns quite vau-
f=hed, It must doubt even the expediency of
o prolonged defensive war, whose straln
would prove more rulnons to Chilnn Lhan to
hor upponent. The report s, therelore, not
improbable that negotintions for the ar-
rangement of o compromi=e through the
mdintion of some neutenl power hisye been
repowed,  China beaten will bo willing to
yield more, and France suceessful can, with-
out losa of dignity, exact o litle less,

When the troops avalluble for dischnrging
the double duty of controtling the el River
and expeliing the Chiness from their stroog-
holds o the northeast of “Tonguin bad been
ralsed by rednforemments from Freaoee to
about 18,000 men, aggressive movements
waoere resumaed with vigor and efficiency by
the new French commander, Gen, Briige
DEL'IsLE. The situation which confronted
him was serious, and compelled the demon-
stration that BEoglislimen are not the only
Europeans capable of surmounting obsta-
clos and evincing rockless bravery,  Slgee
the ll-timed attempt to occupy Langson,
which provoked the Court of Pukin to reject
the Tlon-tsin tveaty, energetic efforts had
been made by the Vieeroys of the Chinese
froutier provinees to strongly fortify and
garrison this place, from which a lnod of
Invaders could at any hour ba pourad (nto
the heart of Tonquin.  On the other hand,
approach to Langson from the south would,
untler the most favorable clreumstances, be
difffeult for the artillery and supply traln of
a modarn nrmy, for the sule moeans of aceess

Is & wvery mnarrow causewny, winding
through o marshy  country, for  the
miokt  part  subwerged,  But when the

French troops were ready to begin their
march, this enusoway had been rendersd ul-
most impassable by huge breaches, by mns-
sive ramparts of stone nod chetae-do-lrive,
while every point of rising ground was oeou-
pied by Chinesa sharpshooters, The lowest
estimate of the force massed along this
strong luoe of defonca puts it at 40,000 men,
and thocourago displayed by the Binck Fiags
during tho provious campaigos In Touguin
and by their tellow insurgents inthe Tasplug
rebelllon has taught us not to undereate the
Chinese eapacity for du=perate fighting.

Aganinst this fores, possessing evary sirate-
gieal advantage, Gen. DE L'ISLE could pot
employ over hilf of the French soliliers un-
der e command in Tonquin, or at the ut-
most 000 men. Novertheless, the column of
attack, though wenk (o wumberd, was so
skiltully handled and behaved with so much
gallantey that tho havd task of driving the
encimy from one outwork after another, and
of wrenching Langson itsell from their
grasp, was thoroughly performed, Not, in-
doed, without a fortnight's lncossant fight-
ing nnd the storming of ot least
two  forts, in defending which  the
Chinesa inuat have displayod ateadiness anid
valur, for the logses sufforod by the French
seéem to hava boen considornble. Bat the
work undertaken by Gon. De L'ISLe was
done, With the evacuntion of Langson, and
the recoll of the Chivess bebind thelr own
!mnllnﬁ', the subjugation of Tonquin is
virtunlly accomplished, for with all the kevs
to the Song-kol delta in Fronch hands, the
inlinbitants will conse to look for help to
China, and will speedily resign themselves to
the French protectorate.

e
In Formosa Admiral Covnugr has man-

aged to keep, and oven to tmprave, his foot-
Ing, although his resourcos have boon much
more inadequints to the work roquirved of Lilin
than wora those of Gen. De w'lsne. In bis
attempts to dislodge the Chinese LEOOnIA (e-
oupyige the helglits near Keluug ho ot with
sotne roverses, but these have sineoe been olf-
set by dechdod advantages.  Novertheless,
should the war be prolonged, e will
probably need o somowhnt stronger foree
1o hold and work the coal mines, which are
the capital uhjsct of the French demonstra-
tion in Formosa, In his cogagemoent with
tha Chineso squadron, from which groeat
things seem to have boon expected ot Pokin
unud Shanghal, he was brillinatly sucesssiul,
Wado not, indeed, know as yvet how many of
tha Chineso vessels that entored tho Niug-po
River were lronclnds or whother they were
commanded by Buropenn oMioers, but it Is
undisputed that of the flve men-of-wiar thres
flid before the Fronch could eigngs them In
close action, while the ramalning two woere
suuk by torpode boats, Thele complete fail-
ure inthis experimant will probualdy disabuse
the Chinese of the npotion tiat, boeaisn they
have become profieleat In uavigntivg ner-
chaut stenmers, they are therefore able 1o
contend with Buropenns in naval warfire,
On tha whole, the prospect (8 just now de-
eldedly propitivus. for the fulfllment of the
French dreams of colonlal emplra in the East,

and Chios, which can wpo louger lovk for
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avowed or secret support from any quarter,
may do well to agree qulckly with her de-
spoller, lest hardor torms should be Imposed.

Nor
necd i b mortifled boecause that 1s the case,
Only bere and thers is & man to be found
who has n gift of story telling of which be
hing any reasun to be proud,

Besldes, the market Is overflooded with fie-
tion of pne sort or another, and just now
espocinlly the business of the average Ameri-
can uovnlist I8 fur from profitable, So poor
Is the anle of miscellansous books that pube
Hshers dare nobt acespt monuseripts which
thoy know to be good; annd even in the bost
times a publishor of books, of a magazlue, or
o uowspiper gots ten, nay, tweuty times s
many storles ns he ean priot.,

As to thespocimons of writing submitted
by our eorrespondent, they di not justify us
in urglng him to go awhond with lternry
work, Atnny rate, wo advlse him to stop, to
glviagit up nsn bad jub, unless he can get pay
fur his fun nud his fletlon,
