meree, trados unlons, gad eobperative sogie-
tes, and reprosoutatives of various economile,
soeclal, and learned bodles, ealled togather by
a comniittoo which acted in conjunction with
the Btatistion]l Soclety,

Bir Cuapnes DILKe was the presiding of-
cor,and many papera wore read and diseussed,
Tho apecial question forthellvst day wasthis:

Bir Trnomas Brassey opened tho discus-
slon nn twent yv-mlonte address, in which ha
guvoe statlsties to show that the numbor of
porgona in ensy clroumstances, or ot lonst
above want, Is Increasing much faster than
the population, and that Eoglish lnbor com-
mands the use of capital ut lower rates of
Interest than have yot  been  accepled
fn any other conntry, with the exception
of Holland. Meantimo the temdoney ins beon
toward the cheaponing of articles of dally
consumption and the Inerease of remunora-
tion for Inhor, Btatisties lend no support, he
sald, to " the vague Impresslon which pre-
vails that the rich are'growing richer nnd the
poor pourer thunbefore.”  To bring about a
more oven distribution of wealth and a more
complote identity of iuterest botween eaplinl
and lnbor, ho lwoked fTurward most hopaefully
Lo eciiperative industry, mivising that a be-
Kinning ba maide only with the slmpleat
forms of Industrinl organfzatlon, * Lhoss
which require the lenst amonnt of eapital
and wre most froe from the fluctuntions so
painfully folt i luterontional eommereo,”
Other Induatrlcs ean be conduoted by Jolnt
stock companies, in the proflts of which
workinea can pacticipate as sharcholders,
But, first of all, the laborer must practise
thrift and cultivate swif-control. The rich
mhn is not by any means the enviablo belng
he I8 pommouly held ty be, aecording to Sir
THOMAS Biiassey, who was the heir to one
of the greatest fortunes evor amnssed in
England :

"To the truly wise ana life of onse presents ne al
lurements. Bie Kuows how hapd 1y e 1o avoid giving
provocation toenvy sl hatred He s bumbleld and sad
densd Ly the perpulual conaciusness of the misery
mround hige,  Taste and the sense of duty sitks point to
smplioity of e Wealth 217 valvedint wll, will be valued
only s power whicu it (e bl duty to use as s stuward
fur the public good. "

Prof, Manqrann satdl thnt sos peoplo
thought that o woalth was distributed povs-
orty woull lsappear; but, In fact, if the
wonlth of Eojland was divided equally, it
woulld give oply about 180 0 hewd, nnll many
familivs In Lancasbive eprpsd five Umes ns
much yoarly, A delagate of the Social Denio-
erntic Federativn asserted, in opposition to
Sir Tnosas Birassey, that the Engllal work-
Ing classes were the woest threifty pooplo
under the sun, whlch bs absard, and declared
that be vad worked for tweuty-live yoars as

anything in the savings bank—proof either
of his thriftlessnces or his lack of skill
Miss Simoox answored the quostion pro-
pounded for the day thus:

“The chiat benefil of the Indastrial progress of the
1ast cantury has Bach rsaped, among capitaliets, by the
greatent eapitalints; among amployers of Iabor, by the
Isrgest smployers; in general, by the dealers in com
modities, labor included, rather than by magers or pro-
docers; and smong wiskers and produvers, by thoss en.
waged In the tmost akilled rattiar than the most laborious
work."

“ The struggle for existence,” she further
contended, * has been growing flercer be-
twoen the mombers of every distinet class,
while at the game time the prizes for excop-
tlonal sucoess have {ncroased |n valuo and
the penalties for absoluto failure Inseverity."”
Mr. BRapraTaon wantad “a buroau of sta-
tisties similnr to that which has been in ope-
ration for years In Massachusstts and Con-
nectieut, and legisiation roquirlng, under
ponulty of forfolture, that all uncultivated
land in the Unitsd Kingdom which s culti-
vablo at a profit should be foreed into cultls
vation,” Mr, Lowraiay BELu presontod sta-
tistlcs to show that labor absorbs more of
the profits of produstion In Great Britian
thnn In any other country. Prof. BERSLY,
apeaking as a reprogentative of the Positiv-
Ists, coutended that what |8 wanted Is not
tho trouster of wenith from one set of per-
gons to another, but that those who pos-
sess 1t should use it well, The theory must
b disenrded that peoplo have a right to do
what they choose with thelr own money,
without regard to the community, and are
ontitied to extraordinary pralse if they use
any of It for the public good; aml pub-
He oplplon must demnnd that woalth ba
tronted by the capitialist as o fund intrusted
to him by soclety, for whoso bonellt he must
administer It, and mora especially for the
particular group of laborors for which he s
responsible,  Tho lnrger profits mado during
good yoars, Instend of bolng used for o reek-
loss oxpunsion of Lhe business, or an inereas-
ol senle of personnl expenditure, are to be
consldored aud trented aa o reservo fund for
providing continuius employment aud
ptonddy rate of wages In bad times, A very
pretty theory, but how would it work in
practice? Goods are made to supply a de-
mand; when tho demand falls off production
is deeronsed, and consequently there s loas
work for the workors,

Mr. HHannms, & member of Parllament, nd-
vorated a rotalintory tariff on Amerlean Hour,
saying that If England imported wheat only
many now lour mills would be bullt. Other
spenkors advooated duties on wheat and
meat, and Mr, 'errires, o workingmoen's
representative, doclared that ho had beon
converted to protection by an Amerienn
book, which sald that we would not allow
our tollers to sink to the level of those in
England. Mr. Jonuxy Morrey contended In
reply that “at the present time the United
Blatos wngo recolvir was not one atom boet-
ter off in the majority of cuses than the wage
onrnor hore; that the lron workers at Pitts-
burgh wore much worse off than those ab
Wolverhampton,”

Mr. SepLeY Tavron favored profit sharlng
botween omployers and employed, n system
now at work o wany Freneh Industrinl es-
tabllshments, of whileh the Freoch Minlster
of the Interior has declired himself to be a
“determined partisan,' and which the late
Mr. Faweerr stanchly supported, assuring
Mre. Tayron that he regretted that bis offi-
cinl work prevented his joinlng him *la an
petive propaganda in its favor.”

The question for the second day was this:

Y Would the more geieral distrlbiotion of eaplial or
letd prowcte or impsir the praductivn of wealth and the
welfnra of the community P*

In answer, Mr. Banrovnr attacked the
theories of Mr, HENRY GroRR, and pointed
out that If thewhole valus of the " original
propoerties of tho soll" of England were
divided equully among the populstion tho
sliare of ench lndividual would be ouly
about ten dollars per annum. “The ex-
Istence of rich mon may be a good thilog in
itself or & bad thing In itself,” sald Mr.
Barnrour; *“but it there are to bo rich
men, iU 8 not woerse for the eommunity,
but better, that thelr rlches should be
Invested In the land of thelr country.'”
His views woere aszalled by representatives
ol tho workingmen, who contended that the
lapd wns now in thoe hands of o Hmited
clnss, and vhe people were practically the
slaves of thot cluss,

Tu general, it may bo sald that the work-
Ingmen's delpgates were in oppusition to the
men of the lnmp and the eloset, Everybody
Kept his temper, but the delegates were as
fur apart when the conference wus over as
wloen thoy eamae togother, The diseusslone
convineed nobody, and the Beotchman's rid-
dle rewained unsalvad,

Gene Wolseley's Situntion,

The expedition undertaken to rescue Gon,
GonpoN sppears to have been singularly
misconeelved from the begluning, A few
winks ago Gen, WOLSELEY was at the head
of an army proceeding to relieve Khartoum,
relenge Gonrpoy, chastise the Mapopr, and
evacuatethe Soudan with vindicated colors,
His foveo was strong enough to ndimit of ita
subddivision Into separato expeditions, each
hoving its share ina woll-detined eamipaign,
and we have learusd from the Lo timo that
the rnemy hnd been met, and, aftor engnge-
ments of mors or less severity, routed,

Goen. Gorpon's death soems to have sud-
denly ehunged the whole aspect of afliudrs,
nnd In o degree which Is not adequately ex-
pliined, Gon, WonseLey Is no longor the
sgaressive and avenging commander; he has
become defensive lnstaad of offeusive, and
Instead of eapturing Khartofm, whipplog
the Manor, aod carrying Gorpoy off in o
yacht, we tlnd him unable to elther go for-
ward or retreat, nud compelled to retire in-
glorfously inw inteonchments and walt there
during dreary nnd dispstrous months until
Lo 8 rescund.  Hiud he lost hall Lis army (o
his tirst battle it could oot have nffected him
as badly 68 he apparontly has been by Gen,
Gonpos's death, Such scatily news as I8 ro-
celved shows that bils situntion Is eritical in
thoextremo; that hie Is hemmed {u and powor-
loss, that the strepgth and resources of the
Maupr have beon greatly uunderestimated,
and that the moral efoet of the full of Klor-
toum and the killing of Gokpox has com-
plotely transformed the entire situation,

It is a8 if the whole English foree had
walked into n trap, Despatehns of yesterdny
deseribe the Government as lotimating that
Gien, WoLSELEY'S retreat Is desigued to draw
the Arvabs into s teap, to coneentrate them at
Borber,and have thom all ready for aunilila-
tion by Gen, GrAAM when he arrives there
from Suakim, It would be more reasonabllo
to explain that the Manot had allowed Gog-
poN to hold Khartoum until the WoLspLEY
expedition had advanesd futo the country
far enough for s purposes, and that be had
then killed bim and sacked thoe place, Ho
may proposs now to deal with the lovading
force at hls leisure, and, according to tho
oplulons of those who Kknow the Boudun, the
hoat ol the coming months and tho pestis
lontial Llasts of tho desert will do for the
Englizh what tho snows aud frosts of Kussin
did for tho great army that went to Moscow,

In its Lest aspect the Boudan expedition
has pssumed tho proportions of g great no-
tional dizaster, It l8 lwpossible to survey

a single man, and had been unabls to put

the sitoation, its aolossal errors and fallures,
the complioations it has involved, and the
superhuman difouities that obstruct its
amelioration, and not be aware that the
omergency la eritieal for England. The ques-
tion 18 now not of the rescue of ono English-
man, but of thousands, and sach succeeding
day reyveals additional evidence that no prac-
tieal rellef or asslstance can Lo oxtended be-
fore next autumn.

The Two Colonels.

The Hon. TRoMAS PORTERHOURE OCHIL-
ThrEE, Decp Water Toum of Texas, Intarrupted
the consideration of the River and Harbor bill
Inthe Houss lnst week to rise to a question
of the highest privilege. OCHILTREE wns
deeply interested In the River and Harbor
bill, but ho was still more deoply Interested
In “the highest privilege.” Thoe Iiver and
Harbor bill contalued a provision for Galvess
ton harbor which was wvery dear to Deep
Wator Tox, but the question of priviloge was
about a still dearer thing—himsell. He told
theawestruck House that onoCol. R, It ALEx-
ANDER, formerly of Galveston and now of
Hot Springs, had met him in the lobby and
threatoned him with personal violenoes,

Col. Tom hod bad the presence of mind to
havo Col. ALEXANDER arrested, but the lat-
tor was allowed to go, on declaring that Lo
had not lntended to make any threats, A
stato of war coutinues botween tho two
Colonels, and It 18 expectod, or perhiaps wo
ought to say 1t Is feared, that hostilitles will
be resumed by them ns goon as Col. OcHIL-
THER'S privilege as a Congressman explres,
Both the distinguished Texans are unders
stood to be bad men in & fight, and ready to
glve satisfaction with swords, guns, plstols,
bowie knlves, scythes, or boomoeraogs to all
comers, Doth are of that ruddy and san-
gulneous type which is usunlly supposed to
denote  sudidenness In  quarrel and de-
light In gore. Col. ALEXANDER'S personal
appearance Is not yet familicr to the world,
but he 18 gald to be "o big, red-whiskered in-
dividunl, appropriately cholerie, and ready to
dle in kis boots I necessary, This Is the
kind of & man bhe {8:  Opee, when in an en-
counter, o rose up on hils knoes, after having
beon shot threo times, and killed his man,”
No wonder be ls suppused to be “a man of
nerve)' He means business every thne, pud
says distinetly that ho will track OUHILTREE
till the diMeulty between them {8 sottled.
“You seo,” save the man who rose up on his
knoes after belng shob three tmoes and Killed
his man, " us long as OCHILTRER I8 & member
of tho House my bhands are tied. I can do
nothing hers in the Capitol; T ean do nothing
elsewhoere, Dut It Is not long before the
fourth of Murch, OCHILTREE will then bon
private ecltizen, I will have something to
say to b then, and I will say it. He may
want to get from me, but T can travel as fast
ns ho can,nnd I am porfoctly willlng to travel
to securo eatisfaction."”

Col. Anexaspen lttie knows bis opponont
it he supposes that Col, OcHrnreee s the
kind of man to run away. Col OCHILTRER,
like Col. ALEXANDER, 18 of the o'er ripe Hlery
auburn type, and in his enlmest moods
woelghs about two bhundred pounds,  And
Col. Oominrnee distinotly told the Honso—
and It I8 thought that the House bellevied
him—that he didu't raise the gquestion of
privilege for the purpose of gelting the pros
teetlon of thoe House, ns ho was * physically
nble to take care of himsel! agnlust this
mon ALEXANDER or any other man'

On the fourth of March Col, OcminTRES
will have to begin to take care of himsolf.
We fear there Is no possible doubt aboat him
or Col. Anexasuen. They mean war. An
OcHILTREE ennnot run awny, and even if he
could, the relentless ALEXANDER would pur-
gue him., Historle Bladensburg, or Woe-
bawken, or porhaps the “rapld nod tawny
torrent of the great Fatlier of Waters," as
Cul, ToM snys, must bo reddoned with the
red blood of one or both of thess gallaut
Texans, This ought pot to be. We don't feol
like asking o favor of Col. ALEXANDER, but
we appeal to Col, OcoinThER, who IS as gen-
erous us he Is brave, to save lhils own life,
which Is so preclous to his ecountry and to
the groat couso of deep water at Gulveston.
Wea don't know the polities of Col, ALEXAN-

The Price of uw Night's Lodging.

A blll 15 now before the Leglslaturs to pro-
vilo for the estublishmont of municipal
Ioilging houses In this city, It was Intro-
duced into the State Sennte by Me, J. Havpe-
pEN Rong, and authorizes the Commlsslun-
ers of Charities and Correotion to hire sult-
able buildings at which poor persons ipay re-
ecolve “pluin awd wholesoms food and a
night's lodging freo of charge” Theso
priviloges, bowever, are not to be extended
to the spme person oftener than throe times
o mouth at the same lodging bouse, sl
even Lhen can be obtalned oply upon cow-
pliaves with three conditions,

l

1o the Qest plage, the applicant for shelter
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steamed or disinfected. Fimally, he must
“perform e reasonable amount of labor in
return for such food and lodging,” and in
ordor to enforce this requiremont the super-
intendent of the lodging honse may detain
him, but only until eleven o'clock of the day
following his admisslon. II ho refosss to do
work sultable to his age, strength, and
capacity, after having eaton nnd slept at the
publie expense, o bocomes liable to prosecu-
tion and punishment as & vagrant,

The onforoed Lath I8 & good thing. Itls
well also to exact some paymont from the
lodgers lo the form of labor, The steamiog
or disinfection of the clothing of applioants
for admission, however, seoms likely to be
attended  with more or less diffloulty.
The duty Is Imposed upon the keapers
of the lodging houses In such terms ne to
mako it imporative, and we infer from the
langungo of the bill Lhat even If A man slefit
at ono of these establishments three nights
in succession, his garments would have to be
stenned or disinfected every night. Asthe
procoss §a evidently Intended to be pralim-
Inary to the privileges of eating and sleep-
fng, wo supposs it will be carried on while
the “Intending lodgors,” as the Eoglish
wonld say, nre in the bath tub, but un-
less the bath f8 wvery long, or the
disinfecting provess vory short, theve will
Lo a conslderablo foterval of time in which
many honest people will be left without any
clothes to wone, Where nre they to be kept
while walting for thoelr hisblliments ?

A wiso ameudment to the Ll would be to
require disinfection only in such cnses ns In
the Judgment of the superintendent sesmued
to demand it, e should not be obliged by
luw to steam the clothes of every cosusl,

Waspmaroy, Feb. 20.—The Nicaragua job
hima received its quietus in the Benate, and the
sn-onlled reclprocity treaties with Bpain and
Mexloo are In a moribund eondition, from
which they are not likely to recover, Ths ro-
newal foranother term of seven ysara of the ona-
alded commeroial treaty with the Bandwich
Islands (s still actively workad by the represen-
tajives of Hawall and of the Ban Francisco
benefloinrien.

That protended “reciproelty™ treaty was
nogotiated in 1876 after many years of stronu-
ous effort on the part of the Hawalisn Minister
and speclal agents sent from the islands to as-
eist him in bumbogging the Administration of
Prosident Grant and the Congreas of the period.
It was to continue in force for a term of seven
yeonrs, after which [t could be terminated by
elther Government glving twelve months' notice
of Ita desire to withdeaw from the contraet, As
the saven years' term expired in October, 1883,
the Unitad States s of eourss at liberty to give
the noties of withdrawal from a treaty which It
should never have made, and which bhns slg-
nally falled to beuefit the people of the United
States, particuiarly the eitizena of the Pacifio
coast, for whose eapoacinl bensfit the treaty was
urged upon the tavorable cooslderation of the
United States Government.

The remisslon of duties on sugar and rlee
imported Into San Franalsco from the Aawalian
Tslands now amounts to £4,000.000 annually.
In the annulment of the treaty this sum would
be paid into the United Bustos Treneury. We
arp practieally giving sn annual bonus or sub-
si1dy to the sugar and rico plhnters of Hawail
of $4,000,000 per nooum, As the grades of
sugars importad from Hawall would be sub-
Juetto n duty of nearly threo cents s pound
under the existing tarlff, from which thoy are
fread by the treaty, It was plausibly argued
that the consumeoers of sugnr upon the Pucifio
const would rocelve at lonst o part of the re-
mitted duty on the lower eost of the free sugar
to the consumer, The exwct reverse of this
proposition is true, All grades of Hawallan
sugars gost consumers in California and Ore-
gon two conts por pound mora with the
trenty (o foree than (s pald In the Btates enst
of the Itocky Mountalns for tuxed sugars of
eimilny grados, Hy s comblnation batweon
the rallners of Ban Franclsco und the planters
ol Hoawall, no sugars are shipped from the
[8lunds oxeept to the refiners, an arrangemaent
which gives to the refineriss—mnanngad by one
outipany in San Fraoneisoo—the nbsolats eon-
trol ol the sugar markoet of the Pacille Stntes,
while it gives to the Hnwniian plantsrs s bounty
of #60 upon every ton of sugar they svud to
bun Frinolseo,

While the reciproeity trenty has thus uttorly
falled to lower the cost of Howailnn sugars to
the consumer in the United Ststes, It has not
fulllilod the promises that it would give our
manufucturars and murchants a monopoly o
the tmport trade of Hawall, The treaty stipa-
Iates that no similarctreaty shall be entered into
by Hwwail, but it fuiled to provide that the Ha.
walinn wrill on inports trom other oountrics
should not be lowersd during the continuance
of the treaty, nod the reoiprocity trosty was
quiekiy followsd by & reduction of the Hne
wnilnn tarily to o clinrge of tew por cont, ad
tafordon on sugnt machinery nod othor wrtfoled
I whilel Enginod and Germany eonld o pote
with the United Btates. The admission of
sugars into the Unitod States duty fren natu-
rivhly giuve o grewt impotus to the minking of
sugar and the setting up of new soear mills,

AUSTRALIA.

Twenty-two years ago John Boyle O'Rellly
enlisted In the Prince of Wales's regiment, the
Tonth Hussars. Ho was then about 19 yoars
old. A well-sducated boy, of ardent tempera-
ment, and sinceroly devoted to the Irish eause,
he did what he could In the regiment to pro-
mole the revolutionary movement that began
in 1863, His connection with the Fanian insur-
rectlonists was diseoversd. lio was arrested,
trled, and convioted of high treason, and he
wns sontenced In July. 1860, to Impris-
onment for life. This sentence was al-
terward commuted to penal servitude for
twenty yoars, O'Rellly spant about a
your in tho English prisons, workiog in
the chain gangs. In November, 1567, he was
transported to West Australia In the conviot
ship Hougoumont, erowded with felons. For
about thirtesn months he worked st rosd mink-
ing near Dunbury In the penal colony, asso-
clating with eonvicts and ticket-of-leave men,
Varlous accounta of the mannar of his asoapo
in February, 1809, have been printed. The
true story was not kmown until Mr, O'Rollly
hadBoen In this country for ten yaars or mors,
when time bhad removed all dangerof incul-
pating certaln friends who risked much in
assietiog him to freedom.

In the list of abaconders printed early In 1860
in the ofMelal Julice (Tazette of West Australia
there appoarod this paragraph:

2 —Jolin B, O'Hellly. Hegistersd pamber, 8,48 Im-
perial convidt; arrived |A Colony per eonviot ship Hou.
¥ I M8 | d 1o twenly years $ih Julr,
180, Daseription—Healthy appoarance; prasent age,
@5 years; 5 feot T34 tnohes high, bisck hair, brown eyes,
oval vissge, dark lexlong an Irial Al Jed
trom Conviet Road party, Bunbury, on the 16th of Fal-
ruary, 1864,

The man towhom Hoylo O'Rellly owed hia
borty was a good Catholia priest, the Iav,
Patriok MeCabe, ** whoss parish extsndoed over
hundrods of miles of hush, and who=e only
parlshionars wore convicts and ticket-ol-luave
men.” Ho wis a scholur and gentleman of rare
aooomplishments, " almost always (o the aaddle,
riding alone from onmp to camp, and slesping
in his blanket under the troes at night' *He
was an {deal diseivle of Christ,” says Mr.
O'Itelily, " who latored only for his Master, He
was thie best Influence, indood. In my time he
was the only good influenes on the conviets In
the whole distriet of Bonbury.! We continue
the quotation from Mr, O'Rellly's own narrative:

Ona day this remarkabls man rode to my hil, and we
walked togethier intn the bush. | had then made all my
plane for esesve, and [ freely told him my intention,
“1te wn exceliont way to eommis suleide,' he watd; and
he would not spenk of it any mare.  Ax He was leaving
wie, howaver, he laaned fram the snddie and said: * Don't
think of that again, Let me think out & plan for you.
You'll hear from s bulars long.""

He went away and I wallad weoks and months and
never hoard w word. | was not compelisd to work with
the criminal gang on the rosds, but hal cliarge of their
stores, and earrisd the warder's weokly ropart to the
Bunbury depot.  Finally, one day ot my way with this
report, I same to & plain known asths Rece Coarse. As
1 eromsed It 1 heard meoses, of Lush ory, and saw & man
eoniiti townrd me. He was s big, headsotne fallow, with
anaxe on his ulder, Heoasme to me wilh a friendly
minlle "My namie e Magnire,” e ssid; T am s feiend of
Fathier Mpc™s, sud lia's bean spenking atout you, " Raelng
my hesitation, he draw a oard from hils wallet, an which
Father MeCabe bnd written 8 few words to me. Then 1
trusted hlne

Thiswas In Docember, 1869, Some Ameriean
whalers wore expocted to touch at Bunbury
in Fobruury for water, Aftor two mouths of
suspenso, nows enmo to O'loilly of the nrrival
of the burks, Maguirs aunounced that ho had
arranged with the Captain of onoe of the
whalors, the Vigiiant ot Now Bodford, to ernise
for two or threa diys just outslde of Australinn
waters, and take tho fugitive on board from &
small boat, On the night of Feb, 18 O'lloeilly
walted until the warder hiad visited his hut, puat
on n pairof froeman’s shoes, as the trackera
eould easily discarn the mark of a regulation
conviet's boot, and struck Into the bush:

About 11 a'eloek [ enmie to the old conviet station, and
Iay down hehind an old gum tres at the roadelde o
hinlf an hour or a0 two mew rode up, but they pussed ong
they were fariners, probably. or mwavbe s patrol of
moanted police. Bhortly after, T heard horses coming
st & sharp trok. They halted wmear me mnd 1 breard
“I'striok's Day ' whistled clear and low. In ao instant
1 was with theum—Maguire and another frisnd, M .
They led a spare borse. 1 mounted st once, snd without
awonl we ptruck into the bush at & wallop. For hours
we rode ou In silences,

Thuy reachsd the shore, found a small boat
roady for thum, and pulled sbout forty miles
along the coast to the poiut where they expeot-
od to moeet the Now Badford whaler. No one
bhad thouglit to bring food or water, nnd for
twonty-four hours or more the sufforings of the
parly wore Intonse, At1l o'tlock on the third
day they made out the Vigllant, under full sail,
stoering north, They pulled toward ber with
Hght hoarts:

Eho was stoering stealght toward us, 86 we stopped
pulliog and waited for her. Hut we were bound 10 boe
wolully disappolnted, Wheo she was within 1w mlles
of our bont ahe fell off saveral pointe na i€ o avold us
Evary oue stared i sminzcinont,. Maguire kept saylng
thst Capt. Haker had given his word as a ann, and he
cotild not believe that he would break it (e of the
mien stond tp in the bost and gave a loud hall that must
have bowii Heard an board. No answer. Agaln ho hslled,
aud waall julned in the shour, Nosnswer. Ttouly seomod
that the Vigilans turned a point further fram us. At inst
alie catie abroest of our boat.  Shis was thet sbhout threa
matles distant. Magulre buisted a white shitrt on the end
of nu oar, anil wa shaated again. But the Vigilant passed
on, snd left our boat Lo 118 fate.

They lunded on the beach, and O'Reilly's
friends went back to Bunbury, nromiaing to
return In a woek, and leaving bim hiding in a
socluded sand valloy close to the shore. o
climbed a tree and caught an opossum, and
also canturod o few knngaroo rats.  These ani-
mals supplisd him with food. Aftor throo days
O'Lisllly, atill balisving that Cant. Baker must
Lo oruising for him somewhoere oft the const,
resoived to make anothar attempt to board the
whalor, The rowboat was too heavy for him to
pull alone. Bix or soven miles further up the
benoh bio found an old dory, Linlf burisd in the
sand. Io doe the dory out, luunched it, male
twatertight by pluzging the eracks with paper
bark, and put to son nlona:

Hefore pight Thad passed the handinnd, and was on
the Inding Ocesn. T Ruow thers woas & current golng
uorthwand. Kext maruing | gave pp pulling, suld sst
down to wateh and walt. It was very hiokt. Thesun
Oatued abiove, mid the eelleetion from the watar was
sooroliing. That day, towanl noun, 1 saw neall, Tt was
the Vigtisnut=thers was 0o other vessal there. Ehe drow
near (o e, wo near that [ heard voloes on deck. T aaw
the mien aloft on tha donkout, bat they did not see me—
At lenst Unpt. Bakor says wo. Bha sallcd awny agnin, and
waa out of sight befure night.  The dew nnd the ool air
refrenhiod e, and Dresolved to pull Dack toshore sud
wail for Magaire's rotura. T podiod sbi wight, off and on,
mid g the moraing sew e sand hills at the hiendjand of
teograplie Hay,

After that seoond bitter dissppointmont
O'Hellly loft his sand valloy no more.  He slopt
muost of tho time for five dova. and then Miguire
vame back with the good nows thst Futher Me-
Cabo had arcanged for O'Rolliy's passage an
nanothier Now Bodford whalpre, the Gasolle, Capt,
GiMord. But Maguire also brought ao uuwel-
coma travelling eompanion In the person of a
orimiual eonviet, one Martin Bowman, s ticket-
of<loave man, snd one of the worst ohnracters
in tho eolony., Bowman had discovercd the
monns of O'Hellly's esonpe, and had threatened
to put the police on the track unless hy was
tuken off too:
