The tnnugnration of 'resident Cleveland
wns tho twenty-fifth In the llat of Presidentini
innugural esromoniss In the United Biates.
The first Innuguration ocourred In Now York
city, tha nath of ofMeo belne administerad to

Gen, Washington in Fedoeral Hail ontha 1itth of
April, 1780, on the site of the present Hub-
Treasury buliding, Washington's journey
from Mount Vernon to New York was o
triuvmphal progreas of ten days' duration, He
moeolved specinl  walonmes at  Alexandrin,
Ganrgetown,  Philadslphia,  Treoton, Now
Bruaswick, and Ellzabeth, Tho city of Wash-
ington was then undreamt of. The Philadel-
phians grovided lavish docorations and illami-
natlona, and at Tranton & triumphsl Borsl aroh
was erectod.and n party of iadlos, soung and ald,
meat the Genaral with flowers and songs. From
Flizabethport to New York the General pro-
econilad by bargs, and was received in the eity
with grout joy nod many entbhusinstio demon-
strations. Hia second innuguration, in 1793,
took plaes in the Bonate chnmber, in Inde-
pendonce Hall, Philadeiphin, and was attended
by littla pomp. The room was full of spoe-
tators, but the eapuclity of the hall was amall,
and forbade any graot publie demonatration,

John Adams was sworn in at Philadelphin in
1797, in the House of Hopressntatives, bofore
ae large an nudiehee as the room would hold,
and with conslderable pomp and dispiay.

Thomas Jelforson, in 1801 took oecasion to
show bis disaporoval of this styls of procedure,
and his lonuguration, which was the frst one
coalebratod in this city, wns characterizmd by
great republioan slmpheity, He went to the
Cupltol in compnany with but a fow frionds. and
dresaad in vory plain clothing; Lot the story of
his hitehing his hores to n fenes in front of the
building and walking up the hill Is probably o
myth, Notwithstandiog the slmplicity. thers
was asmall procession and some artiliory sa-
lutes and lllumipations.

Madison’s Hret, in 1800, o Lhe conlrary, was
quite lvely.

pariod, and thers wias 0 big proesssion, with
salutes and other accomuanimnnts,

In 1817 I'residont Mouros wius escorted 1o the
Capitol by n teaop of eitlzens on horsiobnek,
and initinted the custom ol delivering the In-
sugual nddress nnd taking the oath on a
portico outalde of tho building. 1t was s mild,
radinpt day, unlweare Informed rthat never
befor: was thare such 4 erowd in Washington,
by whish terin the unlhﬂrll:lf. of from 5,04 o
K000 paople wan deseribed { the chronielurs
of that time. On the sscond InrRaoguration of

onme ths weather wis so vils that the sore-

Jolin Quiney Adnms, in 1836, wis also swnrn

Van Buren, o 1837, was greeted by Nne

In 1845 Poik had s very tnolement day, but

n 1560 thers was a leavy storm of wind and
rain during the day, and the exercises were
eomparatively unsatisfaciory, owing Lo this
elrcumstanes. wnd also to the bahavior of Vieo-
Frosjdent Jolinaon and tho populur ireitation
on neeniint of tho long war.
