Huceess and
honors have  attendsd him o In whndever
gphere of petion he bins apgenred § aud no one
will imngzine that becouse he ls one of the
mest tMeetive publie wiiters and orators of
the day, e swotld fadl 1F he wore eloctind Gove
ornor of Kentucky, appointed to the Cah-
fnet of 0 Demoeratic Prosident, or mode

BANATOGA, Marah 7.—The patriotio cltisens
in the North Wooda reglon who wish to pre-
sorve the Hudaon River are diaturbed atthe
rather perllous condition of the most impors
tant stream In the Ktate, Tho recent doeclslon
of Judge Tappan at Johnstown hns shaken the
title of the Btate to immonss tracts of wild land
It wight countles, whioh have boen ralied uvon
for furnishing & stoady fow of water to this
noble outlot to the ccean.

The marner {n which tho Btate obtained it
title to these londs is, perhaps, generally un-
derstond ; but a few words on this point may bo
valuable, Tho usunl State tax was lovied nn-
punlly on these wild lands, Innsrant many
canes tho tax wns not puld, Induetimotho last-
montioned lands were advertiaed to be sold for
non-payment of the taxes, If, nt the date fixed
for tho sale, no individual bid for them an
amount oguil to the tax, then It wus the duty
of the Comptrollor to bid the amonnt of the tix
in Lils offlolal enpuaity, or, in ordinary plirkso-
ology, to bid them in for the State, If the owners
did not appear within the proseritod time and
redooin the lands, the title then vested inthe
Ktate, and tho Comptrollor gies deads in the or-
dinary form conveylng tho lnnds tothe State,
Just as hio would hava done to John Dos, for Ine
stancw, if Doo had bid oft tho lands at the thx
enle, Lo this way the Blate got ts title from
yonr to yonr through o long perlod to the hun-
dreds of thousands of peres now In dispute,

It must be kopt In mind that theas lands do
not s in one wolld ploon, ns some may have
Imoagiusd, but are scatterod In traots all
through the countios of Baratogn. Warren, Es.
sox, Fulton, lnmilton, Herkimer, Gonida, and
Lowis, whith uffoot the Hudson Hiver nnd its
tributarios, and also through the countles of
Olinton, Franklin, Bt Lawrenvs, JeMeraon, and
Oswoito, which affoct atronms that fnll into the
Bt Lawranos Liver, though thers msy boe sorie
small rlvulets or brooks in'the flve counties last
namod which ultimnately get Iato the Hudson,

Now, if the Btate's title 1o what ware sujipos-
posed 1o bo (fs lands [n the elght countios first
mantioned eannot bo maiatainsd, sither In
the eourta or by legisiation, or In 8imo other
approprinte mothod, then all our cherished
plans for proteeting the Hudson River by nicans
of theso lunds will go by the board,  This cer-
tulnly is asorlous guestion to all who use the
Hudsar for business vurposes, nnd especinlly
to the city of Now York., The uppar Hudson
kot ull Its water from the northerly tier of tho
elght countles, It threo main aflusnta— by
ginning at the north and naming them e
cording 1o their wvilus-are the Helroon,

the  Sacondags, snd  the Mohawk, the
Iast belng by far the most Important,
The Mohnwk lns fts source on the bor-

ders of the countlos of OUnoda and Lewis,
As 1t Nlows oastwardly through the boantitul
valloy that bears its nams. Its mos! generous
pontributors from the porth aro West Cannda
Crook, which tumbilas avor tho ealobirated Tron.
ton Falls, aod Eust Canda Creakowhich divides
tho countios of Herkimoer and Fulton, 1t hinrd-
Iy mesd bo pddsd that the Mohawk falls into
tho Hudson nt Cobons, nod is its largest wlilu-
ent.
