MID-WEEK BCHOES

The meeting of the British Parllament
marks the boginning of the Loadon season,
but although the rulors and lawgivers of Great
Dritain have met, and the ususl dinners and
receptions have already begun, the prospocts
of the senson of 1885 are awfally gloomy. A
largo namber of women and ehildren are al-
ready In deep mourning. and thoss that are
not are broken-apirited and low-hoarted. The
matropolis s reported to be as full as usual at
this season of the year, but s beavy. gloom
hangs all over the country, for everything
seoms to be golng wrong. Distross, doteat, and
dynamita are the three fatal Ds working the
country nll at oncs, and there seams, so far,
to be no prospect of a speedy liberation
from any of them. No fresh military disas-
ters need bo approhended In the Boudan
before naxt autumn, but watolhiful Idleness,
combined with the perniclous influsnoe of the
climats, will cost heavily, both In money and
lives. Bpring and summer ars, {f pot dead, at
all evonts off seasons everywhore except in
England. In that country Innumerable
branchos of trads dopend solely upon the alx
months from March till Auguat, and the pros-
poots of nll these trades this yoar aro unproco-
dentadly bad. The doparture of & largs num-
bor of troops, and vapacially of those bulonging
to the Houschold Drigade, makes a bad cut In
the retall trade of London, not only on ae-
count of tho absaneo of the men, but still more
on ne¢count of the probabllity that thelr wives,
slaters, daughtors, and mothers will not buy
anything and will not go anywhere ns long na
the men are away; and, asn overy culnmity or
distress goceurring In any part of thoe vast em-
pire focuses itsell buek to London, the British
cupital will probably have the gloomiest season
the prosont goneration has seon,

Noxt to tho Intorests of trade, the biagoat
lossen will probably be antalled npon the Inter-
o1y of aport, which are Immonse in Englaud
Yachting, Naling, and borse racing will all suf-
for. Even the Unliversity hoat race and the
Dorby will probably be but poorly sttended,
and still more poorly bet on, and It s n pity
that it should be so, for the Derby.at all ovonts,
promises to be a vory elosely contested svent
thia year, Homo months ago it was mentioned
in this solumn that Fred. Archer, the famous
English jockey, and Lis friend, Capt. Dowling,
tndd sald that theay bellaved Paradox, former-
Iy known as the Casulstry colt, the winter
favorite for the Derby, would probably have to
lower his colors bafore Melton. At the time
thors was a good deal of sneoring and head-
shnking st this statement, and many veople
aald: " Oh, wall, of course Archer thinks Melton
will win, bocauss that ls his mount, anil Capt,
Dowling thinks Paradox will be beaten, beonuse
be wold bim chonp to Mr, Closte,” Dutthe last
botting news recelved from England showe that
the Dritish public Is coming to the same opln-
fon, for Paradox (s now guoted at 7toland
Melton at 7' to 1—not & great difference three
montha bolore the race.

Among the outward manifestations of the
business depresslon provailing all through
Girent Britaln, the most slgnifleant is the re-
eent fall in the price of consols. The banking,
finnoelal, and speculative sphores all ovor the
world look upon consols as the inest barometer
for proggnostienting the genarnl atate of affairs
In Great Uritnin, And If this theory I8 eorrect,
“Donr Ol England ** must bo in o very bad fix
indond, Yesterday's consols sli neariy one per
ecnt,, which was a heavy addition to the drop
which bognu in Fobruary Iast, and upon which
the present Wall gtraat boom has been prinel-
pally basml, Consols foil o Februnry nearly
2t poninids sterling, whioh is an unprecodonted
drop in recont times, Of eourss this moves
mont carried every kind of Eaglish gscuritios
down, and the (velgn bankers were quick in
toking ndvantoge of the depression.  The Cir-
min and Habrew speculntars of ¥ow York wore
in the teld, of course, and wndo g proflts
in arbitrating Amerienn  securities botwoeen
