As Bt. PAvL argues, thls doctrine of the
resurrection lles at the very foundation of
the Christian religion, which offers without
It an altogether unsatisfactory solution of
the enlgma of human exlstonce. 1f the soul
tdoes not rise Into a new life the Clrlstian
faith is valn. If, na DARWIN expressed it, tho
theory ol immortality rests on a tlssue of
contradictory probabilities, and is something
in regard to which It ls lmposslble for man
to form an Intelligent opinion, the mystery
of life Is utterly unsolvable. Destruction of
the faith in the life to come means the down-
fall of the Church and the radlcal upturn of
all the {deas which form the foundation of
Christian soclety.

Wa are, therafore, not surprised to see Lthat
roligious communlons which formerly were
bitterly opposed to the celebration of Easter
88 & Romish superstition, now joln Roman
Catholies and Eplsoopalians In observing the
great feast. All the more beeauss modern
skepticlsm treats the resurrection of Christ
as o practical impossibility, Christians ara
anxlous to declare their falth in the fact and
dootrine of the resurrection, for, as 8t. PavL
says, without bellef and hope in the llfeto
come, they are *' of all men most miserable.”

Light Needed on the Aspinwall Affair,

It is the general duty of our Federal Gov-
ernment to protect the lives and property of
American cltizens sojourning In forelgn
oountries, It is a speclal duty and a right
guaranteed by treaty to protect the transit
of passengers and merchandise across the
Isthmus of Panama, These dutles Imply
preventive as well as remedlal measures,
but no such measures seem to have becn
taken either before or during the riot at
Asplowall, which resulted in the burning
of that town, the Imprisonment of the Amer-
fcan Consul and others of our countrymen,
in the destruction of much American prop-
erty, and In the interruption of travel on the

these outrages our Government is responsi-
ble, either directly through its own remiss-
ness in neglecting a timely warning and de-
laylng the despatch of an adequate force to
Colon, or indirectly through the inefliciency
of its naval representative.

It I8 sald that the commander of the Galena
had not force enough to coerce the rebels,
that he was not qualified, In other wors, to
perform the business which alone justitied
his presence at Asplnwnll. But how did it
happen that the Navy Department left its
represontativa go Il propared to selzo one of
the few opportunitics offered to & naval offi-
cer during the last twenty years to earn his
pay ? It knew just how strong he was, and it
must, we presums, have had ample notloa
of the oxtremo jeopardy in which Aspinwall
svas placed. Ever sinco the revolution broke
out o the United States of Colombila, our
Governmeoent Lias beéen In constant communl-
cation with Commander KANE at Colon, nnd
it shouid have known for weeks—what was
Botorious to the readers of newspapers—that
the President’of Pansma, by diverting the
soldiers at his disposal to Cartagena and
other distant polnts, Lad denuded the Isthmus
of Its proper defenders and left the posses-
slons of Americans 1o Asplowall at the mer-
oy of & moh.

Why was not this knowlrdgoe turned to se-
count before the miachief was alldone? Why
was not KaxE roénforced, lnstead of being
compelled to lovk on tamely while his coun-
trymen were clapped In prison and their
property was lald waste ? It secins that we
had several war vessels loitering about the
Gulf of Mexlco, which, with s futlle show of
alacrity, are now to be collocted to give their
officers and crews the edilying spectacle of
the blackenud stones aud timbers that ropro-
sent what once was Asplowall, Why was
none of these vessels in the right place at the
right time ?

That question must be faced by our Novy
Department, and it cannot be dodged by the
expadiont of forwarding & bhandful of min-
rines after the riot has subsided nnd the
work of dovastation Is complete. Elther the
commander of the vessal stationed at Colon

of Warrnats Estimates amd Appropriations
i the Treasury Department. We thought
everybody koew that the partisan polltlonl
almaoses were not tie fosl authority on
Uovernment bookkesping,

We eannnt undertake to follow the Syra-
cuse Jowrnal through the Intricacies of it«
computations. Perhaps It mny be lnduced
to revise them If wo remark o A general
wny that Its igures aro the aimanac figures,
and not the official figures, and that in ma-
nipulating the varlous items It has fallen tote
errors which utterly destroy the value of its
results, The tangls s hopeless, For instance,
the Journal Insists that to the total for the
first gesslon uf the Domocratic Forty-eighth
Congress there should be added the $66,000,-
000 reipproprinted from unexpended balances
on the pension account. Yet in making up
the total for the second session of the Ropub-
lican Furty-saventh Congress it noglects to
add the $35,000,000 relppropriated that year
in precisely the same wuy, Ioshort,a Dem-
ocratic plus ls a good plus, and a Republican
minus Is o powerful minus, while the Demo-
cratie minus and the Rapublican plus are
slgns unknown to our estecmed contompo-
rary's algebra.

It Is this matter of the relippropriatad
pension balances that seems to give most
trouble to our geninl Republican friends.
The Boston Jowrnal, ususlly so oareful and
accurate, falls Into the same mistake as s
made by Its Byracuse namesake. Yot the
matter is simple enough. The Forty-seyanth
Congress, at ita first sesslon, appropriated
$116,000,000 for penslons, lncluding $16,000,000
for pension deficlenclos. At its second ses-
slon tho snme Congress appropriated
880,575,000 more, although there was
an unexpendod balance of about $38,000,000,
which was refippropriated. ThoForty-elghth
Congress found thoet its predecessor had
gone about $66,000,000 ahead of the aclual
needs of the flscal years for which the Forty-
seventh Congress was rosponsiblo.  Tho
Forty-elghth relipproprinted this unexpend-
ed balance, and appropriatod $20,810,000 at
the flrst sedsion and $69,000,000 at the second.

Now, In comparing the rocord of the two
Houses for extravagance or economy, it Is
the appropriation, oot the exponditure, that
must bo taken into account where the appro-
priation is in excess of the expenditure. A
Congress I8 none the less extravagant be-
cnuse forty or fifty or sixty millions of the
sum which it has so freely voted remain in
the Treasury unexpended., This same Con-
gress at the samo sesslon voted nearly
$19,000,000 for rivers and harbors—mil-
llons more than were spent during the flacal
vear for which the appropriation was made.
Yet we have never heard It urged that the
unexpended balanco of the river and harbor
appropriation of 1832 ought to be deducted
from the sum totnl of the slns of the Forty-
elirhth Congress, or that the fact that more
monoy was voted than was needed or used
diminishesin the slightest dogree the respon-
sibilities of the RoBrsoN-HISCOCR-PAGR
House for dishonest prodigality and scan-
dalous wastelulness.

Before proceeding any further In this in-
teresting matbematical controversy, our es-
teemed contemporaries should grasp the
great fact that what we are comparing s
approprintions, not cxpenditures, And iLis
never Lhe fuult of an extravagant Congress
it the exeoutive branch of the Government
falls to spend as much as has been appro-
priated by speadthrift legislators.

Fertile Lands in Patagonia.

The expeditlons of the Argentine Ropublic
which in the pust two years have driven
troublesome Indians in the southern part of
that country weasbof the Andes, have brought
home remarkuble reports of Patagonis, a
large part of which they crossed in various
directions, Patagonia has been generally
supposed to be o bleak nnd sterile waste,
The Argentine expeditions, however, report
the discovery there of a vast expanse of
beautiful and fertile country capable of sup-
purting a very large population,

These fertile vegions aro snid to form
quadrilateral extending from the Limay or
Negro Lliver, about 40?7 south Iatiturle, fur to-
ward the Btralts of Maogellan, They ure
about 100 to 160 miles wide, and lis Letween
the Andes oud the barren country strewn
with lava and extinct voleanoves that begins
mldway botween the two oseans and exteuds
to the Atlautic.

Geon, ViLLEGAS, who, In 1888, led a part of
the Argentine army into these reglons, res
ports to the Miulstor of War that thoy wiil
prove a rich prize to the republic when the
pampas, 700 miles wide, that separate them
from Dueuvs Ayres, are crossed by rall
Heo says the soll will supply & vory large
varlety of products, and that the eountry
abounds in lakes and small rivers, and Is well
adapted for colonlzation,

Col. Roa, who In the same yearlod his
command far south In Patagonia, warching
in various directions over 1,500 milea has
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Mowericnn and Kaglinh o cles o f garimmts,
Tt ap ne art productions " Lo Inaegn-
roie an interpationnl Interest in Ligh-olaes,
artiatlc garmenta, lo Foster the production
sevd inteadaction of pew ot vies, and by anited
ot to enidenvol to sttain fhe highost prse
#ble atatua bn the inoator art of designing aod
foriming garments "

As his langange Indiontss, Mr. Ryav is an
enthusingt in his art, which e rognrds ae
the " geandost in the workd,” snd lookas fore
ward conlidentiy to the tme when * cutters
will have oome to be regarded as artists in
our profession, relntively ke Rarmaes,
Vasoyxe, and Reness” This enthusiasin
and the dislaterested motive of his misslon
cansed him to ba recoived with great sor-
tdinlity by the English tailors, who losded
him with honors, foasted him aud toasted
him, and came in lnrge numbers to view his
exhibition with the eyea of friendly eriticlsm.

The report of his visit fills aclosely printed
pamphiet of thirty-two pages lesusd by the
Twitor and Cutter ot London, and from It we
learn that Mr. R¥YAX was treated ns an artist
of distinetion and the ploneer In o movement
which promised to be of great henelit to
tallors mod their art, His appearance dis-
polled prejudices in regard to Americans
which it seoms had been entertained among
tho Evglish tallors. As the Chairman of &
dinuer glven to him at St. James's Hall re-
marked, * We had hitherto thought of the
Américans that we must take o large dis-
count off. Tont belisf 1s wow exploded.”
And at his exhibltion his get up and bearing
corumanded universal admiration, the Tailor
and Cutter thus describing him:

*“The leading Agura was, of course, Mr, Rras himeelf,
who |8 quite an Amertean in his forin and bulld, snd s &
gontlsman of cousidersbile tental vikor, snd a nice,
Agresabio mddress, withoul being all sentimental or
fussy. Hewan in hisown attire, the very embodiment
of what s well-dresred geutlemnan vughttobe. Anything
that ever came out of a band.box was not to be com.
pared with the excellence of the garments he wors—as (o
o1, material, and style. His coat was afrock, made from
& fine, close-wioven corkacrew, lu wine color, with vest to
maten, sad stons-drab trousars. The cost was flat-
tralded 1o smasteh, with fanoy twist bultons slso to
maich, buttoning four, with & very neat and small turn
o the lapel and collar, outelde bresst pockat, cufls
formed by the brald with two buttons sewn through on
imitation holes. Ths garinent was an axcellent apeci-
men of making sud menipulstion, te say nothing of I
perfect Ot apeculiar fenture of all Mr ftrax's costs being
Al ensy, open acye, With sneasy and good.fitingsleeve."

The exhibition was much eommended,
though many of the garmunts had been taken
almost at random from o stovck of ready-
runde clothing, for which deslgns had been
furnished by Mr. Ryax, bo bolog In the ser-
vice of large manufacturers of such clothing,
and getting, as we ara informed by the Chalr-
man above named, a salary equal to that of
somo of the British Cabloct Minlstors. The
garments mado to order were also numerous,
and their cut, trimming, and making were
generally ndmired, though the eritlelsm was
offered that they were “too elaborately
finished, and extra elegantly trimmed.” But
it could not be denled that our tallors turned
out better finlshed garments than the Eng-
lish, who often fail o that respect,

The rendy-made garments excited the
most [oterest and surprise, for they were
much auperior to those offered for sale In
Enogland, " where cheapness,” according to
the Tuilor and Cutter, **15 universally asso-
clated with ready-made garments, a nlece
exterior finlsh, and o low price being the
features. It Is otherwlse,” it adds, “in
America, where very much of the ready-
made clothlng Is turned out In the Anest
styls, bolth as to materials, trimmiog, and
workmanshlip, some of It, indeod, belng made
up ina way which can searcely be surpass-
ed.” The ealarica pald our leading cuttors
also provoked much surprise and envy. One
of them gets elght thousand dollars a year,
one six thousand a year, and many from
forty dollars to seventy-five dollars a week,
The highest pay is givon by the great ready-
munde clothing houses, whose patterns ara
cut by men of extraordiuury artistio ability.

Mr. Ryan also visited Parls, and thore
conferred with M., Lavpeveze, *the notod
gentloman's fashionlst.” The most Interest-
ing part of thelr convoraation, he says, was
upon the Important matter of trousers, n
gnrment which Mr. tyan rightly regards as
one that especially taxes the resources of
the artlst, It seems that he had previously
observed that the trousors of well-dressed
Porisinn gentlemen wera pecullarly cut and
manipulated. M. LApeveze explainsd the
process and gave him a pattern, * The un-
dor parts under the knee are very consider-
ably stretclied, nnd su worked up as to fit
clean and smooth In the hollow of the knee,
and to conform to the curve of the calf,
thereby lessealng the pressure on tho knee
cap, and preveuting unsightly baggiog at
that part.”  Mr. Ryas found, too, that great
stress was lald In Paris on the wnlst-
cont, or vest, the garmant bolng “ worked up
with all the graceful mankpulation of a rld-
Ing habit. The style in vogue Is the button-
up, with the no collny noteh neck, as in Eug-
land, and lu many enses there are as many
ns ploe buttons,  The Freochman seems to
pride himself on his west, and as ho {4 fre-
quently found in the billinrd room with bis
cont off, the vest (s then asen in all its per-
foetion,' Coata are cut so as to produce the
e¢fect of a * niee, broad shoulder, a full chest,
with a tapering walst, and a trim, close hip, 1
should not be at all surprised,” adds Mr,
Ryax, *if asome of the gentlemon we noticed
woare eorsets,”

Finally, Mr. Rvax urged upon the English
tallors the necessity that the profession
should pay more attention to the orlglontion
of new styles—to setting the tashions, His
suggesiion was that tallors, bhaving the
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At thnt the sgisting oot panies are msling
ennrmona profita They siil acosmplish theie
ofjeert el mors sarsly if Lhey will imitats
the batmen. Lot them bulld gas works of
thwlr own, and furnish gas st he Rggure they
demand of the presant manufactursrs. This
methosl will demonstrate the truth of thelr
sssertions bevond all envil, and wo possitle
ol jeotion enn be made to It
