Abolish Imprisonment for Debt.

Under the lows of the State of New York
the crime of munler in the second degree Is
punishable by Inprisonment for life,

Thia fact s tolerably well known, It Is not

so well known that under our laws a debtor

may be perpetunlly Imprisoned at the In-
stance of his creditor who Lias obtalned judg-
meut against him in a clvil sult,

In such a case it would have to appear that
the debtor had disposed nt Lils property with
the Iatentiou of defrauding the ereditor, but
even theu It seems monstrous to reuder the

delluquent liable to a punishment which may

Lo as severe as that prescribed for ooe of
ihe degrees of murder,

Evidently the law relating to Imprison-
mout for debt ought to be changed. Senator
Trrvsof Erie county hins long been of this
opinion, asd frst attempted to change it
several years ago by a bill which has passed
the Blate Benate more than onoce, we helievs,
before the prescnt session of the Leglsiature,
and which Is now pending in the Assembly.
Here Is the text of the measure:

“Bucrion 1. Hereafter no parsom shall be arreatsd,
imprisoned, or restrained of his liberty npon an execo-
tion or other process issusd upon s Anal Judgment in s
eivil setion,

“Sscvion 2 This sct shall not Nmit the power of &
colrt or Judre to imprisen for disobediance of &n order,
provess oiher than so execation, or judgment of &
Judge or court whars such power now sxista”

This deals with {mprisonment for debt by
abolishing It altogether, a course which
seems to us the best remedy for the exlsting
evile. The courts will still be able to com-
pel debtors to turn their property over to
thelr creditors, when any property Is dis-
ocovered. An order for this purpose could be
enforced by Imprisonment, under the excep-
tion contalned In the second section of the
bill. Buch lmprisonment, howover, would
continue only untll the debtor complied with
arsquirement which he Liad been shown to
be abls o comply with, ausl is very different
from detention as & matwer of course, and
posslbly for an unlimited pericd, as the re-
sult of an unfavorable judgment, in a clvil
suit for damages growing vut of an alleged
wrong, or in an actlon on contract in which
fraud Is charged.

If & wrongful act or fraud is serlous enough
to justify the imprisonment of the uffender,
it should be prosecuted, not by means of &
clvil suit, but as a crime.

The enactment of a bill for the abolltion of
Imprisonment for debt ought not to be lon-
gor dalayed.

The Bouthera Republicans.

The nocessity of making a clean swoep of
Republican Federal offlecholders in  the
Southern Htates is admitted even Ly the
Mugwumps. With the removal of these
officials, & step impatiently awaited by the
Bouthern people, tho last vestigo of twenty
years of Republican rule will be swopt away
from thes South. The Repullicans miay re-
ocover thelr agcendancy ln the North; but In
the Bouth, where for a time they had ab-
salute swny, the prospects of the party scem
for the moment almost hopeless, If It {5 to
reviva and grow, it must linve leaders dif-
ferent from those who have so limg dis-
graced It, and it must exbibit a dignity and
charactor which it has thus far wanted. In
the North, Republicanism has been in its
day s party of prinelples; In the South, It
bas been from first to last ouly a party of
plunder, a conspliracy of rascals to explolt for
their own advantage the [gnorance of & race
which belleved in Its simplicity that the
Republicans of the North bad & peculiar
slaim to Its regard.

The history of the Republican failure In
the Bouthern Btates must be melaucholy
reading to even the stanchest Republican.
Nevar was a great opportunity moro wan-
tonly thrown away. If WiLkes Booru's
bullet had missed Its mark, that hlatory
might have had a differsnt and more houor-
able course, A noble toleration and patience
were In ABRAHAM LiNcoLy, and if he had
lived, he would have lsbored for the full
restoration of the Unlon, and not merely for
the temporary aggrandizement of his party.
The Bouth had no unkindly feeling for him,
and he might have done much to give Re-
publicaniam s sound and honest beginning
there. But ths rabld politiclans to whom
the work of reconstruction fell, had little of
his magnanimity. The controlling s-atiment
of the North was a desire to secure the rights
of the colored race. The maln idea of the
Republioan leadors was to secure tho perma-
ment asosndancy of the Republican party.
Bome of them wure disiuterssted in their
views, but It 1s none the less true
that the Republicans of the North were
adrolly played upon ju the Inter-
@t of political mercenaries in the Suuth,
and so Bouthern Ropublicanlsm beecame, to
borrow JouN RANDOLPH'S phrase, & com-
bination of the Puritan and the blackieg,
The Puritanism of the North, in part Louest-
ly mialed, In part through excess of party
splrit, supported the adventurors win maids
tools of the megro to plunder States, il
thelr own pockols, and send Adminlstration
Seaators and Raprosentatives to Washing-
toa. The natural consequences fullowad,
RBepublicanism became identifiod Iu ihe
minds of SBoutherners with disregard of the
Coostitution, with the most (sdesont oxtrav-
Sganoce and dishouesty, with the supremacy
of lgnorance, aud the degradation of the pub-
leservice. A hatred of Republicanism which
years may be losufclent to remove, grew up
In Btates whore Republicanlam might have
made Itself reapected, I vot dominant. The
bumane sentiment in the North found out
that It had been tricksd; the Rapublicaus
were foroed to give up evary Southern State,
abd pow the last visible sigu of the Republi-
oan kleptocracy ls about tu ba swept away,

The moral of thls bistory is plain. It
Saaches that & party must commend itself Lo
the moral sense of the people or it can come
%0 no abiding strength awong them. Tha
momaent the cordon of Federal bayonsts is
bookien which syoporis & party oot firmly

moment the party falle. The Republiocan
party never tried to win any moral support
in the Bouth. It depended upon frauds at
the ballot boxes or upon force. It omly
moans of propagandism has been the prom-
fs0 of Federnl offios. All that it has gained
It twenty years (s a reputation that twenty
years of good behavior eannot maka savory.

The great aim of tha Rapublican politicians
in giving the right of suffrage to the nogroas
was to make the South permanently Renub-
lican. That alm has been fruatratad, aod
the voles of the colored cltizons are
no Jonger an appanage of Northern
Republicanism. Whetheér the party s
for the present too deeply diseradited
in the Bouth to form & decent op-
position remains to be seen. The main need
of the Southern Democracy Is an upposition
party of equal standing with iteeil, TCuder
the name of Greenbackers or Independents
the nuocleus of such opposition exists in some
of the Bouthern States; and quarrels about
Federal patronage or divisions about Blate
questions will be likely to Incrensa it steadily.
But In many parts of the Suuth Repulii-
canism seems altogether dormant. In Vir-
ginia there are still Republicans, however,
who are not MAHONR men, and in some other
Southern Btates there are tha foundations
upon which It may be that Republicaniam
can be bullt up. The adventurers who have
brought its name so low are not the men to
stick to Its fallen fortunes, and with worthy
leaders, If it can find such, it may yet recon-
quer publie respeet. A most difficult tasic los
before It; and if It s to succeed it must de-
pond upon iteelf. The Northern Republicans
seam to have no use for decent Southern
Rapublicans, and will give them no encour-
sgoment. The great trouble with Southern
Republicanism from the first has been that it
was an artifieinl And not a natural growth,
It has paid the penalty of its crimes and its
mistakes, and if it will begio over again, but
hovestly this time, the Democracy has po
roason to wish It ill,

The Rest Before the Battle.

Onr brilliant and Impetuous contemporary,
the Hon. HexRY WATTERSON, scems for the
moment to be takipg a little furlough, and
to be resting from his many wars, His
lielm 1s unlaced, his babergeon unbuckled,
and his true falchion dreams peacelully in
ita sheath, His greaves enclosa no longer
his active legs, but let nobody think to take
him unprepared because hils guise ls not as
warllke as It has been wont tobe. Without
impeding greaves, his kickiog, If be should
be minded to kick, may assume an alrier
sweep and a deeper emphasls,

Just at present be Is not so minded. What
Is there for him to fight about now? The
Administration hasn't done much for Ken-
tucky, to be sdre, but there is plenty of time
yet, and no great cause for discouragement
in the Blue Grass country. Then It ls sald
that Mr. RANDALL has a good deal of influ-
ence with the Administration; but probably
Col. WaATTERSON belleves that thiz ls ldle
rumor, the fabrication, perhaps, of soma
wicked Iron Baron or Jute Duke. Mr. RAx-
DALL has been excommunicated from the
Democracy and solemnly banued from the
soll of Kentucky,and surely it ls not to be
expected that the Administration will pay
any regard to a person who has suffered but
survived ro dire a punishment. Besides, Mr,
RANDALL has been a little under the weatber,
and Col. WATTERSON 8 & generous foe, and
will take no unfalr advantage of any man,
even of & protectionist,

But war {s the Colonel's normal conditlon
and business, and he must get but a scanty
and doubtful joy from this unwonted truce.
A good, general row, free to all and no favor,
is his delight, and It can truthfully be sald
that few men can give barder blows or take
them with & cheerler heart than he:

* Whers the fight is thickest
Thou art licked or liekest;
Where the foe i strongest
Battjest aye the loagest.”

To such a warrior peace must seem an in-
glorlous waste of time, Bul Col, WATTERSON
duesu’t expect peace. Hels merely husbawd-
ing bis resources for the confllet that must
inevitably eome.

Nubody can tell how svon irregular hostlli-
ties may Lreak vut, but we suppose It Is pus-
sible that another formal war may not be
declareil by the Kentucky champlon before
the mecting of Congress, Then {f Mr, Rax-
pALL or Mr, CLEVELAND or Mr. Anybody
Else does but touch profauely the bem of the
gurment of the Btar-Eyed Une, why, there
will be the warmest kiud of o battle wnged
by Col. WaATTERSON for her protection, and
agaiust the protection of American lndustries.

Catile Men in Oklahoma.

It bas been reportad from Camp Russall, In
Indlan Territory, that Major TuHoyas B.
Dewees of the Ninth Cavalry, durlug his
ride thither from Fort Reno several days
ago, saw thousands of cattle grazing on the
Government Innds eommonly called Oklaho-
ma. Major DEWEES {8 lp command of Camp

tussell, and has been lustructed to keep on
thie alert to thwart any Invasion of the Ukla-
homs region by CovcH and lils followers,
The Government canunot afford to he one-
slded In its poliey of protectiog these do-
mnlus from intrusion, The eattle kings aud
thelr employoes, the cowboys, bave no more
rlght to be on the Oklahuma Iands than
UorvH's eolonists ; and while tho latter seem
disposed to alsband, after the failure of their
misslon to Washlogton, they would have n
good ground of grievance if the trewtment
applied to them should oot be meted oul also
to the rich and powerful eattle compules.

Boon after Presldeut CLEVELAND lssusd
hls proclamation warning Covcn's colony not
to enter the Territory, the would-be raiders
at Arkansas City passed this resolution:

* Whoress, sl the present time a large numbar of cat
te men and oattle syndicates are oocupyiug thess sanie
lands, with permanent lmprovemspts fur graziug esod

Gun, Haten, bhowover, according to the
coloulats, toid the Sceretary of War that
thers wers no trespassors In the Iodian Ter-
ritory at taat U, so far os bo wid aware.
This coufliet uf assortions may bave arisen
frow ong of Lwo causes. Iu the first plage,

asths Camp Hussell duspatehey bave said,
Y Now that the grass beging to grow, the
great bords which bave been raugiog during
the winter {0 the valleys aud amooy the
timbur In Olahoma ¢an be mors readily dis-
coverwd,” as they ecome more luto the open
plaips. Or therv 13 auolhier explapation,
Adjulning the Oklahuma country ure large
tracis bulonging to the Cherokees, and the
Indians bhuve mude grezing leases to the
stock men. It s quite possible that these
lnssoua bave tak:n no paios to conflae thelr
berders to tho tractas leassd, but have allowed
Lhow Lo g over, in soma cases, 1o the Okla-
hom lauds, belongling to the Governmeut.
Thus at the time Gwn. Hated said there wers
uo trespassers in Oklaboma there may have

besd uoge: wbd yot the enorvachoents which
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mAy have oconrred sinoe.

At all events, the course of the Government
Is cloar. The cattlo men must be dealt with
as firmly as the ocolonists. It may be that
soma of the companies and persons men-
tioned a8 Intruders, In the Arkausas City
protests, onghit not to be Ineludal in the list;
but whother many or few, the berders must
not be allowed to dely the law. Equal and
exact justios for all, and the Impartial en-
forcemient of prohibitions agalnst entering
the Okiahoma lands, is the absolulely neces-
sary policy.

The Congress of Charches.

On the 11th of the present month the Amer-
lean Congreas of Churohes will meet at Allyn
Hall In Hartford, and continue n session for
three dnyr,

The purposa of the Congress, as wo are
told in the programme of the sessions, is
“to promote Christian unfon, and to advance
the kingdom of Gop, by a free diecusaion of
the groat reilgious, moral, and social ques-
tions of the time," Ineluding “'the ecclesias-
tical and theologieal questions upon which
Christians differ.”” But the views expressed
will be only those of the individual speakers,
and will blnd nobody else, for the Congress
12 not madle up of delegates officlally repre-
senting churches or any ecclosiastionl bodles,

Clergymen and Iaymen will simply come
togethor voluntarily to discuas in s general
way the advantages of Christian unlon, ns
they understand It, and to exchange opin-
fons In regard to otber subjocts aa to which
they are In substantinl agreement. And it
will bo discussion mersly, with. no purpose
of reaching a definite and practieal eonclus
slon, for It is expressly provided In the regu-
Intions that * notopie discussed in the Con-
Kress, nor Any queation of doetrine or opition
arising out of any dincussion, ahall ever be
submittad to vote at any meoting of the Con-
gresa or of its Counel],"

The Clhiurch Congress ls, therefore, nothing
more than s sort of debating soviety, in
which Protestant ministers ean talk about
Christian union without committing them-
selves to any plan for bringing about tha end,
and without danger of being askeld to ex-
press agreement or disagreement with any-
thing except the moat general aud uoprae-
tleal propositions, * Under such elreum-
stances, of course, the proceadings can
hardly fail to be harmonivus, even if they
are not profitable.

The subjecta of discussinn during the three
days are all Jaid out in the programme, and
they are of a kiod to provoke no sort of con-
troversy. The first day will be devoted to
the reading and discussion of a paper on
* The Reiatlions of a Divided Christendom to
Aggressiva Christlanity;" the second to
** The Functlon of Worship in Promoting the
Growth of the Church:" the third to * The
Attitude of the Secular Press in America To-
ward Rellgion." These, It will be seen, are
all themes which can be treated in the most
genrral way, and In regard to which nobody
13 likely to quarrel, .

The last subject, It fa true, is one about
which very much that is original, especially
for such a gatheriog, could be sald, but we
fear that It will be handled In the cut-and-
dried fashion, without a due couception of
Its Importauce, and wot in the independent
spirit Its proper treatment requires. Why
should not the Hartlord Congress define for
us what it regards as the difference botween
a secular and a rellgious journsl? How can
& paper be called a religious paper, in con-
tradistinetion from & s2cular journal, when It
gives the ordinary news of the day, furnishes
miscellaneous articles of all eorts, and do-
votes a large part of Its space to advertising
of the same kind as {s found In what are de-
scribed as secular newspapers 7

To our mind every newepaper should be &
religlous newspaper—governed Ly religious
prinelples and flrm and consistent in fts de-
fence and propagation of true religlon. THE
Sux, for Instance, s o religious newspaper,
which labors In the glorious eause of gon-
uine Christinpity. But by religious papors,
in the programme of the Congress of
Churches, denominational organs are meant,
papers which work for theological parties,
and olten lo & spirit of partisanship that
outrnges the Christian theory of the brother-
hood of man, and tends to defeat the Chicis-
tian unlon the Congress will discuss,

Wa observe that no Roman Catholies are
included smung those who are se: down as
essaylsts and debaters In the coming Con-
gress, Perlinps they would not take part in
the discussions ([ they were asked: but how
can wa have Christion unlon unless the great
Church of Rome jolns in bringlog it about ?
Protestants and Catholion have & common
enemny in united, sggressive, and contldent
Infidelity, and the bosts of faith must come
together as trustful allics 1o meet the modern
assuuits ou supernntural religion.

The Lnst Resort tfor Maine,

It Is vuly threa or four weeks gloee the
Iatest amendments, attachments, anid fin-
provements to the Maine liquor laws went
Into effect fu the stroughold of the prohibl-
tory eysteru. We are somewhat surprised to
find the Lewiston Jowrnal, which takes its
prohitition straight, avucunciog that “on
Thursday, Fast Day, more drunkenness was
to be seen on the strests of Lewiston than
for a lung tima previous, Intoxicatlon on
the strewts I8 oo the lueroass,"

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TR PANIC AY VIOTORIA.

Whet Is Perbape 1be Mos: Vainoradle Paint
n Al the Britieh Kmplee,

Bax Francmsoo, April 35.—The alarm of the
inhabitants of the pretty and thriving litue
town of Vietoria, Britiak Columbia, which is
entirely unprotectad against a rald of Russian
eruisers, is not unreasonable. Within twelve
days’ steaming distaties of thie Mussian naval
atation on the Asiatie coast, and lying within
range of the guns of a modern war ship
mancruvred on the open waters of the Btraita
of Fuea, the conatruction of works for the ds-
fence of Vietorin has been entirely neg-
Ieeted by tha Britsh and Canadian Gov-
ernmeats. The appronch to the town
wharvea of Victorla is by a narrow and
intricate shannel, which can only be navigated
safely by veasels of moderats tonnage; but as
the centre of the town Is little more than a
mile from, the outer roads, with good landing
vlaces nt sevarnl points, the Intrieacies of tho
harbor channel Interposs but & siight barrler to
attacks from a hoatlle foree, Three miles from
Vietoria harbor ia the harbor of Esquimauit, the
only British naval atation on the Pacifie const
of Ameriea. Eaquimauit {s one of the safest
and most pleturesque harbors In the world,
about three miles In length, with a depth
of water upon which the largest lronclad
ships of war ean safely float, surrounded by
low wooded hilla, with A narrow but dosp on-
trance from Fuea Straits, Esquimault s, after
Ban Francizeo, the best harbor on the wost
coast of North Ameriea. A large naval graving
dook s well advanesd toward completion at
the upper end of the harbor, and & small doek-

ard is near the entrance, Yet, strangs to say,
bis tmportant naval station has puver bevn
fortifled. In the absencs of British war ships
Irom the harbor tliere s hlnnllerIhlnn 0
prevent an ordieary steamer, armed with one
rifle un, !rm: stonming in and deatroyin
the dockynrd Lulidings, the graviog dock, an
the vilinge of Esguimnault,

The indiffer-nce al the British Government
1o the delanucoleas oom}!:lnn ul their onlumui
station nn the north cifle_ean only fx-
piained on the presumption that tho Admirslty

Brxuiw, April 20.—With the first breath of
spring. afiar & cold Eastar, Derlin soolety awoke
from ita Lenten dulness to respond to the (n-
vitation of Count de Launay, Italian Ambar-
sador. and doan of tha diplomatio corps In Dar-
lin. The unpretending summons to over S00
guesits bore the simple Announcement tliat
e —— was requestsd to spend the evening
of the 10th of April at the Embassy,” It was
bhowavar, universally known that the Emperor
himaall bad Nxed the day, and that his Majesty,
with all the members of the imperial family
still In town, would be pressnt: it was alsnn
matter of certainty that the cotlllon would be
rich in those surorises and gifts which had for
several years already bean s apecinl fenture of
these annual recaptions, and that in hardly
another housa eould there bs found a more
courtmous hoanltality.

The Ambassador has, a0 to speak, graduated
in Berlln, and won, step by step, all his diplo-
matio grades in that ‘residencs, notwithatand.
Ing different misslons In Bpain, Portugal, and
BL Peteraburg. Count de Launay stood at the
death bed of King Charles Albert of Ravoy
In his voluntary exlls at Oparto after the battle
of Novara and hls abdication. He foliowed the
romains of the [ather of Vietor Emanuesl
till ther wers Iald in the rocky vaulta of the
Baslliea of Buperga on the Pledmontese hills,
and bias from thoss early days been a loyal and
faithiul servant of the house of Suvoy. He
came to Derlin as an atlachd undsr Count Rossl,
fardinian Ministet, and sang at many court
thoatricals with the wile of his chiel, the not
vet forgotten Bontag. He returned after a lnpse
of some yenrs na Chargd d'Affalren and Minls.
ter, and obtalned the recognition of the young
liberated Iwalian kingdom by .the Prussian
Court. SBhortly after this was an nocapted fact
the coronation of the present Emperor as King
of Prussia took place at Kanlgsberg, the death
of thealling Frederick Willlam Il terminat-
Ing & long rewency. The whole diplomatie
corps was conveyed to Lthe distant frontier
town in a specinl traln. a earriage being set
npart for each logation, with the name of thelr
respective countrlea luscribed over tha door.
Dy habit, oversiglit, or earslesaness, Count de
Launnay's earriago bora the label * Legation
of Sardinin" The young Minister refusod to
enter it with his suite, on the plea that L rap-
resetitad no such kingdoni, and thut he owed
it to his soverelgn to lusist on his new oMeial
denomination. ITi< firm yat eanciliating attl-
tude swept down the barriers of Prussian offi-
clalism, and bafore the train was allowed to
start the obnoxious {nscription bad been re-
moved and replaced.

The Count spent in Berlin the anxious years
of the Franco-German war, saw some of his
best friends killed In battie, assisted at the
unifieation of the German empire, and wns
one of the first to grost by his new title the su-
preme ruler of tha conguaring hosts, He was
then appolnted one of Italy’s first ambassidors
to the new rigime, and sines the recent death
of Lord Ampthill bas bveome the doyen or
Lead of the whole diplomatie corvs, The Em-
peror I8 parsonaily very much atinched to the
Count, and the Princess Impsrial, o chary of
herfriendship, treats ilm oo all vceaslons with
nffectionate conslderation.
