An old building on Itho south side ot State

ilroot In tho block bounded by State street
Columbia place Attnntlo avonuo and Hicks
street Brooklyn wn destroyed by flro yester-

day

Thoro woro ncarlyGOOgirls mon and boys

In It when tho fire startod A weak girder
caused part of tho building to fall burying a
number of parsons In tho ruins Exactly how
many li not known Throo unrecognizable
bodies have boon dUl out Blxtoan porsons
ITO roportod missing it Iis not probable
that there wi be more than that number of
bodies Tho man until to bo responsible
for tho girder breaking 1Is under arrest

Tho Old Glass House as the building was
stilled presented nn unsightly brick front
plorcod by doorways at either end and roo

llovod br rows of small windows It had four
stories and was 200 loot wide and CO foot deep
Thoro wore three extensions which made tho-

bullJlnc look like a letter K Each of the ex-

tensions

was CO foot wldo and ran back 10
foot The two toward the eastern side of
building worn connected by a bricked passage
Tho western extonslon was 18 foot from the

The girls wore divided into three squads

through a twentyfl vefoot passage which runs

These men climbed up from the coal hole of
the western extension the floors ot which had
fallen with tho outer wall Then others got
out ns heat they could picking their way over
the bricks and mortar and broken beams and
gained Atlantic avenue through tbo passage-

A great crowd of gIrls nnd mon and boys
poured Into State street through the two front
doors None had a hat or wrnu and nil wore
terrified Thick smoko followed them Bomo

as It dned and some hurried away
Five minutes later tongues of red and yellow
name licked up tho woodwork of tho doorways
through which the clrls and man and boys had
some and then ran up the buildings front to
join the greater lire which had blazed through
the roof

More than 500 persons wore In tho building
when the lire had broken out Nobody knownow many had escaped or how many wore
turned orwero hold beneath the fallen wall nnd

were removed fifteen minutes before anything
happened The building was certainly safe so
long as It was on my screws and If It had not
boon for unusual loading of tho floors above I
dont see why It foil Thoro woro ton tons of
silica piled up In the soap manufactory Ma-
chinist
