THE GAN CONAUMERN NEW BILL BUSH-

Anthorising the Elavaied NRoads te HRan

ALBANY, May 11.—The most exciting
Ineldent in the Benate was the suddsn Wock-
ading by the members of all the avenues of ap-
proach to Banstor Fassstt's desk. Ho had come
{nto sudden possesalon of two bright and beau-
titul constituants, both posaible Benators them-
#nlves, who wers presentsd to Lhe Benator by
hins wife.

The new bill reenmmendad by the Gas Con-
sumors’ Assoclation of New York was ronohed
in tha Benate to-night. Benator Robb Intro-
ducad his substitute, nlready outlined In Tue
Huw, to provide for a goneral Gas Commisrion
for the whols Biate, llke the Rallroad Commis-
slon, restrioting gas corporation dividends to
ten por cent, The Benntor snld that he had no
doubt the peopls of othor citles needoed
the rellef New York asked for.
