wnee, His Administration was eallad a const-
tutionnal rapublionn @ovoryment. but was n re-
nlity & eomplets dicintorship, surrounded by
despotism nud croslty, The dend President
frequantly nsssried that he despised the ne-
tion he rulod, and was convinead fram expoeri-
ance that it conlil anly be governnd by se-
\mrurl. Forgatting the reapect dus to hilmself
and hin high ofMies, he allowsd full sway to
bis wogovernnbis tomper, and boeanie  the
executionsr of Guatemnla, An Amoaricsn
guntlaman who speunt_ much time in that
conniry says that when Barrios bad aoy motive
to repritand a eltizen, whotlior an olllelal or
private individunl, whatever his politiesl or
aocialntption, he summoned the oMender 1o Lis
office; then, ailer siating in Lthw pressnce of
hiw n.ldo—du-mu:]‘t the wotlves or pretaxta of
compinint, he nddressod inpulting words to the
vietim of his displensure and cut him nerovs
the farn with & whip that woas alwaye nt hanil
It freguently happened that the vietim wna
prostruted by the heavy kleks and blows ho
recaived, aud, witer sulfering such lknominious
punishmont, bore on his face the principul
mnrks of shovme and o his heart thn convietion
that only by <lient submisslon eonld be hope to
muen e ropaetition of the indignities.

"ll am the Constitution " sald Darrics, 1
am the law:" and, taking the aver-prosent
I:orﬂewhl’p. he cut the Inwrar acrons the face,
afterwnrd kicking him in the side nod banting
him terribly. Noxtday the President bad An-
drue whinpad again, and the lawyer, s high-
spirited young aristoerat, iook the disgrace so
deaply to hanrt that he died. The prisoner in
whosws behnif he had intarfernd was takon to
tha panitentiary, and for threa suconssive days
was floggnd in the most brutsl mannoer, uutil,
alter the third wl:irm . hin too died,

Another enss Is that of the merchant, Cando-
larin Guzman. who bhad ssrved as a Culonsl
under Maximilinn in Mexico, anid hml subsn-
quontly  dabbled somowhat In Eniltlﬂs. bot
aover oflensively,  About two weaks befora the
shooting of smventean poiitical offendwrs in the
pubille sguunre of the Capitul, this merchiant woas
koing toward Quezaltenabuo, o the rogular
ecotirss of business, whan he clianesd to meat
Hirrios on the rond, They snluted one another
with ths utmost politensss, and the merehuot
wenton, In less than an hour, two ofllcers,
riding post huste wlior Guzman's enrringo,
overtook him with the {nformation that the
Prasidont desitod to see him.  HReturning at
ones 1o Guatemnbn, he was lmmadintely thrown
Into prison, aod to this day, though he has had
lmtrllnl and po ohurgos hnve aver beon mide
neninst bim, he s still ineareernted, und hns
suffersd the most atroclous trentment. A ehnin
hing been rivetad to Lifs lng, which hine worn the
Nmal to the bons, and, by the order of Burrios,
more than & thousand lashos hisve boen wl-
ministernd 1o him, Suchp * republic’ would
b a politieal problem, difeult of solution, Jdid
wn ot sonwidor the elements to be disposed of,

And right hisre porhaps a morsl of history
may oot ho inapproprinte, In tho srring of
1471 Barrlos and Granados, with only thirty-
ve man, attscked aod defested 200 of the
Giuntomnian troopd, 1t happened that ths sen-
timent of the oouniry was ageinst the ruling
powers, and thersfors thess two intrepld war-
riors waro received with --|'-on armi. The (iov-
arnment sent incrensed forces auninst Lthem
but was atways dofeatod, ane on the rebel
forces obtuined an immenss followlng. belng
roeruitod by young men of_good position from
nll purts of the eountry, Within two monthns
wftar this raid with thirty-five men (iranndos
and Barrios took vossession of the cavital of
Gustangain st the head of 5,000 soldiers, Cerna
hid Bod, bis Ministers wore in hiding, aud soon
Barrios, by atrain of clrcumstaneos in which the
atrifa batween Church nnd Htate was nn fm-
portant [aetor, bocause abanlute dletator. The

rent sacrat of his usiimited power lay in his
ﬁruu! orueity,  Inciplont revolutions ware
neomptly oipped in the bud by having suspet-
od men, of whatevor woalth, refluement, or po-
aition publicly flogesd. A prolest was made
by the united forsign Ministers thon In Guate-
mnla, but they wore warnad Lhat they ware ex-
nmd‘m: their richts, and for porsonsl safely
had better attend llrin!l(r to their own affairs,
Mon who wera not afrald nf powder and ball
but hind braved death at the cannon’s mouth

NO MORE HERDS OF BISON.

HIDR HUNTRERS AND APURTANEN NATE
WIrED THEM OUT AT LAST,

Miifions of them Killed ta Soeven Tonre—
Bvery Oue'a Mand Againmt the Helfale—
Net Even thelr Houss Lafi oa the Pialsa
Mmes Orry, Mon., April 9.—Loss than

nine yoars ago this apot wes sovered with the
topeos and lodges of Bitting Dull's warriors,
thon at war with the United Siates, In thoss
days this region was the very heart of the buf-
falo sountry, I remember asccompanying the
miliary axpadition of 1877 up the Yellowstons
River to the mouth of Tongus River, and
encountering on the journsy more buffalo than
It would be posaible intelligently to deseribe
on paper. Figures earry but little fden of the
yast number of animals, and were I to eay that
one herd we passed throurch, travelling for
three dave without balng out of sight of bison
during daylight. numbered far up Into the
hundred thousands, it would porhaps be fall-
ing short of the real numbar of bullaloss that
actually composod Lhat mightly mass,

When wa had passed through this herd at
the clowe of the third day, about 3 o'clock In
the afternoon. the scouts reportad another
tremendous herd In the distance, coming di-
roctly toward us at full spesd. Quiekly our
party sought the protection of the nelghboring
buttas, whils a fow of us climbed & rocky emi-
nence on the open prairie, and awalted with
interest the approach of the rushing mass, On
they camae, helter akoiter, poll mell. and when
the leadera reached the monnd or hillock upon
which we ware parched the groat herd divided
into two parte and swopt by us like the wind,
half on either side. Wo gazad In wonder and
awe at the sen of binek, shagey lifs rolling like
blllows at our feot, Far as the eye could see
was an ocean of buffaloos, surging and awaying
like the waves, while the awful rumbling
sound and shaking of the sarth made our
hends a little dizzy. All that afternoon the
anfmnls kept up their Night, and It was not
until the sun sank behind the tall mouatains
thit thelr numbors began to lesson nond loft us
fron to esenpe from our tamporary prison.

The herd which we travelled through for
three days was not In motlon, but was encoun-
tored In mmall acatterod bands and lined every
foot of the road we travelled. Neverthieloss It
wus one single hered, as It was continuous,
though broken. But the Just herd, which wns
moving at high spesd, was packed so thick
that 1 bolieve It contained fully as many ani-
mals as the lirst herd. They Now by us for Ive
hours on & dead run, and tho horizon of our
slght was bounded by nothing but the dark
black hidos of the noble animals thomsel ven,

In 1H77 the plalns and prairies of Montana
wire the homo of tho bulfslo. As lotg as tho
Indinns remained hostiie and at war with the
whitns, just so long was the ssiviation of the
buffalo assured, When the Indiaus were cap-
turod nnd corralled upon reservations it loft
tho blson to the merey of white pot hudntors
wuid doadly reponting ritfles, and the two to-
gother have done the business for them.

In 1815 the bLuffalo ranges saxtended as for
vnnt an Hlinois, Minnesots, and Lows; in short,
they Missismippl  Iiver murked the epstern
boundary of thelr grazing grounds. On the
want the maln Hocky Mountsin ridge wns Lhe
Hmit of their pastures, und betweon these two
naturnl boundaries ths buffalo roamsl over
thie vast plains of the West, migrating with the
gonsons north and wouth from the shores of the
Arctie to the Gull o1 Maxico, They ware at tho
mercey of the various Indinn teibes, but the Ln-
dinns wersa moreiful, From this ons animnl
tho red mesn drew the main neosssaries of
life,  The lides furnished elothing, beds,
and  lodge  oovorings, The horns  warn
used as  ornawents, and also furnislied
virlous  kKltchen  utensils, The floshh was
their stapla food, and their sinews borame
arrow ocords. The Indinus used the animal,
but did not abuee (1. The berds in thoss days

routh of the present internntional boundury
line, strictly (o the Unitsd Stntes, must have
contained not loss than 5000000 animals, In

what ts now Maultabn, Assiniboin, Allwrtn, nnd
Saskatchowan thero must hnve bean fully
G 0 miore, ms the Hudson ay trappers
who enmo south to  trade with the Bunke,
Shosbone. and Mandan Indians always ro-
orted vast herds of bikon In the nelghbor-
Kom! of Groat Binve and Grent Bear Lakes,
The buffuloes wore all right until about saven
yonrs ago, when the lodiaus wore congusraed,
which opened up the country and lat the hide
hunters in. It took about seven rears, begin-

ning with 1870, to exterminate the bullalo

along the line of the Union Pacifie Ralironid,
which in the good old times rould hnve besn
seun blackening the DPlatto River bottom for
miles, These voor silly bensta wore so eanlly

killed, and, from thelr abundanos, oflered so
rich areward to the hide hunter, that every
lals follow in that part of the country counl
make good wages by butchering them. ‘I'he
Union Paciflo Ruailroad solit the herds in
half, and left & moiety to the north and
molety to the south. Those In Texas
wore soon used up by sportamen and
professional huntera: but the great north-
arn _herd fiad toeWyoming nand Montana,
wheore Sitting Bulland his Tollowers tonk elinrgo
of nod protectod them until Unele Sani's sol-
dlers began chnsing him around the enuntry
as wall ax the bison. From 18756 to 1880 fully
LOO0000 o] these brivtes wers killed by soldiers
nud pther white men, Iheard of one anter-
prising pot hunter on the Yellowsions who
nctunily bad o Gatling gun to help the alnur:ll-
ter along, He smploved no lors than thirty
skinners to tear the hides from the poor ani-
muls as soon as they dropped, and eacll skin-
nor recoived n dollar for evory hide he hrought
in at night. The skinned cnrcassos, ns wall as
numboerioss unskinned, wore leit 1o rot whers
thoy fell. In short, the manipuintor of the ar-
tillery kept ahead of his employees and pro-
vided them with moro than they conld attoml to,
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e Devoribes his Adventiare with a HMockos
