PERSUADED TU DRINK AND MURDER.

A Timperance Lesture Mrom the Gallows In
Barawell, 8, ©,

BarswELn, 8, C, May 29.—John Terry,
ocolored, was hanged In the jall here at noon
to-day for the murdoer of the Rev. John G, Bea-
slons, white, Terry eaid on the seaffold:

This ende my earesr inthe first trouble I have sver
been in, and 1 warn all men of my color, especinlly the
youog, to let whiskey and bad white men atonoe, I was
not hired, but was persuated to drink, and In this con-
ditlon indoved ta take the life of a inan 1 had nothing
ngainst, I have made my peace with my God, aud an
rendy todie. He has pardoned my sin, and 1 pray that
my sad fale may bo & warning that will Keop the young
men of my race from following my example.

Torrv mot his fate ealmly and unflinchingly.
His nock was broken, aod Lis doath was appar-
ently palnless,

On May 30 Mr, Basslons recolved a Iotter from
B, A. Wood, n merchant doing business near
Ellenton, Barnwell county, offering him a placo
as bookkeepor, John Terry, who was emplored
by Wood, wns the boarer of the letter, Mr.
Hmnlnna atarted with Terry thnt ni ht for
Ellenton, Inuving at his home In
. H. Carson. hia brother-in-la:

On July 2 the mutilntad body of Mr, Bessions
was found, ns Indiented by Tearry, in a pinn
thicket back of Wond'a house,
draggod It from the shullow grave in which lt
bad Leen bLuried. The Lhead was cut off and
one sile ol theskull was crushed in, In tha
grave wis an iron mr-cuupling pin, one and nf
which »xaetly fittod the [ndentation in the
llmll. Jy was |dantifled by the clothing.

Assoon as ho camo up he heard
Carson say, " Thore Lo {s!" uud looking in tho
dlractinn voluted out by Curson o snw a white
mnan's body lylng on the ground with the head
off. and near by was an iron esr-coupling pin.
Carson anid Terry then dug n hale, inte which
tory throw the body nnd thoe mu;nllns pin,
tobinson wns warned by Wood, Cnrson, and
nrry never to mantion tho mnum‘ toany ono,

Othar numu- eirpumstantinl evidenes Inlt no
doubt in the minda of the jury that Torry wns
the principal netor in the trocedy, and ho was
mep!ly found gullty snd sentenced to be

T or ia the trlal of Wood. nor fn that of
Torry. was any evidence s showipg a
maotlve for the murder, which ls atlll enshroud-
ail inmysiory. It wns with a view to the pos-

bio sclution of this mnystery that the Governor

A,
Carson was tho eause of 6% thns Bamugl
Wood, who wis convicted ns &n necessory nfter
the fast, bnd no hand in the murder. nnd knew
pothing about it until afltor it had horn com-
mitted, and that no other pereon was with him
when lio did the killing. Carson nover made
known to him his reason  for hoviog his
brotber-in-law murdered. Nothing 18 known
regarding Carson's whoreabouts, nor have any
stops as yot been taken to capture him,
