The quarreis audl contentions of those Califors
plans are prasaed upon Exovalive attention at
prory opporiunity, and with such vohemsnoo
ot oratory that 1t 18 no wonder that the Presis
gential mind (s confused, mad the desirs 1o re-
pince the Incumbent Ropublionns with honeast
Damocrals s nhsnlitoly thwartad. Thus It hna
apoetiod that up to the proseul momant but
three appointmenta have besn made for tlint
Blato—one An inslgnileant Consulship to the
Bamoan Islands, another the Naval Ofoor of
Ban Franclsco, and the third an Asalstant At-
toraey-enoral In the Interlor Dunartment.
Tho trouble Is that Californin politics are
steictly provinelal, and not readily eompre-
pended on this slde of the continont. The
brosd Intorvening wildernoss strotohing from
the Missourl Rivar to the western slops of the
Blorra Nevadn Mountains serves to separate
the Golden State from her oldar sistors, leave
ing ber thoroughly solated. Nationnal volltics,
ga undarstood at the Eaut, exelte no Interost In
that far-oft roglon. The tarllf question I8 con-
gldered thero under protost, or not at all, For-
algn nffairs concern the peoplo little boyond
the lawsilan treaty and the question of
Ohinnse immigration. The elroulating me-
dium of the country has always besn gold and
sliver, and the agitations of theEast growing
out of the use of natlonal bank notes, green-
backs and certificutes of ocoln deposits are
gonrcely heard. lInstead of such matters, the
public mind of tho Btats Is engrosssd in the
consideration of purely local and domestie
questions. And thess bhave latteriy chrystal-
Jizad into n great bugbear ocontroversy of
movopoly and antl-monnpoly, or, more prop-
erly, corporation and antl-corporntion.
There is a groat deal of wealth in Callfornia,
but it is nlmost ¢ :rl:nlv:li:.mnloy;d in m:i
ntorprises. At the t you hiave gre
ﬁ{:irfnellko llil.umu of the Astors, w(ii[nh lro':arl-
vately Invested in lands snd tenemonts or in
lodividuil business enter| r naa. In Cal ‘omu
there is nothing of this o the larger
mercantile asmbilahmen ‘are mnduc by
eorporations, as are all the manufacturing en-
terprisos. Tlers Is no raln only four months
ol thu:anr during which time water must be
rod and stored for domestle use and irrl-
Ion durlng the ensuing eight monlhn of
Fu ht. This |ls a costly undertaking, only
m'.‘v!u through corporate effort. The mines
are workad by gorportions; so also are the al-
ready groat and rapidly urowlng fruit and fis
unnuuf lnduutr!m. Gas. electrie lghta, tele-
graph ltlll tles, and railroads are. of course,
85 evarywherg else, supplivd by corporation
Iﬂﬂlﬂh'!- Thus, ns a mnatter of faot, the capital
socks corpornle Investment, while labor
ugiies along eingle handed and alone.
