In Ostober ho
took board in Laurel. He sald that he was In
the nyster business (n Daltimors. He brought
n palrof handsome bays to the villagoe,mmd avery
Nne day took Miss Mollle out driving, Dur-
Ing the winter he propossd marriage, and

was accaptad, Mr. Donninon, after Inquiring
of his biother, Thomas Dennison, ratified Miss
ollle's ehnles,

Brooks had besn vislting throughout the
esounty with the Denninons, who were well to

o and ware on_ familiar terma with many

ruary Mr, John Dennlson was tnken #1l, and
disal on Mareh 1, the wvery duy which had beon
nppeinted  for the morringe of his dangh-
ter Mol and Mr. Drooks,  roo 8 promised
tho dving man to chorlsh and protest his girl,
nned tho fiither then nsked thist thoy bo mur-
rind one month_ from that time, on April 1,
This wana donn,  Lnst Wednosdny Brooks, who
hind meanwhile purchased n handaamoa throo-
Atory eottage ot Lourel and furnished it eom-
plately, askod his wifo to go to Washington
with him on business,  Arriviog in the elty, ho
laft her at s (riend’s housa, and said that he
hnel to go to Baitlmors, Ho was absent from
hin wite all nlght, returniog early ln the morn-
ing to takoe her baok to Lourel.  Lnst Saturday
ho ranid to bis wifo in n Washington paper an
aceount ol the rogtwmry of her uncie Dennison’s
housn at Gaisbora Point an the previous Wed-
nendny, Ho snid that ho felt aorcry for Mr,
Dannison, but supposed that 1t was n vigitation
of God on tho ol gentleman, who never woul
keap up hin vhurvrl duting proparly,

On Saturdny Doteetive Edalin, who had basn
working up ths Gelshoro Point robbery, arrived
hire and astounded the village by arresting
Brooks, It seems thot Brooks's resl name is
Harrison, and that he I8 a nrofessional bhure-
Iar, horsothiaf and pwindler, and is known as
suoh to tha polion of all the principal Enstern
cltles. He was nrrested last SBoptember during
his absauen from Laurel for horse stenlin
near Baltimore, Whiis helpe conveyad hani-
euffad on atrnin to upper Maribora prison he
threw himsell from the ear window while the
train was golng forty miles an hour, He
atruek in o swamp and eseaped uninjured.
Nothing Marther wae honrd from him until his
agrvat Saturday, The detective saw n phinto-
graph of Brooks at Gelsboro Point and recog-

OI the 1,400 horses that pulled the 800
stages, 000 wore picked out to tug at the horse
cars nnid the other 800 went to the Forty-first
stroat stubles nnd tried to get In good condition
for yesterdny's sale, It had beon advertised
that 800 horses, 300 stages, and 500 sots of
haroess would be auctionsd off, and the old
drivers and stablemen went to the Forty-firat
street stables to say good-by to their horso
friends.

A swarm of farmers, truckmen, expresaman,
nnd horse dealars appearad early [n the morn-
ing nond wont through the staliles. They pulled
oponad the juws of the horsos to tell their nge

by their teath, They examined their feset to
son whother they wers sound and mmule dashes
nt their ayes to lnd out if thore was any blind-
nass, Tho old stages were drawn up alung the
side of the stable floor and smml boys sat 1o
the drivara' soute, and watehed the crowds, At
