“Q! late," one of the best-known threatrle
el agrnts In this eity sald recontly. “netors
have (ar lona trouble in arranging (or datas out
of town than formerly, In fact, | may sny that
thip oystem of routing and boaking haa undar-
gone a enmplate change. No lonyer than seven
yours ago the ol system vrevalled. Under {8
hardiy any no-oalled combinations went on the
road. Thare was then no sueh thing an & trav.
alling eompany named after the play which Iy
presented. Publie attention was diractsd ta
theatar, and the star rarely had & eompany of
hisnwn. There were then scatlsred through
this elty five nrsix dramatie nganeios, and to
ona ol them & star wonhl go to be booked and
roiited at the elose of tha senson, usually Juiy 1,
Tho axent had connectinne only in Inrge eliles,
and with maoagers |n thess ke would maka
terms for engagemenis never for aless time
than a weok and usually eovering four or six
wraks. Tha managers lo sach of tha Inrgs
¢lties engaged stock companies at the begin-
plog of snch season to support such stars an
the agent had engaged, and all the agent had
to do was to get the r bookad lfor acertaln
time and send on the piay. Tho stoek eompany
atudied the subordinate parts.

“HBeven years ago thes prement aystem was
fereshadowed by some additional duties which
thentrien] agents assumed. What I may eall
the old systam of the present aystem came Into
vogue; for at that time eombinations—that is,
piny atiractions aa opposed to star attraetions
—sprang into Leing, and applied to agents to
bo bopked and routed. The agonts wure not
wary auceessful in managing eombinations,
They could not handie the two Hnes of the busi-
mesa—the stars and the play attraetinns—nantis-
factorlly; for, while they lind businesa con-
pections in tha large eities, they had none In
the townns betwesn, It had not been very ex-
penniye for their stars to maka the long jumps
between the eltias, but when IL enme to making
the jumps with an entlre company the prufits
mads In one city wore oftan absorbed Ly the
expense of taking the enmpany to the unext
elty. The result was that combinntions went
to pleces with arapldity nmazing to thea unin-
ftinted. You see, the ngents didn’t know any-
thing ahout layitg out rouwwa Tlan, too,
they were looss about keening thelr books
for ecombination engngements. Many =
time they would book & eombioalion
for a certnln thesira for & cartaln wank, and on
writing to the managesr find they bad already
booked another atlraction for the snme week,
Then, ngain, all the agents wers looking for
the samsa theaires; so they were obliged to
write to managers ubout rescrviug dates. The
result was thint country managers grew tired
of engoging eombinationa through agents,
eame here themoeelves, and remained liere

during the summoer months fghting and

squnbbling on the square, Then I jumped in,
