The French Political Enigmn.

The attention of all parsons lotarosted In
politieal experluents wiil presoutiy by faete
eund vpon Franca, where preparations are
now making for the ¢lection of o new Cham-
Ler of Doeputies under peoulinrly complex
and enigmatieal eonditions,

Amuericans sbuuld pot forget that lo Frauce
tho popular branch of the Loglslature piays
au ingomparably more lmportaot rdle in the
national Guveronment thau does the House
of Representatves in our own political sys-
tem. Fur tho Freonch polity, although oe-
tensibly presldeutial, Is essentially parlis-
moutary, Mo Piesident belng s mers
Ngurchemwd, and the roal mastar of ex-
oculive power belng the Frime Mioister,
whio Is ereated or deposed by the flat of the
majority of the Chamber of Deputlea, The
erisia, therafore, on which Frenchmen are
about W onter, would only be paralleled lo
Lbo United Hiales In caso we were called
upou to choose 8 naw House of Representa-
tives, which in turn would designate s Presi-
deut Lo hold office at I's pleasure. It ls true
that evon under our Constitution a fallure on
the part of the Electoral College to namen
Chilef Maglstrate dovolves the function of
eloction on the lower House of Congress, as
in the memorable instance of JoHN QUINCY
Apaus, but Its pomines, onee inangurated, Is
aslodopendent of his loglelative creators as
it he bud been ch by the peopl

It s weil known that thls yearthe mem-
bers ol the Chamber of Doputlos are Lo be
voled fur by tue so-called scrulin da liale, or
deparimental tlekets, thai Is to say, pro-
olsaly us Veesidentinl electors are chosen lo
the United Siates, To every French depart-
went I8 allotted u quota of Deputles propor-
tionite to Its population, and every citizun is
Lo lpseribe upon his ballut the nemes of can-
didates for all the seats assignsd to the par-

tyular depaciment of which be ls » resideat.

able political partiss. But evem our own ba-
tional history affords two impressive lllustra-
tions of the complications resulting under this
mothod of election by scrwtin de lisle, or
State tickets, where politioal oplolon and
party organization are somewhat minutely
subdivided. For example, in 1834, the par-
tiss respectively favoring JACKSON, ADAMS,
CLAT, and CRAWPORD wers severally able lo

eandidates had partisans enough in the
Electoral College to render any choioa by
that body Imposalble. Agaln, In 1869, the
competition of four candidates—LixcoLw,
DovoLas, DBrecixmipor, aod BELL—so
split aud frittered the resistance to the Ba-
publican party that ita nominse became
Chief Magistrate, though representing a
minority numerieally weak compared with
the nggregate onposition.

Who knowa but a surpriss as aiart-
ling ms the olection of AnnaiaM Lisocons
may ba ln store this year for Franve, In
many parts of that country there willba five,
{f nut soven, tioketa in the flelid.  The Oppor-
tuniats, who have hold eontrol of tae Gove-
ernment Quriog the tenn of the preseat
Chamber of Depuiies, have agres] unon a
programme, or, as wa shauid sav, a plat-
form, sl in avery dapariment willi put for-
ward n tlekes of thoir own, The Jocubios
and Sownilste, codoeating undsrthe jead of
M. CLEMPENCEAD, bave also diawn up a juin:
deciaraton of Intentions, aod o every oe-
pattment possessing a larganartisan popula-
tivn will propose s list of candidates, The
an-onlkd  Oonearvative  Ropublicans, who
have sommanded A modest nnmber of seats
In the eentre of the Chiambar now moribund,
bave determined to malotala a distinet or-
ganization aml to vots for spokesmon of
thelr  speciflo oploious in the ccwing
contest nt the ballos bax, The Moa-
archists, who bollave thas the Comte
pu  Pamis should be King of Franer,
eithor aa the heir of the hiberal proclivities
o! Lovms PHILIFPE, or a3 the reproseotativo
of divipe rigist, moan, nndoubtediy, to test
thelir streng:h In every seciioun of France
whero they hava a chance of prollting
by the disunion of Bapublicanus.

But thq friends of political reaction aroalso
weakened by divielon inthe camp, for the Im-
perialista evinee no disposition to coalesce
with the Monarohists, and they will certainly
refuse to aceept departmental tickets framed
exclusively lo the Interest of the Comte DR
Parms. Indeed, there s some reason to be-
linve that the procraa of dmintegrationp may
ba carried even further among reactlooists
than amoog tho supporters of tho repub-
lie. 8Safar as Ponapartists are coneerncd,
there Is an almost Incurable rupture
between Jeromists and Victorlsts, and there
are ultra Logitimists who refuse to forgive
the part played by the OnnLeaxs family In
1792 and 1839, aud who prefor to recogulze in
o representative of the Spanish Bourbons
the rightful hislr of tha uld Franeh mounrahiy.

We see, then, that it s a highly perplexing
puzzle whichls exhibited by Finpee lo the
petadiug electoral campaigo. What the up-
shot of the contost will by, no man properly
alivato thestranga cowmplexity of its comli-
tions wousl vonture W prediet,  But we may
not o far wrong in guessing Lhat the [of-
lowers of M, CLEMeNerAD are destiacd to
make considerabloy galns In Parls, Lyons,
Marsaillos, and other groat hives ol mavsual
ludustry.

Lessona from Dantry Ray.

Tho practic evolutions of the Part'eular
Serviee Floot on that occssion bave led 1o
varyiug luferences and -urmiscs,  Inopera-
thodis OF Lhint sors thetse ars 50 ety inbuiiuus
make-belleves that even skilled judees of
suell encouniers may reach opposite cone-
eluslonus abont thep, OcessloMnily, tong Lt
orlecly charactor of the gamo iy iutorfered
with by o real lustead of an imaginnry dis-
waster, as when the Laandoer, a new war ship,
on her firet orulse, o upon & rock near
Bantry aud stove a hula In Ver bittom as
neatly as the Tallapoosa eonbd bave dope jt.
Yo! Important lessous ware tanght by thoe
combat in Bantry Bav, and lessons that havo
a wvalue for otlier aations besides the British,
One of theso §s that the entiro system of
torpedo hoats on which Eogland bas inid out
much nopey and Inbor must ba recoostruct-
od, sinee they cannot ba trsted to acoom-
paoy s fleat of irouclnds to sea, excepl In
fine weathier, and may Be lnefliclent at best,
A sacond Jesson I8 thnt the type of FEaoglish
guaboats there cmployed is thoroughly dis-
appointing. Tho naval operations were de-
layed a week uutil four of these craft could
make tho passage from Plymouth to Bantry,
and fiuadly they bad to be towed in by their
oonsurt, A third lesson ls that the famillar
device of n heavy boom for protecting bar-
burs may be useless agnlost a fast steam ram,

It will ba remembered that in tho sham
fight ut Baptry Admirsl HosgINS twok o a
fluet of small craft, consisting of torpedo
Loats, rowing gun lsunches, steain plunaces
and steam cutters, with which Lo attack Ad-
mirsl WayTte's ubstruction, copsisting of
vearly & mile of boom, formed wilth spars,
wire hawsers and cables four eutangling
boats, and protected on the outside Ly fuur
linea of observation mioes noarly filty feet
below the surface. Eleotro-contact mines
and batteriea of machipe guns also supported
the defence. Not to dwell on details, the at-
tack bad not Lbe ghost of a cliance of
succeas, aund I the combat had been
a real one, every boat of the sttack-
ing flotilin would bave been sunk, cap-
tured, or put to flight. Thus, to the ineca-
pacity of the torpedo vessals to go to sea in
all weathers must be added that of ipabllit
to doanything of qu In an It
of that character. A torpsdo travelliug on
the surface was adjudged to have harmed the
buomn more than the comiined attacks of the
mosquito squadron.

The next day, however, the Polyphemus,
8 heavy, swilt ram, ranthe gauntist of hall a
dozen torpedo boats guarding the boom,
shot clear of & quantity of Whitebeads,
through the mdmirable dexterity of Capt.
JEPPREYS, her commander, and finally, driv-
lug st the boom at » speed of seventeen
kouts, severad tho flvé-lnch steel wire haw-
ser without the slightest shock or pause, as
if it had been paper.

But the most striking reflection In study-
Ing this mock encountar is the testimony it
furnishes to tbe costly folly of Esropean
powers in keepiog up and constantly rensw-
log prodiglous military and paval establish-
ments. What possible ground of satlsfac-
tion and confidence can & performance like
thet of Banlry Bay give to the British Ad-
miraity ¥ The British were Nghtlng their owa
means of defence with thelr own mesns of
attack, Theuavy of England Is Its great ag-
greaslve agent; yet an essential conditlun of
Its welfare ls a perfectly protected coast line.
The failure of its torpedo vessels at Bautry
Bay suggests the resnlt of torpedu altacks
agninst woll-protected forelga barbors, On
e otlier Laund. the ¥asy destruction of the

e - e

reflestion that forvign natioss bave or can
build jest as powerful rame with which to
break through Britich barbor defencss.

But such are the inevitable rewards of na-
tions that devola themsslves to the folly and
crimeof war. They construct huge and enor-
moualy eostly guns with which to riddle s
nelghbor’s war vessels, and then suddenly
diseover that their own navies have thercby
besn made useless by his ability to construot
Justsuch guns for bimseif. Then they re-
bulld their lronelad Oeets In & way to resist
any guns, but in slarm lest an enemy should
imitate these fleeta, hurry 1o contrive still
more prodigious cannon. It is an endless,
hopelsss, ruinous round ef folly.

The Real Neligions Newspaper.

The Cimgregationalist, An able organ of the
denomination whose name It bears, not long
Acv expresssd the desire to see published a
daily newspaper " which should be unob-
trusively managed on evangelical prin-
ciples.” Thereupon a Western journal as-
sumed that it wauted “an orthodox Chrie-
tian daily newspaper which pointed a reli-
gious moral with tha details of every event,”

But that was not st ail what the Qungrega-
tionalist meant, and acoordingiy It Lricfly
deeoribes the pewspaper it had In miud:

Tlat Is preclanly our concaption of whata
pewapaper ought Lo be, and those are pre-
vlsely tha prinoipies governing the eon-
duct of THE BoX, which Is directed with s
vinw to promoting **the highest spiritual, ns
wedl as the beat temporal, welfare of its read-
ors,” and #o that It may * bear especially the
critleism of that oye which Is recognizod as
supremo over evary Christinn heart.”

As the Comgregalionalial says, such o naws-
paper does ot nectd ‘*to obtrude its specifl-
cally religious nim In its name or prospec-
s, The religlous principles aud purposes
which animate aud coutrol It appear In jte
whole course, and tha public soon discover
thiat, whatever |'s name, it is lo truth and in
esacrnee a religlous journal,

Tue Svx la also evangelical. It preaches
the glorious and eterval truths of pure and
genulps Christianity—thes religion of the
Guspel; and it examives men apd events in
their light, aml measures them by that
sandard of superlative excellence. It Is the
organ of no Church, of no religious party,
aud of mo one of tho warring theologiecal
systeras. It is simply an organ of the
Giapel as It waa originally procinimed, be-
leving that the subdime teachiugs of CHEIST
offer a sure remedy fur all the llle from
which sociaty suffers,

Come, Brother Cumgregationaliat, join vs
in proclalming, without reserve ur qualifica-
tion, those immortal truthe, and In demnand-
log that thosa who probess to e governed
by them shall live up to them even to tholr
last logienl eopeluaion !

Tha preriodlcal growth and declico of the
froe n rivers of the Alps nre tha West re-
mnrkabie and least understood of gincial
phvnomenn. F r pearly Nalrt}' yenrs inust
of the Alpiee ghwelers have been dimtnih-
Ing. Many of thein have been reduced n
length by huodreds and avan thousanids of
foer, aud Lave deereaserd in voliims by inils
lions of cuble feet, latwacn 1571 and 1573
ovary Ruown glacler was decraasing in sizo.
Tiwens beggun L pwilind of enlaigenuvnt, The
Boasom glaeer of Mont Blane connencs]
to meon duwn the valley ngain. Within the
next four years thres more gisciers Legwn
togrow, Tu the past two vears LY ginciers
have begun thelr paason ef ndvancemsnt,
The period of dim!inution bas entirely cenced
In the weatoro and exntyal Alps, but the gin-
clers of thie Austrian Alps aod a law ollivre
are still decronsing,

These phenorena aro not merely of scloc-
tifie interesty To the Inhabitants of many nu
Alpine vulley tho periodical growil of the
glaciors 18 n season of dread and solicitude,
Twelve great disasters that within Lthe past
two centuries awopt many hamiets out of
existenen wors all due to glaclal growth, The
great ice streams in their resistiess progross
turuble vast rocks down the mountsins, up-
rool treas, shove the turf befure them, and
tear dwellingas luto splinters. Thrice has
the valley of the Baas been desolated by &
giacier that completely dammmd tha river,
and thus fooded the country, Yillages have
been overwhelmed by greas masses ol loe
that bave tumbled from the advanciog gls-
clers. While the period of glacial recession
is one of comparative pacurity, the season of
growth brings nlmost constaut soxlety and
loquletude to tha fuhehitants,

The Swiss Alpine Clib has been engagel
for some years lu effurts to discover the [nwe
that govern these phepomena. Ite Presi-
dent, Prof. Forer, In o recent repurt says
that some Indicatlons of tho nature of theso
laws havo been oblnined, but that they can-
pot be satisfactorily investigated until much
more data hove beon secured, The socisty Is
accumulating a grost number of ubserva-
tivns, aud Prof. ForzL luvites the cchpera-
tisn of all selentitle mountaineers and Alpine
traveliers lo theso iuteresting and lmporiang
rescarches,
