JEFFERSON, LiN-
ooLX, and (inaNT will live In the memory of
men after the others have boon forgotton.

WasHiNorox will be revered as the Com-
mander-iu-Chief of the army In the war that
made us a republie, and students of hlstory
will got overlook the incident that he pro-
aided In the Conventlon which framed the
Federal Constitution, His tting culogy s
embulmed In the memorable words of HENRY
Lee: “First In war, tirst In peace, sud flrst
in the hearts of his eountrymon.” This ex-
pression In the reaclutlons offered In the
House on tho death of WasHiXGTOM bas
often bioen attributed, though orroneously,
to Jonx MansaLn, He presented the reso-
lutions lu the unexpected abisence of LEee,
but Light Horse HArrY, the father of Gen,
Bonenr E. LEg, wrote them,

~  Jr¥rERSON was the apostle of Demoeracy
and the tounder of the Democratic party;
aud when all other distinetlons fade away,
he will be known ns the author of the
Decinration of Indepeudenes. e appre-
clnted this trath when ho directed that this
erownlng faet should be graven on the obelisk
that nnrks his aspulchre near Montleello.

LiNoouN's momory will be perpetuated by
three events.  As President he lssued the
Ewnncipation Proclamation, and was the

ehlef of the Govornment durlug the war that

resulted In the destruction of slavery and
tho presorvation of the Unfon,
than to any other man the success of the
war was due. Ho wns assassinated for pa-
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GraNt'd colebrity will malnly repose on
bis aclilevoments ns a soldier and General in
the fickl. Whilo ns a moro military chleftain
he mny be ranked with Manrrnonovan,
Frevenick, and WeLLisatoN, his fame will
echo down the centurles as the leador of tho
armics thot erushed an unequalled rebellion,
preseryved the integrity of the republie, and
Lberated millions of bondmen.

Four other oceupants of the President’s of-
flce will not be entirely lost to view for sev-
eral generations, though they will bave no
such hold on immortality as the four above
mentionsl,  They are MADISON, JACEEON,

The invaluable Inbors of MADIsSON ir the
formntion and adoption of the Constitution
will long be recognized by the Amerlcan
people, Jacks0oN will be remembered and
adnmilred as the reorganizer and rencwer of
the Demoeratle party, and as the champlon
of maubood agalnst the organized power of
mousy. It will not soon be forgotten that
GARYIELD was assassipated without shadow
of cause al tho thresheld of his oMelal term,
But tlie uame of Haves will survive longor
than vither of the othier three, because ho ub-

It was cousldered a slgn of promlse for the
future good order of the Cheyenno rescrva-
tlon that when Gon, C. C. Avaur, a fow
weoks slneo, wos placed on the retired lst,
Gen. NELsoN A. Alines succeeded him In
command of the Department of the Missourl,
which Includes the Indian Territery, Uen,
MiLes successfully conducted a campalgn
against tho Cheyeunes and Comanches
during the hostilities of 1874, and at that
time bocame thorougbly famllisar not only
with the reglon of the present troubles, but
with the character of the Indians to be dealt
with, and with their leadlng men, Sinee
thon his experlenco In several Indlan wars,
noutably the Bannock hostilitles and the cam-
pelgn agalnst Chlef Josern, whom he de-
feated and capturod by a brilliunt stroko
when his cscape was almost assured, and
aleo in dealing with Brrriva Bunn and tho
Sloux, have given bim s wide exporlence of
Indian warfare,

But thero Is a 8till more recent experienco
of Gen, Mites, connoetod with hls adminis-
teatlon of the Dopartment of the Columbla,
which may perbaps ba found speoclally ap-
plleablo to the case of the Cheyennes and
Arapatoes, Tho Portland Oregomian suimn-
marizes the results of this cxperionce in the
fullowing words

tlons may be practicable with one band
undor a controlling chief, which would not
be practicable with two eombined tribes
having many bands and ohiefs. Bull, It s
worthy of notico that Gen. MILES has ex-
proased the belle! that even with the Chey-
onnos and Arapahoes an arrangement may in
timobe effected liko that which he found so
accoptable In the Northwoeat, This is the
opinlon attributad to him since his assign-
ment to his presont command :

"The present mannsr of dealing with the Indians by
placitig thei ln & position whers one of two ean disturb
a whole coontry It anything goes amiss, {8 radicslly
wrong, 1 belleve that the resar vation should ba divided
Into parcels of 100 or 040 acres 1o eaoh farm, T would set
e the Indinns on thess farma the land to be enderapro-
hibition of allensting fta title Tor twenty five years, in
order to protect thetm from sharpere  The remalnder of
thelr reservation eould be disposed of for their benedr
I tried this plan with the Moses Thdiane, who have ares
ervation as inrge s the State of Delaware, and in thres
yeard they wers entirely Indepeudant. [IF this polioy
was adopted, any tribe in the United Biates could be made
Indepandent of Government support in five years.'

Tho trouble hitherto has boen that usually
In disposing of * tho remalnder of tho resor-
vation,” beyond what is peedod for homea
and farma for the Indlans, It 18 not thelr In-
terest, but the Interest of grasping whito
men that Is consulted. Tuls produces con-
stant and patural dissatlsfaction. If the
surplus innd were strictly managed ln trust
by the Guvernment, as o guardian manages
tho real cstate of his ward, thero would bg
no difficulty or complalnt, Perbaps Gen.
AMliLes may soon find another opportunity of
putting lo practice his theorles.

The Last Review.

All day yesterday and untll the gates of
the City Hall wero elosed at one o'clock this
mornolng, thoe trand of marching feet sound-
od beslde the coflin of the great commander,
and more than a hundred *thousand faces
were bent, with Intense gaze, for an instant
over hisworn and grizzled features,

It was a most Interesting line of people
that moved silently, hour after hour, through
the crowded streots, thinking nothing of dis-
comfort, for the sake of one brief glapce at
the dead Goneral, Women bore the jostling
aud fatigue nncomplainingly In order to gaze
for one instant into the coffin, There were
men o the endless column who bad fought
under GrasT and bod sinee grown gray with
him, and who uow marcehed past him as thay
had done before; and thera ware children
who were not yet born when GRANT was at
Appomnaltox.

Men who went down town to their busl-
ness In tho mornlng saw tho moving ecolumn
slowly nscending tho steps of the City Hall;
when they returned in tho evenlog it was
still there with undepleted rapks, and mid-
night saw no ond to the trudglog Hnoe.

It §s not New York alone that pays this
tribute to the great warrlor's memory, but
from all parts of the counlry people are
flocking hither to jolu this wendoerful pro-
cosslon wnreliog through tho heart of the
busiest city in the land to pay honor to tho
nation’s dead hero,

We hope that nobody who wishes to seo
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even If the gates of the City Hall must be
kept open the wholo night to let the mourn-
ful column march through,

Intellect and Falth.

A correspondent asks us why It Is that
there 1s more intellectual strength in the
party of faith than in the party of Infldality,
when faith puts the iotelleet under subjee-
tlon, and requires thnt tho learned, like tho
simplo, shall accopt the explanations of the-
ology with childlike trustfulness.

The answer I8 that men of strong Intellect
areapt to find that thoy eannot satlsfy the
religious sentiment, which Is also strong in
them, in any otbher way than by giving up
reasoning about rellgion and allowing thelr
emotions full play by the ald of falth, They
got relief and rest by ceaslug from valn in-
quiries nnd falllog back upon unquestioning
belief, They want to give vent to thelr ro-
liglous feellngs and their desiro to warship,

But at this time, pethaps more than at
any other sineo the advent of Chrlgtlanity,
thoe number of those who have given up faith
altogetier s stoadlly aod eveu rapldly in-
creasing; and It unquestionably includes a
large part of tho stropgest nnd best educated
minds of the world, They are adopting a
phllosophy which Ignores the superuatural,
and, consequently, takes no account of the-
ology excopt ns o superstition which has had
an eoormous Influenee upon maukind, They
are not troubled about thelr futuro state, for
they are not at all sure about lmmortality,
even If the [uture life doos not seom to them
contradletory to probability; aud they aro
not oppressed by a sense of sin, for It ap-
pears to them that they do about as well as
could be expected of them.

Yol many of thess men, tao, have the re-
Hglous sentiment strongly developed, and
the barrcuness of their phillosopby on the
emotivual sldo is often vory unsatisfactory
to them, They cannot accept the exlsting
religion, aod thoy are vainly walting for
one to turn up which will better guit thelr
notions, Vainly, because how can there be o
rellglon without faith ?
