MAXWELL BEHIND THE BARS.

A Great Orawd Awalta ihe Avrienl of the
Alleged Murdorer In 81, Lonis,

8r. Loors, Aug. 16.—-W. H. Lennox Max-
wall, allas Hugh C. Drooks, alias T. C, D. Au-
gler, le now safoly lodged behind the bars at
poliee headquartars, The train arrived at the
Unlon depot at 7 this morning, only a few min-
utes late. A erowd of fully 3,000 parsons had
gatherad on and about the platforin, and the
Twallth stroot bridge was lined with men, wo-
man, and childron, Maxwesll was in the Inst
slpeper, both platforms of which wers srowiled,
mostly by Bt. Loulsians, who had gono out to
suburban statione bafors daylight to board the
traln, The Interior was also well fllled, and
when tho train stopped thay poursd out at both
ends, The crowd, at flrat balng unablo to tell
at which end Maxwell would make his exit,
divided nnd eovarad both ends, The rear and
proved to ba the right one, for Doteotive Tra-
cey's familiar faco appesred at the door. Ile
wan alosely followsd by the prisoner, with De-
toctive Dadger at his heels, Chlef Harrigan
was balow on the ground to recelve thom, and
with him were twenty of the biggest policomen
In 8t.
