A Warning.

We have often poluted cul the dangers
which foiow the removal of foreats from
steop mountain slopes, and deseribsd the
action of tarrents which in the course of
tho ordinary workiogs of nature result from
guch o disturbance of the carth's covering.
Our warnings upon this subject have now
boen rediaforeed In a strikiog manaoer.

A vivlent but by no means ao unprecodent-
ed showor of rain deseended during the
afternoon of the 1tk lnst. upon the valloy of
the Mohawk River hotwean Scheneetad y and
Amsterdam, In this State, The storm was
of shurt duvation and upsecompanied by
wind of sufilclent velocity to uproot trees or
even tear or distigure thelr fullnge. The New
York Contral Ratlroad here follows alung the
banks of tlin Mohawk, just at the foot of the
extrems southora elopes of the Adlrondack
platean. The esntre of the gtarm seems to
Liave becn ot or gear s placs called Glenvilio,
ahout ten miles enst of Amastordam. At this
point the rallroad erosses o ravine upon an
fron bridge, solidly supported oo stons byt
menta. A couptry road oceupics 8 portion
of the spaea between Lthe abutments of the
bridge, the remaindar belng filed by the bed
of a cmall etrenm which earries loto the
Maobliawk the draisag: from the low hiiis to
the nurth.

Thia little gtream, drey durlag o consider-
ablo porilon of the year, occuples, north of
the reilroad, the bed of a duep ravine, with
stenp and oflen almost perpeadicular &liles,
Its extrome length s ouly shout four mils,
with two tmalo furks, howsver, of nearly the
same length, so that the area of the watir-
shed of L5 ttle stroam I8 somewihin con-
Blderable. It hts a raplhd descont of 500 feot
or moro from s sourcsin the Adicondack
fool hills to the M ohawk bolow,  The Lilis
have boen daprived, long nggo wis boileve, of
thuir protective eovering of woods, and, -
Ing nand for Ullnge and grazing, are now
kept bars of trees exeopt near the bottom:
of the ravines,

Heors wore all the eonditions favornble fur
the developtoent of o dungerous torrent--u
suddon aud sovere rain storm falllog upon
Lhe steep and Lare sloped of o witershod
large In proportiou o its naturs! draisago
capacity, having an InsuMolent channel to
earry off the volume of water suddenly
poursd Into It from the nelghboring Lills,
The toree of water under such clreumatanens
i8 Irresistible. 1ts power was cleariy demon-
strated ot Glenvile, The water which rushed
Into the bottom of the unrrow ravine during
the afternoon of the 12h of August all
reachod the Mobawk. Itloft ita mark, how-
over, upon tho eurface of tho land. Trees,
bushes, bouldors, and gravel were swepl
down from the boltum  aod  slles of
thoe ravipe, nnd scattercd far and whie
over Lhe rleh bottom lands below; whils
the rallroad bridge was washidd  entirely

“away, and the groab Llocks of granits of one

of tho ahutments wero scattered over o wide
area. Many acres of vich and productive
farming land were hopolessly buried uuder
Immenso Loaps of rocks and gravel, or L
thelr soll washed Into the Muohawl, whenee
#Boondr or Inter It will rench the Hudson
and swell the deposits which already muako
Ita pumreer navigation difficult. Al this
destruction of property and the serlous loss
It vocasloned In the eutire Interruption of
trafe upon ouw of the prinelpal ralironds of
tho country, was the work of u fow minutes,
The flow of waler ceased as suddenly as it
bad begup,

Thls same ravine will, however, in all prob-
abllity, frequently witness more serfous lor-
rents Lhau tho wno which we havo here de-
scribed. It is & well-kuowa fact thut torrants
in tholr development lucrense In destructive
force with every new overflow, Tho first
oxoesslve Lurst of waler, as wos Lhe caso Lho
other dny,washos away the trecs, bushes, and
other plauts which protect the sides anid bot-
toms of the ravines. It lovsens boulders and
danudes stesp gravel slopes, thus removing
all barriers aguinst the suldon rush of water
Into tho bed of Lhe stream. The walor,
therefore, ul each succeeding storm not enly
roaches the bed of the stream more rapidly
than that of proceding storms, Lut it 1s able
to carry with It lvcrcasiog quantities of
gravel and  other  débris  previously
loosoped ¢ underminmd. This (8 the
bilstory of all the Luvopean stresms
upon  which destruetive torrents  have
been developsd.,  Sucli torrents o thelr
early stages linve boon comparatively harm-
less, Tholr destructive puwers have, how-
evor, Invariably Inerensed from vear to year;
and streams with banks apee bLored by ex-
coptionul Nows of wator have contluum] year
aftor year, with ouly the pormal ralufall, W
nfliet sorlous damage upon the commnuulties
opeupylug thelr watershods,

the 1Mh will, now that the way for It has
been made casy, sel the Glenville stream to
pouring stones and gravel down over the
Mohawk bottoms; and thers |8 every probd-
bility that this ravine wili ln time daveiop
into a regular torrent, that is, & stream with
banks and bottom so washed away that
every serious shower or period of melt-
Ing snow will Inerease its degradation. It
will then carry away quickly aod
suddenly tha water which It receives;
and with every such sudden flow of
water It will bear aiso Into  the
valley steadlly Increasing quantities of
stones and gravel. That is, if the storm of
tha 12th bhas developed a torrent of the oa-
wure and viclenee of thosa which bawe exist-
e11n all the hill regions of central Europe
wince the hilis ware stripped of thelr forest
covering. Tbhus every severs raln storm
falling in the lowest and ieast Important of
the Adirondack hills will ruin much val-
uable land, Increase the difficuitiss of nav-
igatlon 1o our patural waterways, aud delay
and linps=le teafflc upon one of the great
commercinl highways o the continent.

And yet the little Glenville stream laa very
small and unimportant brooklet, unhonored
aven witha lecal name, It flows down from
very lowand rolling bills and its entire water-
shord I8 hardly more than a few thousand
actes. It Las been seen, nowaver, that this
little streamn, under cortain conditlons, has
pow leen able to  nllict wvery eenous
damnge; and what !s trua of a small
stream with a restricted and compara-
tively level watershad, 13 true of s larger
stream fowiog down from steep mountain
slopes, Sooner or later, upless vigorous
and intalllgent measures can be taken to pre-
vent it, the seencs which wers witpes<sd the
wiber day in the valley of the Mohnwk, will
be oracied along the tributaries of the Hude
son and the other rivera which flow out from
thin migst of tha Adirondack Mountains,
Thezn ara largs and important streams; they
draln Immense watersheds, composed maiuly
of high and abrupt mountain slopes,

From these glopea the protecting oover-
ing of the forest has already elther been
largely romovesd or s inthe eourse nf rapid
and needlead dastruction,  All the conditions
are admirably adapted for the development
of greas and destructive torrents In these
atremms. Jtis merely a question of time
when rome exceptionsily heavy ralnfall, un-
checked by the furest and pouring over the
bare nud denuded Adirondack hills, will choke
the beds of the streams. Then thers will be
torrents indeel. Bridges will ba swopt away,
travel will ba luog loterrupted, broad
strowchss of smiling farm land will besmot h-
ered under heaps of rock torn fromthe slopes
of distant mountains, and the bed of the
great river will ba encumbered with aceumnu-
lations of gravel and sand. This s no lm-
aglnary pleture. Such eatastrophes have
overtaken otber lands, Such o eatastrophe,
trifling, to be sure, io extent and destiructive
forow, has been soen al Glenville during the
present month, The torrent of the 12th of
August should be a warning to the people of
this State, Itis full of dire aud dreadful sig-
uiflcancs. The [eason whilch it teaches can-
not in eafoty be neglectod, The Adirondack
fureasts must ool by allowaed to perizh.

The Forty Days Limit.

The time given by the President’s procla-
mation to the eattlemen for removing thele
herds from the Indiun Territory will expira
on Friday of next week, Toinsure compli-
ance with this  proclamation, Gen. N. A
Mives, eomnmandiog the Department of the
Missuurd, has been ardersd to have in readis
vras a sulilclent body of troops ot Fort Reno.,

The unlawful laases must end; and vigorous
aotion on the part of the Government, If ac-
companiad with sound judgment, will only
make more cerialn a peacelul acoeptancs of
the new policy.

The linriem River Improvement.

Boven years have passad sinee Congrees,
by the act of June 18, 1878, supplementsd
with that of March 3, 1979, appropriated the
sum of $450,000 for beginning the construc.
tion of a broad cul to connect the Harlem
and Hudson rivers, Thls work, whose valus
to the commercial future of New York is
apparent on the statement of its purposs,
has not yet been begun, apd the money set
apart for It remalna in the Treasury. The
report just made by Col. MCFARLAND to Gen.
Newrtoy, Chlel of Engineers, clearly explains
why this great scheme is delayed, and the
manner ln which (L is likely to procesd when
all obstaclea shall have been removed.,

The act of Congress making the first ap-
propriation, £300,000 in amount, preacribed
that po part of the moncy should be avall-
able “until the right of way for this work Is
#icured 1o the United States free of eost.”
The npaturai water conpectlon of the two
rivers s Spuyten Duyvil Creek; but thisis
narrow and crooksd. Surveys of four differ-
ent routes indicated that a ecwt through
Dyckman's Meadows would, In the end, be
the least expeonsive, But that route will
hava to bo excavated In part through solld
rock; and most of the cost of the entire un-
dertaking must ba lald out there, Howevar,
this cost can bo reduced by making the
waterway In thls cat only 3% feet wide,
whercas its width overywhers elsa 15 o bo
4% feet; and the former space will amply
aceommedate an cilensive commarce. Be-
yobod this cut throngh Dyckman's Meadows,
the cour=e followed to the Hudson will be
ns nearly us possible that of Spuyten Duywvil
Crook. The estimated cost of the cut through
the Meadows 13 $2,100,000; and to this must
be added $500,000 for lmproviog the Harlem
theoco to its mouth, mwakiog the aggregale
about $2,700,000,

The most desirable route haviog been
fixed, an obstacle was encountered in tho un-
willlnguess of property owners W give tho
right of way fres ol cost, Hence resort waa
had to the Legislaturs of New York to pro-
vide for securing the right of way, under
arrangements to he made by that body,
Under the authority of the Lagislature, Com-
missioners were duly appointed for the pur-
posa, and their report on thoe aequisition of
the right of way has beon prasentad to the
Supreme Court of the State. DBut Col. Mo-
Fanraxp pbservea that “great opposition to
the recommendation of the Commissicuers
has besn made by some of the property own-
erg affected, and efforts are being mads to
bavethe original act unider which the nssess-
maonts are made reavoked by the Legislatare.

Meanwhile some Interssting facts concern-
ing the practical construction hava beon as-
oartslnad. It has been found that there s
pot a [rec cxchange of thles butween the
Harlem and the Spuyten Duyvll, sod that
there s n divide near Fordbam Bridge be-
tween the tdes flowing from the East River
into the Harlem and thosa flowing from the
Hudson into the Spuyten Dayvil, A com-
parizon betwoen tho tides of thoe Harlom and
those of the Hudsonat the mouth of Spuyten
Duyvil Creck shows that o the Hudzan the
lovel of auean high water s nearly o foot
lower than in the Harlom; that the mean
duration Of the rise of tides iz the Hudson
I3 thirty-3ix miusul=s ahoriar, of the fal)
thirty-=1x minutes longer, and of slack water
twon'y minutes longer; that the moan rise
and fall In the Hudson at thst point i3 2,12
foit less; and Lthat the moan level of the Hud-
gon ot the mouth of the ereek is a little nora
than thres inches lower than It 18 at Ford-
ham DBridge. High water oceura much
curiler in the Hudzon than fu the 1w lom.
Col. MeFaurasninfers that while at o {Tor-
ent thwes there wid b o flow Soward aither
rivar, the propondernnes of How will ba to-
wird the Hudson, and Lhe seour will go thiat
way, 50 that if aeut for the free pussnge of
the tides b anwde, the openlng into the Tud-
eonwill berome the mouth of the cut,

Whiie the importagee of this projoct mny
have sometimes been exaggernted by those
who are anxlous to geours I8 carly compie-
tion, there can be no question that it will
be of permunent commerciul advantage to
Noew York., The direct galn to that naviga-
tion which proceeds through the Sound Is
apparent, while it will undoubtedly open
new facilities for transportation as the com-
pact oecupation of the lower part of the island
forees the growth of the ity porthward.

Dress at Public Eotertuinmoents,

Aceording to a recont cable despateh, the
directors of the Parls Opera House have just
made a ruls that persons coming to thelr en-
tertainments shall nut be admitted unless
Lthsy nro in ovening dress.  Tho despatol
says that tho rule requiras *swallow-tafl
cunts, low vests, expansive shirt froots, and
no jewelry for gantlemen, and low corsages,
short slwaves, und oo bounels for ladles."
The first time of it enforcement naturally
causod trouble, but this wiil be of short du-
ration, and Parls apera goers will soon wear
full evenlug dress without s murmur, s
Londowers have doue for years,

In fact, wo suspect that the adoption of the
rule iu Parls is In a sonse Lhe result of its
provalenes In London. The theatro in Lon-
donu becamo long ago an appendage of Lhe
court. Theactors were *the King's players,”
aud royalty was always suppesed Lo be pres-
ent, either avtuslly or by proxy. UHenee, full
dress wns cxacted as a inatter of etlquotte.
Tho custom was nalurally exlended to con-
corts and W operatle performances, and It hag
now become s0 wall established that welther
men nor women o London expect to go to
u publie entertalnment In any other cos-
tumme thao that which they would wear to s
evening party at a friend's bouse,

Curlously enough, thess same Englishmen
and Evglishwomen, whio ln London would be
serupulously earoful to wear evening dress

&t the opora or the play, have hitherto com-

pensated themselves for the inflictlon by go-
ing to the Parls Opera House aud to the Parls
theatres lo the roughest and most uubecom-
Ing wttire. Enpglishmen have boen secn Lo
lovade the opers dressed In the coursest
sort of coats and trousers, billycock hats,
hob-nailed shoes, and with thelr race glasses
alung over thelr shoulders by strapy, Eng-
lishwomen have nccompanied them in trav-
alling sults an') travolliog Liats, the phenomn-
noal ugliness of which ls unatisinayle cut of
Gireat Britaio, aud 1s in Itself enough 1o 8poll
a larlsian’s enjoyment ol his evening's
amusement. It wos the samo st the Comd-
die Frangalse and at other first-class thea-
tres. The lndepeudent Briton showed his
countempt of foreigaors in Parls, a5 be has
soinstimas done bn this country, by trampling
upon the plaln laws of soclal courtesy, Now
that’s bng beon Lrought up with a round
turn at the Opera House, wo rust that the
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managers of other places of publio entertaln-
ment In Paris will be encouraged to deal
with him in the same mannar.

In this city no formal rule has been found
necessary Lo insure a becoming dresa on the
part, not only of opera goers, but of all who
aitend publie entertalnmenta. By a sort of
taclt agreement our men have grown into
the habit of putting on evening dress, or
something very much resembling 18, at the
theatre and at the cononrt room as well as at
the apera.  Our women, It |8 neadleas o say,
have never falled to droas themselves so as
to make it a pleasure to look at them wher-
ever thoy go, and though they may wear
bonnets and high-necks] dresses when Eng-
lish etiquette would reguire bare Lieads and
low earsagea, they are nons the less orna-
ments 1o the assemblage.

For, afver all, tha custom of wearing even-
Ing dress at soclal as well az at public gath-
erings rests upon the ground that 1t helpa to

| enhanee the enjoyment of the occasion, It is

much pleasanter to be one of an audience
uniformly elad in appropriate garments,
than of one which presents the appearance
of psaple who have come together for bard
work and therefure have put on elothes
adapted to dirt and rough usage. We dress
anaw when the working day is over; and it
{2 no more troubla to dress in ona way than
iu ancther. 1If by common consent wo adopt
one particular kind of costume aa that best
fitted for public entertalnments, we lusure our
own satlsfaction as well as that of our com-
paniona, Besldes, as the woaring of full
dress at a private entertainment Is demanded
by respect for the bostess, so it Is demanded
at & publie entertainment by respeet for the
rest of the company, It ls merely an exten-
slon of the same courtesy which forblds our
appearing in soclety In shirt sleeves and
with unwashed faces and hands. This is the
power that is establishing evening dress
awong Americans, and, unlike Eonglishmen
and Freochmen, they need no arbitrary rule
to teach them what Is proper,

Here In Now
York you can count on your fingars about all
those who can be relied om to write steadily
anything llke telllng leading articles, and
additions to theirthio raoks are not made
very uften.

But there are other branches of newspapar
work bealdea leadsr writing that are high,
Every branch, Indea], is high, providad the
most Is made of {t.  Every department of a
woell-e<lited journal must be econducteld by
first-clasa men, nod men of great and espe-
eial kuowledgo and ability. They are the
fittest survivors of a muitituda who have
tried to 1t themselves for the work and to
stand its strain, and have falian by the way.

Even the numbaer of very desirable roport-
ers |3 far from great, nlthough they do o
kind of work which hundrels of bright fol-
lowa just out of eolloge think themselves
eatirely capable of porforming with easo,
The reporters for Tae SuN have prepared
themsaives for their duty by a thorough
general education, and by long auwd eareful
practies under ¢lose supervision. They are
taugzht to leuk on the writiug of bad Bozlish
ns a sin of the most helpuus sort, and Hierary
swash becomes as utterly abomioable tn thelr
oy0s as it is inour own, They must be guick
of peiceptizn and olear In expression, ae-
curats, ploture=que, and capiblo of keeping
vt of the dall and haskoeyed,  In truth,
they must bo oxesredingly clover litarary mon,
