" Consul-General Fawesit and Major Trotter,
the military attaché of the British Legation at
Constantinople, wore Interviewed to-day and
talked quite freely of thelir recant tour of Rou-
melin and southern Bulgaria. They say that
Roumelia Is like the centre of o whirlwind, Tt
s porfactly ealm while tempests are oiroling
sround It. Thero ls no eacitemont AmoODg aven
the most snthuslnatic Bulgars, and the Turkish
purtisans, who are hopelessly in the minority,
aro 65 qulet as mios, There Is no danger of
pghting, and tho efforts of the leaders are de-
voted to mnintalning the sirictest order on
poti slder. The march of Dulgarian troops
throngh loumslia is so elreumapoctly ordored
that no foraging Is allowed, and quartcrmas-
ters aro forbidden to make foroed requisitions,
FEvory effort Is made to provent aggrosslons on
either side. The deposed ofolals, who would
be stppised to bs henrtlly devoted to Turkish
ruls, are now vying with each other for posi-
tlons under the naw régime, Major Trotter
sums up the sltuation by saying:

*Tho only ighting In prospect 1a & nelgh-
borhood guarrol that will result in o few stabs
1o Uia dark, Notronps will go northward, and
pno Tarki<h oMesr will get his promotion from
this afluir,

Othier despatehes from Constantinople show
thint the Turkish troops which were to haye
bean sant to Dulgarin are now destined for
Ealonlon, to forestull the expected rising in
Mueadonls, Bir Henry Drommond Wolll has
decided not to preas Liis miasion to the Porto at
presont, nnd wiil soon start for Egypt, but will
return to Constantinople whenavor the time
supanrs favorabls for renewing the Anglo-
Turklsh negotiations,

Tha enmposition of the new Turkish Cabinet
Indieates o pueifle disposition, and Turkes's
mndorntion in the prasent erisla hons undoubt-
edly produecad a good Impresalon everywhere,
An rftieinl note lssaed from the berlin Foreign
offien to-nleght npprovesand praiecs the dignity
and daliberation abhown by the Bu'tan.

The eurront of opinlon in the best informed
elrolas In London Inclings to peace. It ls be-
Usved that the powers, elther with or without
a formal eonfercnce, will urge Turkey to awal-
Jow thie leek and to accept Prineo Alexander's
Offar to recognize the suzarainty offthe Saltan,
The anly real danger arises from the rivalriea
of Birvie, Gresee, Doumelis, and Montenegro.
All of thege States are more or less imbucd with
tarritorial greed, and tLay are all praparing to
shara In the expected seramble.

The persistont reporta from Vienna of a pop-
wlar uurising in Sorvia are uttructing mors at-
tantiog just now In dinlomatie clreles than the
stroke by wiileh the two Bulgarins bave been
reunlted.  Thera ls eonsldarable anxiaty as to
thn course of the Servians In the event of a
goneral ramous Io the Balkan peninsuln and
es to their loyalty to Elng Milan. The Bervisn
Minister In London said to-night that he had
beurd notbing whieh oould cauvse Lilm to be-
lisva that anything unusual hed occurred in
Bervia. An ofMvial despatel from Delgrade
was racelved this afternoon, the substance of
which Is that all reports of disorder or disloy-
alty o Bervin are absolutely falsas that the
eountry 1s parfectly orderly : that the mobillza-
tion of the Bervian army prograsses qulekly
aud easlly,and thot the peopleare euthusiastie.
