Vnstly outuumbored, it wias only by
coidont that n heron wos stunned by thestrong
il of 1t opponenis, and was then pleked to
denth, 'The rouk that l[mme within range
of usron's plke bad Its skull pleread,
nad doeuth was instantuneocus,  And so nt tha
beglnning of the fourth day the tlght Logsn
to lull from shoer exhaustion of the enm-
batants, Desd and dylng birds contlnued to
foll from tho troes for doys; but the Nght was
at an_ eml, Not only wors tha rooks driven
nway, but the herons eaptured tho troos nnd
sucoessiully built thelr nesis, During the after-
building thore wera ftful outbursts, but thoss
eamo to nothing, Incubation proecedad In dus
eoursn, and that your two broods werns reaced
by onch pnir and successfully earried off. In

~Kmnaneipaiion of tho Girie

Buxmos AYnes, July 16.—In the Argentine
Republie the Exsoutive Mansion is called ''The
Rod House;” In Venezuela it is called “ The
Yellow House.," Hore the Imitation of the
United Btates Is seen In nearly every politioal
and meroantile Institution. The Constitution
of the Argontines |8 framed upon ours, with
some diffarences, one of which Is a single term
of six yoars for the Prosldent.

Just now the pooplo mre Im the heat of a
Proaldential campnlgn, There aro thros can-
didates: one is the brother-in.law ol the
Proaldent, ropresonting the Liberal party; the
second Is the eandidate of the provines of
Duenos Ayres, which onsts about one-half the
vote of the republle, and Is constantly in a row
with the other provinces; and the (third
is the candidate of the OChuroh or Con-
servative party. The Prosident’s brother-in-
law ssems to have the Inslds track, although the
supportera of the Duencsa Ayros ecandldate
do tho most shouting. The powers of tho
Prealdent ara preclsely similar to thoss of
Presldont Cloveland, and he has five Cabinet
Ministers to advise him, and to execute his will

—Ministars of Btato, Forelgn Affalra, Finance,

Tublie Works and Instructlion, and War and
Marine, Thoy havoe seats In Congress, partiel-
pate in dobate, and anawer conundrams from
tho oppoaltion, but cannot. vota, Tholr salary
18 89,000 per yoar, or $1,000 moro than the
Ameriean Cabinel oMoer rovelves,

There are two branchos of the natlonal Leg-

talature, Bonators and Reprosentatives, aloctod
K8 oura aro, excopt the torm of a Senator s
nine yoars and that of a Roprescntative s
four yonrs, The judielnl system’of the revub-
lle s also similar to that of tho United Statns,
