of the hold cut off by n bulkhead nnd fitted
for tho home of the two men who worked time

barge Thoso two men were brothers nnd the
old roan was their father Ho wits over 80

years old but was able to road a newspaper
comfortably by thoiaiild of spectacles The
cabin had n stove 011 ono side four bunks on
the other n table several chairs lockers and
chests rims walls were covered with picture
cards nnd illustrations from comic papers
and as limo place was scrupulously
clean It was much moro attractive
than ono would have supposed possible while
looking nt the rough exterior of this boat Just
over the upper Dunk hung u curious gun The
old roan seeing the stranger eying It took It
dowV It had a barrel about two feat long and

Tho stock was shaped something hike tho stock
