Leanyen was one of the fumous
300 who gained so mueh distinetion In the
Republican National Convention at Chleago
in 18805 and he i8 still proud of the medal
which commemorates that historle strug-
gle.  As ho vouclied for the truth and aecu-
racy of his conversation with Mr. CONKLING,
wo enlortalnml no susplelon upon the sub-
Ject, und published the Interview as con-
spicuously as its conlents deserved.

The Invasion ol Bulgnrin.

The violation of the Bulgarian frontier by
the vaoguord of the Serviau army, which
wasa reportod a week ago, notunlly took place
on Butunlay, and we mny now expect to hear
at any hour of 4 collislon between the sol-
diers of King MIrAN and tho Bulgariao oafll-
tin. It was this act of war, undoubtedly,
whioh eaused the adjourvmont of Lhe conler-
ence that was to have convened on Bunday
at Congtantinople. This nttempt to cut the
knot over which diplomatists have so long
been fumbling bodea anything but good to
Privce Aurxaspen, for without add from
Russln be cau bardly bope to cope with his
Berb nelghbor, and the signs thus far are
that the Czar 18 foellped to abaudon him,
trusting that the wext ruler of Bulgaria will
prove a more pliant tool.

Admittiog that Kipg Minay had to do
something to autisly the clainorous demoods
of his peuple for territorial expansion, we
must recognigs eonslderable siguilieance in
the direction given to Borvia's aggressive
movement, Osbensibly, hls nction s entirely
aelf-prompted, bt no ove will believe that
the powers which obviously profit by it
have not secretly connived at it. Both Ans-
trin and Turkey have much to galn by the
diverslun of the explosive force of Bervia
towurd Lhe cost Instead of toward the south,
aud there in no doubt that BISMAECK would
regard s dissection performed at the expense
of Prince ALEXANDER, who had prematurely
disturbed the poace of the peulnsula, as s de-
slrable experiment in corpore vili, Indeed,
England gcems to be the only earncst friend
of the too venturesome ruler of Bulgarin in
tho conference, and Lord SALISBURY'S sup-
port would searcely gobeyond remonstrance,

An uncertaln factor In the problem Is the
evontual atltude of Rusala, Although tho
Czar's Govoernment may be qulte willing to
leave Prinoe ALEXANDER to bls fute, thonews
of nn actual sttack upon Bulgaria in the ap-
parent Interest of Austria sud Turkey may
provoke an lrresistible outburst of Pan-
slavie sentiment. It hns long censml to be a
weerel that the haud of the lute Czar was
foreed by the Paosluvie comimiitees (o 1876,
and pow thet the BSerba have definitely
ranged themselves upon Lthe side of Austrin,
ony inerense of their strengtll at tho cost of
Bulgarin would be rightly looked upon as n
serlous Impediment to Muscovite ambition,
It should, moreover, be yemembered that
measures have been taken (o mako s sudden
chango of plan upon the Czar's part com-
pletely fensible. A large Russinn foree has
been mussed (n Bossarabla, where iL was cor-
taloly not peeded If thore was an Inflexible
determination ot 8t, Petersburg not to pro-
teot Bulzarls undor any elreumslances.

11 tho two rival principalities ure loft alono
even for a fow wenks to ight it out between
thew, the duol can hardly havo buat oo re-
sult. Nomiunlly, the military foroes which
the combatants can placo In the fleld are
about equnl ; but Barvia's nrmy s thoroughly
vrgnnized aod trnined pod sdmirably equip-
ped, whereas the Dulygarian levies are for
tho most part raw militia, aud even the smdll
nucleus of regular soldlers has been rendered
well nlgh worthiless by the recall of all its
Russinn officors, The firet declslve indica-
tivn of & revived ascendancy of Pauslavic
fesling would bo the return of these officers
to their old posts. Without them the so-
cilled army of Prince Auexaspes woulid
provalittle better than a mob. The Christiun
slement of the Bulgariun population, from
which alone in the abscnce of the Bultan's
approval reoruits could be drawn, Is the
wurst possible material for fOghtivg pur-
poses - worso even than the Serbs were ten
yoars ago, when they had to be whipped ioto
battle by thelr Russian commanders. Ton
yaars of lndependeuce moy bave Invigorated
the Servian character, and there 18 knowu to
be & bracing Infusion of Muntonegrin valor
ju the rank and flle. Besldos, Klug Minas's
soldlers will have the benefit of German In-
struction, aud to a certain extent of German
lsadership,

Ewven
ghould they fulfl thelr contranct require-
meouts, thoy will not be nearly as fust as now
orulsers of the present day ought to be, Tho
Atlants and Boston pre only expeoted to
bnve a sen specd of about thirteon Kuots,and
the Ohlcago u sen spoed of fonrteon, whereas
the wnarmored cruisers of half o dosen vo-
tionn reach a rped of sixtecn or seventecn
knota, Btill, tho threo now orulsors, cven in
this particular, will probably make & fluo
show in our present navy.

In thelr agrrossive eapaoity they will bo
stlll more important additione, The Dol-
phin could coutribute lttlo or nothing to tho
fighting strength of tho navy, She ls ouly a
despatoh boat, ao Admiral'a yaoht, aud hoer
size and the amount expouded on her in pro-
poriion to the evst of the other vessels lndl-
cate hor relative loslgmificance, But the
Atlnnta and Boston aro vessals of 8,000 tons
displacement, and the Chicngu reachve 4,500
tons. The two former have o length of 270
feat betwoon perpenticulars, with nn extrame
brendth of 42, and the latker o loogth of 816
feet and a breadth of 49. They are stesl
ornisers, with protoctive deoks and water-
tight compartmonts.  Longltudinal bulk-
bheads axtendiog througbout the maehinery
