moonsliiner of the desperate kind mnay be sald
to hava hind hin day, and the bloody adventures
in whiab bie has figursd will soon be romantle
epiwodes In the history of s bygono generation,
The thrilling stories of whiskey smuggling
nlong tha Seottish eonst, which Wilson eom-
plied in bis ' Tales of the Border," do not sur.
pies in bloody outlawry the annnls of moon-
sliine ralds In tha Unitad States in the casunity
period from 1877 to 1881, whereln twanty-five
revenus ofMoers ware kilisd and Afty-four
wounded, The oollialons between the wildeat-
tors and CGovernmnent posses during thoass
youra ravenled a startling clanship among
mountaln desparadoss, Peralstent hunting of
the llielt makers of mountain dew and the de-
struotion of thelrstilis Anally indicated such a
determined polley of suppression that recent
yoars have not besn marked by frequent recur-
rancea of murderous reslstance, Bo many
ware the objectlons urged to the often undue
crueity of the ralds that amnesty became a
faature in the polioy of treatment for offenders.
Yet the moonshinar revels in his mountaln de-
flle, and hin dew Is quafTed all over thoss south-
orn regions where the native demands mors
exhilaration than even lofty scenery suppiies,
In the Carolinas, (leorgia, nnd Tenneases tho
wildeat atill abides ln profusion and secluslon,
The " Indepsndent distiiler'" has & very sim-
ple establishment. No raliroad line determines
{ta loeation, and no {mproved machinery s in-
trodueed. In some mountain gorge, whers the
smoke from his still imperceptibly minglea
with the atmosphera belore it asconds above
the summits, he rears his rude log eablo,
Donse brushwood linesthe solltary path that
winds in toward the pisce. There must be n
stream of water, and ocold spring water at that,
in which the worm may bs submerged when
the vapor is condenssd into whiskey. Thn
conpor still hns a capacity of but few gallons,
Oftan It is so emall that, when a raid is scented,
he owpsr bears it away upon his bsck. A
foew mash tubs complete the outfAt. Corn menal
for the mush Is obialoned from trusted persous,
Thao village storekespbr supvlies his share and
recelves the ''blockade’ whiskey in return.
Bat the thirsty native also contributes even the
Just peok thut his family has stored lor bread,
nnd gots gloriously full on the untaxed julos.
Sometimes the moonshiner raises his own
corn, und finds that ohvap labor can be paid
from his iilicit profits, and Idlaness secured for
lilmsell. Ile confides in his shiftiess nelzhbors,
and on days when the low wine Is * doubled”
into whiskey they congregate about, and [p-
dulgs in the cheap decootlon to whatevoer ex-
tent thelr very limited small change will
pormit. Mutualsecresy is oatural. Inlorm ing
is never from high motives, but only when
insult Impels a revenge that banishes the
thought of the personal loss of whiskey, or
when a Government reward captures cupidity,
The moooshiner Is wary. Not only does hs
bate the informer with a passion that forebodes
aventual death, but he charitably seeks to savs
bim from treachery. He gets him to chop some
wood for the stlll, to earry water, or dosome-

thing else conneotsd with the {llegal work, and
th-u‘hls poor, ignorant mind is filled with dis-
colirses op the penalty of being an aceomplios,

The motive of the Government raid is the
entorcemunt of law. 1f all the revenus out of
which the UGovernment could have boen de-
frauded by these Llilce stills hud been colliveted,
it would not equal the cost of their auppres-
slon. o ralds are organized by Collectors,

The wildeat distiller, stand-
ing deilant In bis mountain pass, misses
tun horote qualities of & Leonidas, hecanse
ehany whiskwy brings sublimity Jdown, L]
fenis thst he is unduly oppresssd, Hisdistil-
lntion ia mnunurmlrl.: n fow gnilons, while In
Nurthern eities he Invas thw illicit stllls pro-
dice iinmense quantities.

Rallrend Aurveyars ni Work In Usexplored
diny Sliver aud Aren Ore and
ne Unaris—A Farest Fire.

OxroxAaoN, Mich,, Oct, 28, —George Brom-
wall, ehial of & party of men who ara locating
the lines of the Milwankee, Lake Bhore, and
Weatarn Rallway bistween this polnt and
Eagle River, and betwesn Rhinelandar and
Ashinnd, renchind this eity to-day after thres
montha of wandering through tho wilderness
on both aides of the Penokes rangs. Those
wilds extand southward from the shores of
Lake Buperior nearly one hundred and fAfty
miles, unid their boundaries are markad by the
small huiniats along the line of the Wiseonsin
Contesl Rallroad on the west, and pechaps thres
hundred milos to the sastward by the path eat
through the woods by the Ubileago and North-
westorn Rallway, Untll these surveyors push-
od Into this reglon, Ita recenses had been
visited by but sow white men, and even the
Indians knowglittle of its charscteristics.

T'he Penoken rango connlats of o mass of rock
runnlng across the northern pottion of Wise
enngin into the northern peninsuln of Miehl-
gan. Without apparantiy a hreak In their con-
tinulty, thess embryo mouniains ssemed to
precluds the buililing of rallroads from Chi-
eago to the grantest of the [resh water sess.
BPut the Wisaonsin Central's explorers found
the gap made by the Bad Iiver, and aftar
bridging that strenm seven times within a few
miles, and bullding the highest treatle in uss
on n rallrom!, they croased the divide, Mr.
DBromwsll's party have been looking for a slmi-
Iar opening In the ridge’s crest, and he says he

Ing out high above the gronnd, while great
haies, hodf tull of water, marked thele former
